Director’s Reports:

Note:  During the baseball and softball season, the director’s reports are expected to be brief.

Junior House League Director:  Steve Larson reported that year end tournaments are under way.  The All Star games are set.

Senior House League Director:  Paul Sperl reported that year end tournaments for the Sr. House League are also underway.  The All Star games are set for next week at Fernbrook.

Equipment Director:  Marci Sadler will be scheduling an equipment shed “clean-up night” before the summer equipment is returned.  There are many old helmets and boxes to be removed and recycled.
Vice President:  Ward Wallner inquired about a trophy case at the Maple Grove Community Center.  We will need to provide a proposal for how the case will be constructed and what will be displayed before the request is considered.  Until we decide how to proceed, the Community Center will display our trophies (such as the plaque awarded by the MN Twins) on a rotating basis with other groups.  Ward also reported that Twins night netted about $1827 for the Scholarship Fund- somewhat less than 2005; however, we had a less desirable date this year.  Ward thanked the Larson and Fena families for pitching in to help with serving food.  [Mike Parenteau sent an e-mail to the board after the meeting thanking Ward for all of the hours he committed to make this event successful.]

President:  Mike Parenteau needs the articles from the league directors as soon as possible for the year end newsletter.  He will also provide a copy for the web site as well as post the evaluation forms on –line.

Committee Reports:

Dome Facility- No new information at this time
Fundraising Committee:
Preliminary meeting was held to discuss issues.  Additional meetings are needed in order to determine policies.

Unfinished Business:

Fall League  
Marci Sadler reported that there will be 9 or 10 teams for Fastpitch.  Players can register on-line or via paper and submitting forms to coaches or to the OMGAA mail box.
At this time, it appears that OMGAA will not be able to sponsor Fall League baseball.  The designated coordinator has not stepped forward with a budget or a process for running the program.  Players are to be directed to MYAS for registration as in the past.

New Business:

Capital Improvements-Field Conditions:

Mike Parenteau led a discussion regarding Capital Improvements.  Each registration has a Capital Improvements component, however, OMGAA has not been asked to address a major capital improvement to any facilities used by OMGAA. Proposals are now being discussed to improve the Varsity and JV Fastpitch fields at Maple Grove Sr. High and the baseball diamonds and the skin fields at Fernbrook.  The City of Maple Grove is discussing the possibility of building a structure at Fernbrook.  The board discussed the possibility of approaching the City with the concept of a larger facility that could be used for concessions, storage and meetings.  Volunteer trades people within the community would be solicited in order to keep costs down.  Mike estimated the cost for a 900 square foot building at approximately $160,000 to $180,000.  In addition, we need to have coaches learn to provide minor field maintenance so that the fields are in better shape throughout the year.  

New Bank Accounts:

Tom Goltz proposed that OMGAA open two new savings accounts.  One account to be designated as the Scholarship Fund Account and a second account to be designated as the Capital Improvements Accounts.  The initial funding will be at $10,000 for the Scholarship Fund Account and $40,000 for the Capital Improvements Accounts.
