PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Steve Roth-Absent

COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Jill Wylam

All sponsors are in place for this season.  We have 14 new sponsors this year.

GAMBLING COMMITTEE – Tom Konakowitz

Gambling’s October 2003 Activity Summary, tax return, allowable expenses, and January 2004 budget were presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.

MITES/SUPERMITES – Charlie Paulson

Late Registration continues for the Mite program and the numbers are increasing again this year.  Mr. Paulson reported that there are few spots open at the Supermite level and the termites/rookies still have room for several more.  Final numbers may be available next month.


Mr. Paulson spoke about the Rookie league that will begin this year.  He would like to see some of our past hockey players and volunteers come out and help with the rookie program.  He stated that this would be a nice way to stay involved and the commitment would be at a minimum.  The Rookie league skates from 11:00am-12:30pm on Saturdays at the Rec Center.

OPERATIONS UNIT – Dan Weber

Jerseys are on order and scheduled to be delivered to teams for pickup.  No problems so far on availability.

MAHA – Paul Grinde

Scheduling meetings are ongoing for District Eight teams.  Mr. Grinde needs to be in attendance at the RYHA Managers meeting and requests notification of the date/time.

At last months District meeting Mr. Grinde informed all at the state level that Rochester does not support the new division of districts as currently designed. After some discussion at the state level  the current committee chosen to look into this was told to go back to the beginning and look at a new approach to dividing our districts throughout the state.  Mr. Grinde stated that Bob Benner, who will be replacing him as the MAHA Rep, and his committee need to act on this matter now so that we are prepared for this issue to come up again in the near future.  Mr. Grinde believes it is very important that RYHA form a committee to protect its best interests  and reminded the board that he will be turning over his duties in the near future.

ICE COORDINATOR—Mark Hickey

Mr. Hickey reported that the ice schedules are out for the first 19 weeks.

CITY UNIT – Nick Ibarra

Daryl Jensen spoke to the board in regards to the Junior Gold program.  Mr. Jensen does not believe that the JG program has the proper ice allocation for preparing for the season.  He is also concerned that ice times at the end of the year are after league play is over and the JG will not be able to schedule their games.   He was informed by Scott Schneider that the December 10th start date for league play is in effect for the cities area teams due to the scheduling of referees and Rochester does not have to abide by this start time.  Mark Hickey explained the ice times for Junior Gold and schedule with him.  After some discussion Mr. Jensen stated that he was satisfied with this years schedule.


Mr. Jensen relayed his disappointment that RYHA will not be hosting a JG tournament this year.  This was discussed amongst those present and it was explained to him that the Tournament Director has the discretion to choose which tournaments we host.  Some of this decision is based on revenue produced, availability of volunteers to help, and costs involved.  Mr. Jensen would like the board to have more oversight on this decision.  The board believes that is should remain the authority of the Director.

Chuck Mosier spoke regarding the HEP program.  Mr. Mosier has volunteered to be the HEP Coordinator for RYHA and work with Mike McCormack.  Mr. Mosier spoke about the program and the emphasis being put on Parent Education this year.  There are changes being made to the Fair Play Point system.  The Fair play points per game will remain the same, however a major change this year is in the checking from behind.  This will now be a 12 point penalty.


Mr. Mosier discussed the Skills testing as part of the HEP program.  There is a set of drills developed for measuring skills and RYHA is currently not participating.  Mr. Mosier requested board support in this area to implement this in our program.  The boards’ stance on this is that this should be up to the individual coaches if they choose to do this.  Concerns regarding this include the use of practice time to do the drills and the inconsistent results when done by several individuals.
