Jeanne Vestal- Maple Grove Park and Rec:

Vice President:
Ward Wallner reported that numerous complaints have been received about the lack of a “friend request” or comment section for the on-line registrations.

Equipment Director:
Marci Sadler reported that she has sent out equipment bid requests to four vendors.  Two have responded that they will not participate.  One has not yet responded.  When she has received the bids, she will determine which vendor to use.  Marci will order rulebooks through MYAS at a cost of $5 each instead of $6.95 from other sources.

Fundraising Director:  Gary Fena reported that preparations for the Golf Tourney are progressing.  We are still looking for a Title Sponsor that requires a contribution of about $4000.  Ward Wallner mentioned that the Minnesota Twins may be able to have a former Twins player available to either play in the tourney or be available at the scholarship award presentation.  Cable 12 will provide $550 in free advertising.  
Fall Ball:
Chris Sullivan attended the meeting to update the board on the progress for baseball Fall Ball.  The announcements are on the web site and further announcements will be made through out the summer season.  Chris expects the cost to be $80 per player.

A discussion was held about the “friend request” and whether it would be available for Fall Ball.  Since Fall Ball teams can register as an entire team, the issue is not significant for that program.  For the 2007 summer season the message will be sent out that friend requests should be handled by e-mail to the appropriate league director.
