Meeting called to order at 7:06 PM by Loren Unterseher
Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the October board meeting were reviewed.
President’s Report
Loren reported that we are moving forward with the Hockey Gala. Ticket sales not as strong as expected, based on preliminary numbers. Loren posed the question to the board “why are they not selling” and asked if we could make inquiries throughout the association to get a better handle on what would help the tickets sell better next year. 50% of the net proceeds from the Gala would come back to the MVYHA. Raffle tickets for the upcoming Thanksgiving Tournament at the Super Rink are now available for distribution and sale. MVYHA has 250 to sell. Loren had to respond to a complaint with district 2 and the association has been put on Residency Probation through the end of 2007. He has asked Jeff Seplak to ensure all current association members are district 621 residents.
Vice President’s Report
Ernie is working diligently on the upcoming Thanksgiving Tournament, as he holds the additional role of Tournament Director for MVYHA. He reports strong team registration numbers, with only Peewee A and Bantam B1 not filled. Brackets are done and are listed on the new website. All volunteers who help out during the tournament will receive ice credit vouchers. Irondale, who co-sponsors the tournament with MVYHA, has done a terrific job this year, with their entire board involved. Ernie has asked that the entire board of MVYHA participate in some capacity, looking specifically for volunteers late Wednesday evening and very early Friday morning. Ernie is currently in the process of e-mailing confirmations to all teams involved. He talked briefly about the distribution and sale of the now available raffle tickets.

District 2 Report

Mike Sullivan reported that every D2 association received a list of coaches not properly certified. D2 will put on coaches CEP clinics for levels 1, 2 & 3, exclusively for D2 members only. These classes will be held before the end of 2006. D2 handed out extra scorebooks, in anticipation of many games needing two score sheets to handle all the extra penalties being assessed due to the new rules. Mike reported that he received a cool new D2 jacket, with his name “Mike” stitched on the front, complete with cigarette smoke permanently embedded in the liner. He said he hopes the matching polyester pants and bowling shoes will be available to him at the next D2 meeting.
Registration Coordinator

Jeff Seplak reported that all but two A, B and C level rosters books have been signed off by D2. All books will be available to their respective team managers in time for district play. Team applications for Jr. Gold needed by November 25th. 
Initiation Coordinator

Tom Snuggerud reported that the initiation program is currently running at full speed. Ken and Paul (the level coordinators) have done a great job splitting the players into teams and dealing with all the scheduling. Tom then offered his resignation from the position of Initiation Coordinator, effective the end of today’s meeting.
Girls Coordinator

Mike Mata reported that there will be a Youth Night with the Girls MV Hockey varsity team on January 16th. All Mounds View U14’s playing in the Roseville system are playing on the U14A team, 7 skaters and 1 goalie. We have one MV U14 playing on the high school team. Mike asked Michelle Lacy to speak on behalf of the recent event where we hosted a Whitecaps game. Michelle thanked the board for their support of the event and presented a check for $623 to MVYHA. 132 tickets to the event were sold over 2 days and that allowed the event to net a profit of $473 ($623 less $150 for the announcer).  Michelle then asked the question “where do proceeds such as that, and others, go within the association”. Ernie Peake confirmed that currently all proceeds, donations and such go to the general fund. Mike then reported that the Whitecaps will come back to the association later during the season and host some skills clinics for the girls program.

Boys Coordinator

Pat Nagle reported that goalie development clinics just started. Pat also introduced an excellent fundraising opportunity that came our way: a new Panera Bread store is opening in Rosedale Mall, and on Tuesday, November 14th from 5:30 to 7:30 all proceeds from every sale at that store will be donated back to MVYHA.
Ice Commissioner

Peter Rupert reported that he is almost done with January & February ice schedules. He urged the board to start working on summer Player Development ice right now. Peter volunteered to help design a new summer program for the association. He will have more on this subject at future board meetings.
Equipment Coordinator

Carrie Northrop reported that all equipment has been handed out. She now has D2 patches for any teams that need them.
Old Business

The rollout of the Mounds View apparel from Lettermen’s was very successful, very well received.
New business
There was a discussion item that High School hockey tryouts could impact the Bantam level. Player movement would be determined by tryout scores. 
Mark Casci from Lake Region Hockey gave a report; LR Hockey has been around for 40 years. Pull tabs have been down over the last few years. Champps of New Brighton and Moe’s of Mounds View are two recently added pull tab locations. LR Hockey is continually looking for new sites. The LR Hockey board is an all volunteer board. They strive to have equal representation between Irondale and MVYAH, as there is currently a 50/50 split of all distributions from LR Hockey between the two associations. Their board meets the 3rd Tuesday of each month, and representation from MVYHA is always welcome.
Mike Mata introduced a potential motion to amend the handbook to allow all players to play with their grade peers . In particular, this policy would apply to kids whose birthdays are in July or August - after the June 30th cut-off date set by Minnesota Hockey. Once the family elected to have their child play-up with their grade peers they would have to remain at that level and will only be allowed two years at each level for the duration of time career in the MVYHA.  Associations that have adopted this policy are Centennial, Wayzata and Edina. Mike provided a copy of Edina's move-up policy as an example of the language that would be amended to the MVYHA handbook.  Mike proposed that we amend our rules to put this policy in effect for next year.  A lot of discussion followed Mike’s proposal. Mike will call the Edina association to get more specifics on how the policy works for them. A draft will need to be presented to the board and a vote would then follow.  Mary Marvin and Anne Nash were in attendance and spoke in favor of adopting this policy.  Loren and Ernie were not in favor of adopting this policy at this time.
Following Mick’s proposal a non-board member who was present asked about the recent U10 move-ups. A long discussion followed involving board members and non-board members who were present, but nothing formal came out of the discussion.
Loren will post the most current MVYHA handbook on-line.
