Secretary’s Report

President’s Report

Treasurer’s Report
Some refunds went out to goalies who had signed up for goalie tryout warm-ups. Pull tab money is still coming in, as well as voucher credits. We are expecting a large invoice from Lettermen’s, which the association will pay and then bill individuals through team ice bills. Pat Nagle made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, Mike Gallagher seconded and the motion passed.
District 2 Report

Mike Sullivan reported that the district discussed the initiation programs from the associations playing inter-divisionally, however, that concept did not get past the discussion mode. Tournament registration forms were distributed at the last D2 meeting. The Director of Officials said we should all look at the USA website and view the new rules video.

· Try-outs are complete and all teams have started practicing.  Still looking for 2-3 skaters at 12B.

· Try Hockey Session held on September 24th was a success with about 25 kids, including 15 new girls of which at least 6 have since registered.  Special thanks to Brian Bandt of Play It Again Sports who loaned us equipment and assigned three employees to help fit the kids.  Thanks also to the on-ice volunteers: Ann Nash, Mike Wedell, Troy Nickel, Jenn Dorff, Mike Sullivan John Conlin, John Zamow, Bob Samuel, Kim Lunneborg, Dodie Cairncross (MVHS player) and Britta Weber (MVHS player).

· Try Goalie Session held on September 17th had four girls, including three who were new to the position.  All three new girls kept the pads to continue playing goalie (two U8’s and one U10).  I received very positive feedback on the session which was coached by Sanya Sandahl who was assisted by Amanda Oliverius (MVHS goalie).

· U14 – Cost and payment terms were finalized with Roseville.  Total cost per girl will not exceed $1,200.  RAHYA will reimburse MVYHA $40 per girl for USA & MN Hockey Fees.  MVYHA will reimburse each MVYHA girl $250 of the $255 paid at registration (the $5 fee for Lake Region Hockey is not reimbursable).

· MVYHA is hosting MN Whitecaps games at the Super Rink on October 20th and 22nd.  Event is being coordinated by Michele Lacy and Bill Zerfas.  Ice is being donated by the Super Rink and proceeds will go to MVYHA.

· MV Girls’ Youth Day at MN Women Gophers vs. Wisconsin on January 6th.  Event is being organized by Bill Zerfas.  More details to follow.
