Secretary’s Report

Treasurer’s Report

Allen reported on our fiscal year end numbers with regards to the balance sheet (5-1-06). Very little activity this time of year from a financial standpoint. Loren thanked Pat and Mike G. for the production and distribution of the hockey brochure. A contract has been signed with Puck Systems for our new website, and it could be up and running within 30 days.

Boys Coordinator

Pat reports that it looks like Squirts will have 4 goalies & 56 skaters, Peewees 6 & 58 and Bantams 9 & 66. All numbers are estimates. Coaches’ evaluations from the 2005-06 season are now all in. Pat commented that there has been some thought about moving some B2 teams into C, to allow the teams to be more competitive in games. The coaches’ selection committee is still pending at this time. Pat has asked Craig Swanson to take on the Jr. Gold Coordinator position. We are currently looking at sponsorship ideas to raise money for Junior Gold. A marketing flyer went out to 3 public schools last week; Pat had added a section dispelling some common myths about youth hockey. Very solid flyer. Slice of Shoreview is coming up in late July; we are looking at renting a shooting machine and will need volunteers. More on this in future meetings.

Jeff reported that as of right now only 16 players at the Bantam/U14 level, 7 Peewee U12 and 2 Squirt/U10 players were signed up for the summer Joe Dziedzic player development camp.

Girls Coordinator

Tom Foley is the new girls MV High School hockey coach; Tom was a MV Varsity Assistant last year.  Mike is setting up a meeting with Tom if to see if he wants to run the girl’s warm-up and try-out sessions.  Mike placed an add in Let's Play Hockey for girls and boys youth hockey coaches.  Mike has been soliciting interest for level coordinators in the Girls' Program.  He might only need one coordinator/assistant and Bill Zerfas, who was last year's U12 Level Coordinator, has expressed interest.  Continuing discussions with other associations regarding a U14 co-op team.  There will be a "Try Hockey" session again in September to continue to recruit new girls.  Also, Mike is working to set up a "Try Goalie" session for September to help get more girls interested in playing goalie.
Try-out Coordinator

Scott reiterated that he is looking at some slight changes to the tryout procedure for the 2006 season, with nothing yet set. Any changes will have to go through procedures as outlined in our handbook.
Equipment Coordinator

Carrie is still collecting equipment. She will get a list of all team managers to cross reference with what she has so far and begin calling. She stated that we need a few new bins for jersey storage. For the most part jerseys are in good shape, no need at this time to replace them. She needs solid player numbers by August 1st so she order socks for the upcoming season. There is a need for more chest protectors for the goalies.
