Vice President:
Ward Wallner reported that no date has yet been set for Twins Night.  The Twin’s sales department is not responding to Ward’s calls, therefore, we will not be able to sell tickets on-line.  He will send an e-mail as soon as more information is available.  Team photos will use the same company and the same system as last year.  
Director’s Reports:

House Fastpitch Director:  Jeff Young stated that registrations have increased by 40 players from last year.  He will add 5 teams to the program.   Friday June 22nd is the date for the All Star game under the lights at Maple Grove Jr High.

Traveling Fastpitch Director- Bob Usset stated that he is looking for one or two 12U players to enable OMGAA to have 3 teams at that level.  Bob mentioned that 5 teams have earned a national tournament bid due to success in Fall Ball.  The cost of each tournament will range from $300 to $500.  
Junior House League:
Steve Larson reported that the tryout results for the American League have been posted on the website.  He expects the same number of American league teams as in 2006.  Steve thought the tryouts went well at Velocity.  

Senior House League:
Paul Sperl reported that tryouts went well at Velocity.  Paul is considering holding outdoor tryouts in the future.  
Equipment Director:

Marci Sadler reported that things are almost ready to for equipment distribution.  The first aid kits may not be ready, but hopefully that issue can be resolved quickly.  The broken catchers equipment is being replaced as needed.  

Training Director:
Dave Mauch reported that two clinics are in the works.  He is waiting to hear from CJ Woodrow to finalize details.  

Fundraising Director:  Gary Fena reported that he is still hoping to find a “Title Sponsor” for the golf tourney.  Need is for volunteers and for golfers to sign up for the tourney.  Registration forms were handed out at tryouts.

Revisions to By –Laws
The current By-Laws state the following:
Section 2 - Corporate Purpose and Limitations Thereof

The purpose of the Association is to establish, and administer, a comprehensive youth athletics program for the cities of Osseo and Maple Grove, Minnesota.  Any other community within the boundaries of Independent School District 279 may be included, if deemed appropriate by the Board of Directors.  Eligibility disputes will be handled on a case-by-case basis by vote of the Board of Directors whose case-by-case decisions are final and non-precedence setting.  Facilities used will be primarily those under the control of the City of Maple Grove, Parks and Recreation Department, and Independent School District 279 properties.  Established athletic programs will emphasize instruction and recreation, be non-discriminatory, and structured to attract as many interested youth as possible.

The Association By-Laws, Section 2 is hereby revised to read as follows:

Section 2 - Corporate Purpose and Limitations Thereof

1. Purpose

The purpose of the Association is to establish, and administer, a comprehensive youth athletics program for families residing within the Osseo and Maple Grove Senior High School attendance areas of Independent School District 279.  Non-resident registration eligibility requests will be handled on a case-by-case basis by vote of the Board of Directors, whose case-by-case decisions are final and non-precedence setting.

2. Limitations

a. Facilities used will be primarily (but not limited to) those under the control of the City of Maple Grove, Parks and Recreation Department, and Independent School District 279.  

b. Established athletic programs will emphasize instruction and recreation, be non-discriminatory, and structured to attract as many interested youth as possible.

c. Established athletic programs will foster and encourage local and national competition.
