Meeting called to order at 7:10 PM by Vice President Peter Rupert.
Secretary’s Report
The August minutes were reviewed. Allen made a motion to approve the minutes, Carrie seconded and the motion passed.

President’s Report

Treasurer’s Report

Allen passed out his treasurer’s report. Ramsey County Sep. Oct. and Nov. ice payments have been made. Lake Region Hockey contributed to cover some of our costs. A member of the audience posed a question about Player Development costs, which was followed by a short discussion. Greg Kraut initiated a short discussion on having teams pay their ice bills in 3 installments, instead of 2, starting in December. Allen felt that was a good idea, but this more than likely will not happen until 2008-2009 season. Scott made a motion to approve the report, seconded by Carrie. Motion passed.
Vice President’s Report

Peter reported that there have been a couple of Thanksgiving Tournament meetings. Irondale was very well attended, along with a few members of Mounds View. There is one spot open in the Bantam A slot. Lake Region Hockey has a tentative approval for a 3rd charitable gambling venue that would help support the MVYHA financially.
Registrar’s Report
Jeff reported that registration is not yet closed, and that we usually see a few initiation level kids register very late in the process. Roster books will be handed back to the team managers Thursday (Oct. 11). Registered numbers: we are down in Bantams, Pee Wees and girls.
Equipment Coordinator’s Report
Carrie reported that all bins/equipment are out to the teams except 2. Carrie also reported that the board needs to make a decision on our jerseys, as we are going into our 5th year with the same jerseys, and we have traditionally only used them for 3 years.
District 2 Rep

Mike reported that the D2 president has the tournament registration forms and we are waiting his signature for approval. Going forward, only waivers regarding a player who has no place to play in their home Association will be permitted from D2.
Boys Coordinator

Pat Nagle was not present.
Initiation Coordinator

Eric reported that initiation started this last weekend. U8 ice is reported under the IP ice time on the website. Eric is working with Pat Nagle to get jerseys completed for this level.
Ice Commissioner

Peter reported that the October ice schedule is out. Being down 2 teams in the Association this year results in increased ice availability for all teams. October will be the heaviest ice month for the youth teams because the girls and boys High School teams have not yet been formed.
Girls Coordinator

Greg reported that U8 has only one team this year. U14 program is on hold until HS tryouts are complete. There is one girl in the program who is not old enough to skate with the HS girls so D2 gave us permission to allow her to skate with the U12’s in October to make sure she gets some ice time.
Tryout Coordinator

Scott thanked everyone who helped out in tryouts this year. Jerseys were an issue this year, and Scott stated that we need new warm-up jerseys for 2008. An Association member who was present asked how the scoring system worked, which Scott than explained in detail. Numerous other questions about the process were asked, and addressed. A couple of Association members than started offering suggestions on how tryouts should be run next year, so Peter Rupert stated that at this meeting the process and procedures for the 2007 tryouts would be explained, but that we would wait until a future date to conduct a meeting with any interested Association members regarding the 2008 tryout process. This date will be determined and then put on the website well in advance.

Carrie Northrop asked to use her expertise as an educator and to work with any and all coaches by explaining teaching tools that could help them get their hockey knowledge across. There were no objections and Peter suggested she take this idea and run with it.
