Call to Order:

Open Forum:

The Maple Grove High School Fastpitch Team captains attended the Open Forum to request that OMGAA provide a new pitching machine to the high school program.  The old machine is not serviceable must be replaced.  OMGAA (especially the House League program) would have access to the machine during the summer.  The matter was moved to the New Business section of the meeting. 
Secretary’s Report:  Minutes for the month of November, 2007 and December 2007 meetings were submitted by Tim Murphy for board review and approval.

Treasurer’s Report:
The transition of the Treasurer’s position to Ward Wallner has begun, but reports are not yet available.  A new business checking account has been opened as well as savings accounts for the Scholarship Fund and the Capital Improvements Fund.  Credit cards will be made available to four board members:  the Fastpitch Traveling Director, the Junior Traveling Baseball Director, the Senior Traveling Baseball Director and the Treasurer.  These credit cards will allow the traveling directors to register teams for tournaments on line and allow them to pay for expenses when a team has properly raised funds- for example the credit card may be used for hotel rooms in the case of a team that has raised money for a national tournament.  The credit cards are not to take the place of normal purchasing transactions.  The cards are “corporate cards” and carry no personal liability to the directors.  Ward also informed the board that he is setting up a new software package for the organization accounting records.  He will be able to provide more in depth reporting than in the past.  
Director’s Reports:
Training Director:
Dave Mauch reported that 106 players are participating in the baseball training offered on Sundays.  Fastpitch training will be offered in the near future (pitching clinics are ongoing).  CJ Woodrow is working on a proposal for in season training for the younger players and a coaches’ clinic.  The board is in favor of providing coaches’ clinics so that more parents will step forward to coach- even if they’ve not had experience in baseball/softball.  House Fastpitch clinics will also be arranged.  
Equipment Director:  Chris Sullivan reported that the storage shed payment has been made and things are in order.  He has ordered the basic supplies- such as ice packs, baseballs etc. 

Fund Raising Director:
Gary Fena reported that planning is well underway for the Golf Tournament on May 17.  
Vice President:
Steve Larson was unable to attend the meeting so Mike Parenteau brought forward Steve’s report.  Any changes to the handbook must be received as soon as possible.  We may not have enough time to have handbooks on hand at the in-person sign up days, but it will be available on line through the season.  Agenda items are requested for the Workshop on January 27.  Twins night will be on a different night this year because the Twins do not play a home game on the evening of the last day of school.  

Senior Traveling Baseball Director:
Ron Torfin stated that the tryout date for the Babe Ruth / Mickey Mantle baseball teams will be May 11th.  This will allow players to try out for the high school summer teams.

Mike Parenteau re-affirmed that in person registration will be February 5 at 7:00 pm to 9pm and February 9 at 8:00 am to 11:00 am at the MG Community Center.   Financial aid is available to families requesting it.  The OMGAA phone service has been discontinued due to lack of use.
