b) President’s Report--Deb presented information from the Suburban League Meeting: 
· ASA is banning a number of bats from competition. Umpires will check bats at all league and tournament games this year. BFA tournament will add a bat check-in and only approved bats can be used during the tournament. · Suburban League opened the 14U level to club teams since MMFL, MSF, and Tri-County already opened the 14U level.  The 14U club teams will play in their own gold elite league, and they will not be eligible for the Suburban League tournaments. 

· Suburban League Tournament/State Qualifier Dates are: 8U, 10U, 12U, and 14U - June 27-29; 16U and 18U - July 12-13 

· MMFL State Tournament Dates are: 10U, 12U, and 14U - July 11-13; 16U and 18U - July 19-20 

· Suburban League will offer online team registration this year.

· The committee will start interviewing candidates for the 14U Gold team head coach followed by 12U and 10U.
