AS Contracting safety net bid was $108,000.  We rec’d our bill of 83,000 as we had paid $13,000 directly to Lumber Mart for the foam.  So our final total cost was $96,000.  It was also noted that AS Contracting was able to get Strata to take $2,000 off the bill as a donation.

Lunseth’s total bill will be approximately $94,000.

Total bills to-date are $195,000 and we still need boards.

It was also discussed that the arena will be a construction site until boards are installed.  No activities in arena until all work complete.  E-mail will be sent to the BLC members.

Fundraising-efforts have been great and we are hoping for new boards.  Need to continue fundraising.  Today we rec’d a $2,500 grant from Mid-Continent Communications.
