GIRLS UNIT- Mike McCormack

The fee structure for the girls program was discussed.  Currently girls register and pay the fee of the equivalent age division they would play in, regardless of whether or not they are interested in trying out for travel.  The GCL program has players of all age divisions playing in the same league and  the fees/ice time need to be equal at this level.  Players who do not try out or make the traveling team in their age division will be rebated the fee they paid at registration, above the $240 GCL fee. This will be kept on Old Business for review prior to the start of next season registration.  

Mr. McCormack reported that USA Hockey has changed the coaching level requirements for girls age divisions this season.  10U are required to be Level 2, 12U and 14U are required to be level 3.
