· Junior Gold was held in Langdon, Brad Pratt, Tom Mikelson tournament supervisors, 1 match penalty during tournament. Also had a minor problem with one parent during tournament.

· SE Supervisor – State Tournaments

· Girls 12 U was held in Valley City tournament went well, used two officials from Fargo with two from Valley City, officials worked well together
· PeeWee B2 was held in Wahpeton, Pete Sonneyson, Shawn O’Leary tournament supervisor, tournament went well.

·  Girls 16U, Girls 14U was held in Fargo, tournament went well, used 12 officials form the Fargo area
· Bantam A1, Bantam A2 was held in Fargo, tournament went well, used officials from all over the state. One official went down due to injury, possible ACL or mcl.
· Minkota Cup, Brad Pratt, Pete Sonnesyn supervisor of officials, tournament went well, one parent excused four different times. South Dakota had a very good team. SD official’s crew needs improvement, ND official’s crew good; Twin Cities official’s crew did an excellent job.

· Minnkota District Referee in Chief
· Reviewed USA registration numbers for the state if ND for the last two seasons, 04 had 505 registered, 05 had 524 registered in the state.

· Only 90% of the registered complete all the requirements of USA Hockey, this is a national problem as well as a state problem. Low return rate for first year officials to continue onto their second year
· Discussion was held on open book test scores.

· May 1st is the deadline for seminar dates

· Discussion on how to send out training materials to instructors, suggestion to drop ship needed materials to each district supervisor.

· Suggestion that Wahpeton look into sending someone to instructors training camp

·  Former Minnkota RIC Bill Leslie is in poor health, will be a great loss for the Minnkota District and USA Hockey
· USA Hockey web page for the Minnkota District will need to be updated; Steve will update, but needs info about board members of NDHOA, name, phone, e-mail, etc.
· Electronic game report now has a second option; you can have a copy of the game report sent back to you for you own records.

· Had 4 physical assaults reported in the Minnkota District last year.

· USA Hockey annual congress will be held in early June, Steve will send back a report on changes for the upcoming year.
· Will direct an updated list of complete officials to Fid, Fid will then forward to district supervisors’

· Would like a copy of bylaws and referee manual sent to Minnkota RIC

· DOS is set for Sept 8-10 in Winnoa, MN

· Supervisor for National tournament14 U boys, allowed two officials from the Minnkota District, must be level 4, name submitted to Steve before January 30, 2007. Per diem  $40-$50 per day, travel stiffen $200.00, fees’ $48.00 for referee, $36.00 for linesman, motel is paid, age range is 18 to 30 max

· Regional Camp May 1, 2006 selection deadline, Justin Hills of Fargo is selected to go
· Minnkota  Camp,2 spots open, Reiss Leonard, Minot, Cody Majerus, Fargo, Jeremy Melander, Bismarck, Justin Hills, Fargo possible candidates
· Instructors Camp, Andy Carton of Minot still have room for a 2nd
· Women’s camp, for female officials only, minimum level 2 ages 16 to 30 for girls 14U.

8. NDAHA Bylaw Changes:

· Mileage reimbursement:
·  Follow current IRS mileage standards for round trip for out of town officials, 20 miles or more
· Age & Level requirements:
·  All on ice officials shall be USA Hockey certified for the current playing season and shall be classified as follows: Level 4 Eligible to referee all classifications’, Level 3: Eligible to referee at junior c and below, Level 2 eligible to referee at age 14 and below classifications. Level 1 eligible to referee at age 12 and below classification. Level 1, 2, 3 officials working like age games or above must be paired with a minimum on one  (1) senior  level 3 official and be approved by the district Supervisor.

· State tournament requirements and assignments:

·  Only level 3 ( USA Hockey Level 3) or higher certified shall be used in and for state tournament play and shall be assigned by the state RIC with approval of district RIC.

9. Selection Process and Expense Reimbursement:

· As of now upon successful completion of  the following camps, Minnesota Officials camp, Regional camp, National camp or Instructors camp would receive a reimbursement of $150.00
· Minnkota Cup, fees are set  by Minnesota. ( $100.00 if available )
