1. Approval of fall meeting minutes

3. NPDRIC – Gary Fiddler
· Appointment of Jim Olson as NDRIC/NDHOA Supervisor of Officials
· Discussion, Jim Olson, appointed NDRIC/NDHOA Supervisor of Officials by NPDRIC
· Appointment of NDHOA District Supervisors of Officials

· SW Supervisor of Officials, Kevin Glatt will be resigning, effective today, but has found a replacement for the SW, Tom Balzer, discussion, NDHOA and NDAHA agree with appointment, approved NDRIC, appointed NPDRIC
· Tom will also become the new treasurer for NDHOA; Kevin will help Tom with getting familiar with the treasurer duties.
· NE Supervisor of Officials, Dave LaDouceur, discussion, NDHOA and NDAHA agree with appointment, approved NDRIC but Jim will discuss this with Dave as he was unable to attend the meeting, NPDRIC will postpone appointment until confirmation from NDRIC.

· NW at Large: Mike Schmitt, Jim will discuss with Mike about the position as an at Large director, if unable to fulfill the position Jim will find a replacement for Mike
· SE at Large: Barry Olson, motion to accept 1st Jim Olson, 2nd Brad Pratt, motion passed

· Need to get more information out to the public about who and what NDHOA is and does for officials, hand out a flyer at the seminars, web page notice, need a way to identify the board members, jacket, polo, etc.

· Need seminar dates by the middle of May so that he can send on to USA Hockey to be posted on their web page.
· Minnkota Camp still has 10 slots to be filled, camp is held in St. Cloud, MN during the select 15 year olds at the end of July, North Dakota has 3 officials attending this year, Tyler Liffrig, Cory Fiddler, Reiss Lenard; applications can be found on the MNHOA web page. Regional camp candidates’ are Brandon Schmitt, Tyler Liffrig, National Camp candidate is Casey Lang. Tom Balzer will be attending the Western Instructors Camp the beginning of May
4. Jim Olson, NDRIC / NDHOA Supervisor of Officials

· Proper respect toward players and coaches

· Officials need to be more respectful of coaches, players listen to them if they ask a question, but in return coaches also need to be respectful of the Officials, this is to be addressed at both the official’s seminars and the coach’s seminars.
· Quality games for younger Officials

· Need to pair up older officials with the younger officials more often, helps them to learn more, ability to do high level games, build their confidence levels, need to make schedulers aware of this, Doug Durgin has be doing and excellent job of this in Fargo

5. Discipline hearing

· Rugby Jr. Gold game used one unregistered official, both allowed the game to take place, both officials are suspended, both to serve 30 day suspensions, additional 15 days for the official that was unregistered when he becomes registered. 
· Bottineau Officials need to have current patches on, lacking in this, both officials need them on, this needs to be stressed at the seminars, patches to be worn only for USA sanctioned games. 
· Hazen PWA, Mandan PWB, coaches’ received match penalties, officials did not follow rule book properly, letter to coaches asking them for the rule interpretation to be sent back to the Discipline Board 
6. Referee Fee Negotiation with local programs

· Discussion with NDAHA President Greg Evenson and NDHOA Board, Agreed that NDHOA will not set game fee’s, will leave this up to the local officiating associations, the local associations will need to inform their communities of any fee changes prior to the season start so that they have time to adjust budgets for the season.
7. Mentoring and Evaluation programs

· Both programs need to be set up and running, NPDRIC will help in the set up of these programs, USA Hockey is going to require an evaluation program in the state, NDAHA has offered to help in any way they can, NPDRIC will meet with the National Evaluation Program Coordinator at the NP District meeting this summer to obtain more information on the program.
8. NDHOA Information to Officials

· Discussion, still too many officials and communities that do not know where or what the registration fee is used for, Brad has a Registration form with information of what the fee is used for on it.

10. Match Penalty review

· Bruce Rostad, Discipline Chairman for NDAHA, Match penalty to be reported right away, paper work to be submitted with –in 48 hours, report form and game sheet, report from is posted on the web page, Discipline Board has a 7 day cooling off period which allows them to collect all the information that is needed,

· NDAHA would like a registered Official on the Discipline Board for rule interpretation. 

· Discipline Chairman is going to call the official that accessed the match penalty and ask pointed questions about the call, this is no attack on the officials, just need to fined out  all the facts

· At fall seminars stress that on all match penalties call in after the game, follow up with the paper work the next day
11. Back ground checks

· Discussion, NDHOA will not start to pay background checks as it costs $5.00 for a state check and $12.00 for a national check, USA Hockey is supposed to have a system set up, tabled until this fall, NPDRIC or NDRIC will have more information then.

12. Lack of interest in NDAHA State tournaments by officials

· Discussion, combine B2 and B3 in a larger community, NDAHA and NDHOA must work together to form some kind of plan in order too keep the small communities involved in the tournaments

13. Team movement at the end of the 2nd period

· Teams leaving player box to greet goalie and the end of the second period, players cross over each other creating too many opportunities for penalties or other infractions, discussion
14. Review of monetary help for camps, tournaments, supervisor of tournaments

· NDRIC needs to verify successful completion of the camp or tournament before the treasurer will issue a reimbursement check

· Motion to add the Chicago Showcase to the reimbursement list with a $250.00 reimbursement payment, 1st Brad, 2nd Tom, all in favor, motion passed
