Meeting called to order at 7:01 PM by President Michele Lacy. 
GoalCrease

Robb Stauber from GoalCrease came to the board meeting to discuss goalie training opportunities for Mounds View goalies and coaches.  He discussed their training philosophies and showed a video.   Robb said it was important for association’s coaches to work with the GoalCrease coaches so there is continuity in goalie training.  Mounds View booked 50 sessions last season and used 45.    

Secretary’s Report
In Mike Gallagher’s absense , Michele reviewed the May Board Meeting minutes.  Debbie Teske made a motion to approve the May Board Meeting minutes.  Mike Gretch seconded the motion; the motion passed.
Michele reviewed the June Board Meeting minutes.  Bill Zerfas made a motion to approve the June Board Meeting minutes. John Van Valkenberg seconded the motion; the motion passed.

Michele reported Mike is working on this season’s apparel.  It should basically remain the same as last year.  Need to set details for the registration flyer by July 16th. 

Treasurer’s Report

Bill passed out the most recent Association numbers.  It was basically a quiet month.   Mike Gretch made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report; the motion was seconded and passed. 
President’s report

1. Michele reported that the board met mid-month.  
2. Michele has been in contact with the Irondale hockey association and they will meet in a couple weeks to further discuss Mounds View\Irondale hockey cooperative opportunities.  Michele spoke with the coaches at the high school level and there is no imminent merge at the high school level for the next few years.  
3. The Slice of Shoreview is July 25th.  Kids and parents are encouraged to come to the parade and rollerblade and hand out freeze pops.  Check the web site for Slice of Shoreview parade details and volunteer opportunities.
4. Michele will follow-up with the details that should be included in the registration flyer.  Details need to be finalized by July 16th. 

Vice President’s Report

1. Debbie reported that we will be advertising our tournaments in the next Let’s Play Hockey.

2. Volunteer opportunities have also been posted on the Mounds View website.  

Ice Commissioner
1. Mike Gretch reported he has not heard back regarding ice schedules.  He is expecting to receive something in mid-July.  The ice is then split with Irondale which takes 30% of the total ice received.  
2. Mike mentioned he would like to work with an assistant or ice coordinator. 

Registrar’s Report

1. Sue met with Justin Kaufenberg of Sports NGIN to discuss registration updates and capabilities.  Option 2 will require all users to register online.  This way we will consistent information between USA Hockey, Cybersport and MVYHA.  Email and online reporting capabilities will be expanded with this option.
2. Sports NGIN has a Volunteer Tool available for $200.00.

3. ALL players and coaches need to register online with USA Hockey because waiver information needs to be kept for three years.

4. Sue attended Cybersport Training June 24th

b.  With the season changing to 05/01/09-04/30/10 registrations next year will need to start in May to accommodate Summer Training programs.  
c.  USA hockey cards will no longer be sent in the mail.

5. Sue has been working with Debbie on Registration Flyer details


District 2 Rep

1. Mike Sullivan reported at the 2009 Summer Board Meeting in St. Cloud, Minnesota Hockey (MH) replaced its Residency Rule with a Participation Rule, effective for the upcoming 2009-2010 Season.  Association participation will now be based on school attendance rather than residency.  A grandfather clause was included allowing players affected to make a one-time choice to remain with their association of residency.  Mite players will be able to register by either school location or residence.
2. D1 teams play a D2 schedule but will have their own tournament. 
3. White Bear made a motion at the Minnesota board meeting to lengthen Bantam B1 games to 90 minutes.  The motion needed to include U14B.  The motion will be made again at the next meeting in July with this change.  This change affects ice scheduling and referee fees.  
4. District playoffs are scheduled to start 2/18/2010 this year.

Girls Coordinator

Jen reported she has been in touch by email with U14 players and families.  She is planning on forming a single U14 team under the Mounds View umbrella that may include players from other associations. Goalie training is separate and not part of these off ice training discussions.
