The board discussed adding some money toward goalie training and / or equipment. 

Motion  by Larry Brown and 2nd by Kirk Gerdes to set aside the extra funds that were donated to WHA for jersey’s and equipment.  Board approval will come after the On-ice committee develops a plan to purchase jerseys and equipment.
Around Friday, 10-16-09 is when the ice will be available to start hockey practice.  The east side of D5 is requesting to limit the amount of travel.  This request would have an affect on the number of games our teams would play for the year. The On ice committee recommends that WHA request at the next D5 meeting to keep the schedules as they currently are.  And the reason for the on ice committee’s recommendation is due to how WHA would pick up additional games and it would therefore be more travel for our association.  
Motion to keep the D5 league games as they have been scheduled in the past by Jason Mayer and 2nd by Kirk Gerdes, approved by the board.

The committee is recommending that WHA would require each family to volunteer 15 hours per skater and the buyout is $20.00 per hour. Motion by Libby Revier and 2nd by Larry Brown.  Board approval will come after the committee provides information as to how this program will be administered.

Tournaments:  CVB will pay for part of the advertisement for the tournaments – approximately $1,000.  The tournament committee is recommending that the “Gate fee” for home tournaments will be $20.00 per skater.  And that the money would be collected up front with the team registration.  
District 5:  President’s meeting was held in July.  Play off structure was discussed.  Also discussed, was how the regional playoff tournaments is currently structured.  Squirts and G10u will have the opportunity to have a yearend tournament.  This is on an invitational basis and once you lose, you’re done.  
Old Business:   
Open board positions – WHA currently has 3 board positions that are open.  The board discussed dropping the number of board members from 15 to 12.  However, that would require a change in the Bylaws.  Therefore, it was recommended that we table that discussion until we determine if the volunteer concept will work.
