PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Steve Broman

Mayo High School coaches/Representatives spoke to the board regarding their opinions on the direction they would like to see RYHA move in regarding player development.


Lorne Grosso stated that the High Schools and youth programs must work together to be successful.  When Mr. Zmolek first began working with RYHA he met with Mr. Grosso and asked how the youth and high schools could work together and Mr. Grosso stated he was not interested because it had not worked in the past.  Since then, things have changed and he and his staff now believe that the high school coaches need to be involved.  Mr. Grosso believes we need to have 3 teams (one from each public school) to help in development of players who are not in the top tier.


Todd Hyber commented that a town our size should be able to field 3 boundary areas, Century, John Marshall, and Mayo.  They should be separated to develop kids.  If an area does not have enough players the job would be for the areas to step up and recruit and get kids involved.


Dustin Hookum questioned whether we were getting our youth at a young enough age?


Doug Zmolek stated that he understands the points they are making but believes the individual high school programs need to step up and develop their players in the off season as well.  He believes this is not being done at the level it could be in that the high school hockey season is short and the off season is very long and players who may need extra development prior to the season itself are not being helped.  He believes the high school coaches have not put these programs into place after the youth are through RYHA.
Mr. Zmolek thanked them for coming and sharing their opinions and will further meet with a committee to discuss this issue.  John Dingle, Mike McCormack, and Doug Holton agreed to participate.  Mr. Zmolek stated he will report back to the board in the next months.


Mr. Broman reported that the LaQuinta Inn and Ron’s Place are offering a fundraising opportunity to RYHA.  This fundraiser would be on a given weekend they would donate a portion of the sales of their buffet to our organization. We will look into this and see if a date would be helpful to us.
