EXECUTIVE BOARD ELECTIONS

Nominations for President-Elect were taken.

AWARDS

1. Blaine HS (Head Coach Steve Guider) and Blake HS (Head Coach Brano Stankovsky) were awarded the Charlie Stryker Sportsmanship Award. Both schools will be receiving banners for their respective arenas and the head coaches will receive certificates. Blaine HS is receiving this award for the second time.
2. Megan Lahr from St Cloud Cathedral HS was selected as the first recipient of the Charlie Stryker Scholarship. She will be awarded a one time $1000.00 scholarship.

NEW BUSINESS

Seeding of State Tournament – A discussion was held regarding the seeding of the state tournament. Three scenarios were brought forward: 1) Seed all 8 teams at the state tournament; 2) Seed teams 1 thru four with the other teams picked at random; 3) seed only the first two teams with the final six teams picked at random. A vote was taken of the coaches present. The vote of the coaches determined that the majority of the coaches present were against seeding the state tournament. The vote was 23 for and 26 against.  
OLD BUSINESS

All-State selection – Tom Maeckelbergh talked about the all-state selection process. 
Senior Classic - Tim Morris updated the coaches on the upcoming Senior Classic. Players have been notified of their selection and registrations are almost complete.
Freshman/Sophomore Camp - Tom Maeckelbergh detailed some of the plans for the Freshman/Sophomore Camp to be held at Breezy Point in June. Details will follow in emails to coaches.

Chicago Showcase – Matt Menne and Eric Darwitz have been selected to coach Team Minnesota. Kathy Fallen will again serve as the General Manager.  

NEW BUSINESS
Fall Clinic Location -  The Fall Clinic and General Membership Meeting will be held at a location in the metro area. The dates for the clinic will be October 13-14, 2006.  Details will be disseminated to all of the member coaches as soon as details become available.
Membership in the MGHCA – A discussion was held concerning coach membership in the MGHCA. There were instances of coaches nominated or voted by the other coaches in their section as asst. COY, however the elected/nominated coaches were not members of the association. The issue of membership was also brought up in cases where players were selected or nominated for post season awards and their head coach was not a member of the coaches association. It is not the intent of the coaches association to punish players for their coaches not becoming members, however for the association to be successful, it is crucial that all head coaches become members of the association. The Section Reps over the summer and in the fall will be asked to vigorously promote 100% membership of the coaches in their section. 
Summer Planning Meeting -  A summer planning meeting is being looked at to coincide with the beginning of the Fresh/Soph Camp at Breezy Point,  MN. The dates for this meeting are tentatively set for Saturday and Sunday, June 24-25, 2006. Details will be sent to all Section Reps and Executive Council members as soon as they become available.
