· Coaching Report – Jim Rodgers & Larry Gibson
All the seminars are on the web site, still looking for a host for a few. Will come back to us if he needs help.  We are looking at a Level 2 on Sept. 16 in Tucson if they get 10 Coach’s to sign up. If they would rather have a different level we can change it. 

· Officiating Report – Robert Albury
Accept application for grants to help pay for Officials’ who want to go a camp out of state.

Behind the mask and Officiating staff are putting on seminar for level 1 and 2 officials (teenage) to be evaluated and instructed in games. They will take home a tape of all games worked with voice over provided by off-ice evaluators.  Sent it out to all the schedulers to send out to the teenage officials.
All the Officials seminars set and are on the web site. There will be one at every rink. Tucson is Sept. 16 for levels 1, 2, and 3.

· Registrars Report – Donnalee Jerome
Our numbers are up from last year. We have 4,978.00 players and coaches picked up by a local association, which includes Jr. and College players. There also are 422 unclaimed, which 143 of them are under 18.   

All fees for Tournaments will be free if you get them to Donnalee by Oct. 15, 2006. 
Will do a class to walk everyone though team paper work. Dates will be last week of August and another one in Sept. will be sure to get them out when set. We will no longer get waivers for teams who don’t do it right.

Need to get a bill from Scott Abbey for the Player Development camp he did.
