Old Business: 
Handbook Updates: Some more things needed to be added into the handbook, e.g., the appeal process from this year and the new division directors/statisticians to the 1st page. Ruicci Cup dates also need to be included.  Once the handbook is modified, we will re-post and notify everyone. 
New Business: 
MSWHL Paperwork Update-official league roster from registrar and acknowledgement signature page from the handbook: 

Official roster, Advanced teams – all paperwork (rosters and handbooks) are in.

Intermediate I – Cranks, ProSkate need to turn in official league rosters. Cranks also need to turn in handbook acknowledgement.

Intermediate II – Flyers, LadyWings, and Wildcats need to turn in official league rosters. LadyWings and Stingrays also need to turn in handbook acknowledgements. 

Rec I – Chiefs, Hammerheads, Ice Picks, Rampage all need to turn in official league rosters. 

Rec II – All teams need to turn in official rosters!! Flames, Predators and Cleavers all need to turn in Handbook acknowledgements.

If you haven’t played a game yet, get your official league rosters in before you play. You cannot play a game (scrimmage or league) without your official league roster completed. Teams that have played already who do not have their official rosters in will forfeit games *or* your games should be rescheduled for after your official roster is completed. A copy of your team’s official league roster must be submitted to Ann Dobija (adobija@aol.com) ASAP. 

Appeals Update: Waiting for feedback on one last appeal. Advanced I had one appeal, Intermediate I had nine appeals, Intermediate II had 11 appeals, Rec. 1 had 7 appeals, Rec. 2 had 2 appeals. Twenty appeals went out for voting. One is outstanding, of the 19 that have been completed to date - 11 were accepted and 8 were rejected. 

Some discussion about the “reasons’ given for some of the rejections felt offensive because they weren’t well documented. How do we help each player get reviewed with more objectivity? 

It has been a hard process all around. The Board didn’t necessarily know the players but then neither did the team managers.  Is there a better process? Having the decision punted to the teams is better than asking the Board to make decisions and then complaining about their decisions. Having the event face-to-face? Process is a little better – the smaller group of players that have asked for an appeal of the appeal is a positive. At least they care enough to come to the Board and ask for direction. 

Player credential form should be reviewed, particularly now that the appeal process is in place. Need a “who’s new, what’s changed” for each team. How do we help the division managers talk more freely?

Emailing Score sheets (official copy still needed): Request was that teams could email the scoresheet to the statistician after the game. And at a later time the statistician would retrieve/compile the hard copies for our acknowledged legal record. This can be done, but it is at the discretion of the division statistician. 

Rec I wants their sheets to be delivered, by hand, in five days. 


Team Refunds (Mr. Nicks) : Mr. Nick’s (Int I) was unable to get enough players to have a team. League fee ($150) were reimbursed last week.
Goody 2 Shoes: The (BOD) upheld that decision which denied G2S to roster Kettler and McPhail. 
The League roster on Goody 2 Shoes includes these players and, as such, is in violation of our appeal process.  These two players must be removed from their team’s league roster.  It appears that these players have played as members of this team.  BOD to review.
LadyWIngs: This team played a game last night (10/4) and yet has not turned in their roster to the league. They play again on Friday.
