Current Business:

Formal Complaint: Amanda Wagner, Jodi Burke (The Foosa) – 

Jodi – submitted a $100 check in July (“team deposit and jerseys”).  I don’t have a jersey and I’m not on the team anymore.  There is another goalie on the team so I’m not sure why I’m still being asked to pay.  Jodi has submitted a lot of emails in support of the issue. Didn’t get any itemization or “letter of intent.”  Was told that she wouldn’t have to pay during the season.

Amanda – passed out the cost of the “startup costs.”  Asked everyone to pitch in for their jerseys/start up of the costs.  Amanda felt everything purchased with team funds were part of the team, not an individual’s cost.  Total costs were divided by the 13 women on the roster at the time - $162.22/player.  September ice bill was not a part of this since Amanda/Jodi knew that she would not be paying for ice during the season.  Didn’t say anything specifically to the team members that explicitly outlined the commitment.  Nothing specifically articulated about the “ownership” of jerseys.  Carol – MAHA’s point would be that if it’s not in writing it can’t be assumed.  Discussion about this: there are some points to verbal commitments.  Broad variety of approaches on jerseys – sponsors often fund “team” jerseys, player pay they are “their” jerseys.  New goalie hasn’t paid anything towards the new team – she’s not paying anything at this time.  Why wasn’t she charged something? Because she’s a college student and I’m really glad that she’s just stepped up to play.  When did the transition between goalies start?  In September. 

Financially - $25.24 Team start up; $136.98 jersey cost. Psychologically – what hurts was being left without a goalie on short notice.  But there isn’t financial compensation for psychological pain/disappointment/frustration.  Board recommends a negotiated concession - $25.00 is what Jodi paid into the startup of the team; Amanda will return $75.00 to Jodi and retain the jerseys by the end of November.

Referee Proposal Format:

Carol distributed a form – request for proposal. Suggestion made to add the number of games (40) over the weekend timeframe.  We paid $30/per official per game with Greg.  Suggestion made to add who will be the point of contact for the weekend and that we expect a supervisor present.  Suggestion to add that any material we expect to review must be included in the bid package.  Final version will be posted on the website. 

Ruicci Cup Updates:

Not much else to report.  Can’t finalize the schedule for awhile.  Bids for gifts will be worked up by next meeting (Dec).  Refs decided in January.  Feb/March will be standings/schedule.  We’ve had some creative, useful gifts so far.  Umbrellas are the strongest contender.  Pullovers are also popular.  Maybe have some sale as well? 

Review Player Credential Form Revisions:

Carrie distributed the revised form. Suggestions for minor edits were made. Recommendation that we post this form (as .xls and .pdf) on the website and encourage teams to fill it out earlier than the morning of 7/31/10.

Review MSWHL Handbook Revisions:

Copies were distributed to the Board via email.  Revisions looked solid and reflect the new process and appeal considerations.  Carrie needs to make some more minor edits (adding the forms, updating contact information).  Revised version will be posted on the website.   Any increased awareness on the whole process for new players, for appeals and, in general, for the handbook would be a good thing.  The revised version will also be distributed to teams. 

Mason offered to put together a tip-sheet on how to start a new team – use the old version (on website?) to start? Excellent idea.

USAH’s recent H1N1 recommendations:
All USAH players/coaches are receiving this email/flyer.  Reminder that some teams will know about this, some will not.

New Business:

 23 appeals have been submitted:  14 accepted, 9 rejected.  All are closed at the moment. 

Team information:  All Advanced division has everything in. 

Intermediate I – Foosa sending in official roster.

Intermediate II – Black Ice and Lady Wings need their website rosters.

Rec I – Goody two shoes needs website rosters.

Rec II – Cyclones need website rosters; Spitfires need official roster (to be sent).

Need the website rosters because statisticians don’t always have copies of the official rosters.

**Statisticians need to get the latest standings in! (we only have 2 divisions out of the 5!)**

Substitute goalies – allowed within a division?  The goalie sub list lists the approved goalies.  There are some players in one division that are approved to play down a division for the purposes of playing goal.  If a goalie wants to sub, they need to get on that list.  In general, goaltenders are allowed to substitute within their division or up a level.  Goalies at a higher level are not allowed to sub down to a lower level.  Check the handbook and sub list!
