The meeting came to order at 6:50 p.m.

Ann collected the $150 league fee from the teams who had not yet paid.   Twenty-nine teams paid.  Three remaining teams were extended a deadline to the following Tuesday.  If payment is not received at that time, those teams will be dropped from the league.

Treasurer’s Report:
· Current account balance is $7943.32.

· Of $150 league fee, $50 goes into league fund, $100 goes towards Ruicci Cup

· Internet fee is paid until the end of September - www.MSHL.net .

· Any expense coming out of funds must be paid directly to the person that the purchase is being made from.  The league books cannot show payments being made to players.

New Business: 

· 34 teams submitted a letter of intent.  32 teams joined the league.  

· A copy of the team official roster must be sent to Lisa Chiodo (statistician) ASAP so statistics can be kept at the start of the season.  Another copy should be sent to Ann Dobija.  The division directors will be responsible for this action.  

· Bylaws have been finalized and signed – they are posted on the website.  Next step is to file the appropriate tax forms.  

· New League Rule:  Any player who receives a major penalty that results in a game misconduct will receive the same by the league (i.e. if the ref gives a player a game, the league will give a player a game, the player will sit out two games).    

· Divisional directors will be responsible for distributing information to the teams within their division.  If items need to be voted on, the director will be responsible to contact the teams and tally the votes indicating how each team voted prior to the next meeting. 

· Registration – see www.maha.org for information on who your team registrar is, etc.  Cannot register before September 1st.  Registration must be completed prior to your first league game.

· Teams interested in participating in the States or Nationals, must contact Sue McDowell.  

· MAHA needs a women's hockey director.

· LEAGUE STRUCTURE

· 3 teams originally were in a new novice division but 1 team dropped out before the end of the meeting and the other two were moved to the Senior Recreation B division.

· New division names were reviewed (i.e. Senior Advanced, Senior Intermediate, Senior Recreation A, Senior Recreation B).

· Green Construction, Lady Bulls, Nighthawks and Wildcats were given the option to move down a division based on last year’s standings.  No other teams were given the option to move.  Green Construction, Lady Bulls, Nighthawks and opted to move down.  Wildcats stayed in their current division.  

· A New team - Michigan Chiefs – were allowed to join the league on a “probation” basis.  They will be scheduled for the first half of the year.  The Senior Advance Division will meet with the Board in December to discuss if the Michigan Chiefs should be allowed to continue through the second half.  

· The league chose to have two seasons to allow for restructuring if teams are in the wrong division.    

· Members broke into their divisions to determine the number of games for each division, to elect a scheduler and to elect a Division Director.  All information needs to be provided to Ann Dobija before the end of the meeting.  Contact information should be given to the division director and scheduler as well.  

· Schedulers will provide their Division Director with the schedule upon completion.  The Division Director is responsible to distribute the schedules to their teams.
