Treasurers Report:  Linda read the report.  Motion to approve by Jim Enright, Second by Scott Selk, motion carried.

Gaming report:  Roberta gave the gaming report.  Motion to approve by Mark Dragich, Second by Lori Wolff, motion carried.

Concession Report:  There were no events or concession activity in the past month.  There are pizzas left, if interested, contact Bruce through a board member.  Discussion about equipment upgrade started, specifically the cappuccino machines.  They are inadequate and usually fail during events.  Due to issues with ownership of the coffee company we used, these machines are without supply or support.  Tony will check with the vendor his company uses for quotes to take over service.  Other inoperative equipment is the soup warmers, they work but only minimally, takes hours to heat up soup for the upcoming event.  Bruce will put a “wish list” together and bring it to the next meeting.
First item of business was to hear form Tommy Hajicek about his trip to New York for the National High Performance 16s Nationals.  Started in Bemidji with sectional tryouts, then to the state festival in Plymouth, MN.  Team in NY won the tournament and Tommy had 3 Goals and 2 Assists in the week long event.  Opened the door for him to be on Team Great Plains in the Midwest Elite League this fall and also skate with the USHL’s Fargo Force.

OLD BUSINESS

Jim gave the report:  Numbers were down but revenue was up (437).  Most bills were paid and numbers indicate a small profit.  Feedback was incorporated and this past year new things were tried and will try some other ideas he has heard since.  Advertising budget was increased.  Would like to see more EGF player involvement.  Abby D’heilly expressed her feelings that disadvantaged girls were missing out on clinics and suggested scholarships for kids in this situation.  Also brought up a grant opportunity for girls/women  Other ideas were target marketing, BLC discounts and hockey school sponsorship.  Further collaboration with the Convention and Visitors Bureau for next year.  Discussed adding a Body Contact and Bantam Checking Clinic to the curriculum to adjust to the recent changes in USA Hockey Checking/Body Contact rules.
Brent presented the sample from Bulldog Productions for the youth hockey banners which included material, hem, sample of application and grommets.  The go ahead was granted to proceed with the banner project.  Brent will contact Bulldog and provide teams and years for banners.
We are back into gaming at Whiteys, details to be worked out with new owners.  Planned reopening approx. 1 Oct 2011.

Tickets for the BLC’s pair of season tickets to the UND Men’s Hockey Team has been printed and need to be picked up.  4,000 at $1 to be sold, drawing at October General Meeting.
Civic Center Weight Room equipment was to be added to the police auction taking place 12-16 Sep 2011.  Also put on the auction was the weight equipment at the VFW Arena.  Getting rid of this equipment will spur further discussion on the new weight room equipment.
NEW BUSINESS

The new BLC window sticker was scheduled to be complete today but Tony was out and there was no update.  500 ordered at $2.75 each.  Stickers will be available with 2011-12 BLC Membership signup.

We revisited upgrades and improvements to the Civic Concession stand.  Soup warmers and coffee pots were discussed as we the cappuccino machines.  Gave the go ahead to get all the equipment expect the vent less fryer.  Further discussion, evaluation and research was desired by the board before approving the purchase of a vent less fryer.  Also discussed was an upright freezer that the Home Run Club has and was looking to unload.  We are interested, need to track down a point of contact and discuss.
Sherlock Park rebuild was discussed.  Organizing committee will pay $15 per hour worked by service club members to that club, up to $12,000.  There is a form to fill out and turn in, on that form is a spot to declare the service club to be credited.  Will e-mail out and post on the website.
Summer stickhandling at the Blue Line Arena.  Thanks from Tyler Palmiscno to Tom McDonald.  Next year’s schedule was discussed, go earlier in the year when it is not quite so hot in the arena.

Brent went over this year’s clothing order through Gerrells.  Working with Clothing Committee to determine offerings and logos.  Desire to have samples in time for mass signup night and/or fall social event.
Mark Dragich was in attendance to discuss this year’s home tournaments and dates.  Also that we would again have skill nights each week.  Will work with Tyler Palmiscno to have 8U and Peanuts at high school games.
