The following Consequence Policy is related to and covers infractions to the Code of Conduct Policy.   



Purpose: The purpose of the Consequence Policy is to give guidance for applying consequences when addressing inappropriate behavior(s) covered in the Code of Conduct Policy and those that may not be covered, where the goal is to eliminate said inappropriate behavior(s) from occurring in the future.  

Applying Consequences

Following a thorough investigation
 into any alleged complaint or observed actions brought forth by parents, coaches, teachers, other wrestlers, etc., any wrestler found to be violating any item or items within the Code of Conduct Policy will be given consequences based on severity and whether or not this is a reoccurring item.  

1. Although the items in the Code of Conduct Policy are all important some of the items are more serious.  Some of these are as follows: Intentional behavior to physical hurt another person, intentional disregard for another person’s authority, unwanted behavior such as inappropriate touching, or intentionally degrading another person with respect to race, color, creed, sex, or ability where the goal is to embarrass or demean.  

2. These items deemed more serious may rise to the level of suspension from participating in wrestling for some length of time or possible exclusion.  

3. In addition, any repeat violations after counseling or consequences have been applied may also rise to the level of a suspension or possible exclusion.     

4. Those items that are less serious but require some type of corrective action may result in a verbal warning and discussion with a parent or guardian. 

In all cases, any issues resulting in some type of corrective action will be documented in writing and the parent or guardian of a wrestler found to have violated the Code of Conduct Policy will be advised of this.

� All investigations will be conducted by a committee made up of the PLWC Board President, VP of Youth and one of the head coaches.  If the wrestler’s parent or guardian holds the Board President or VP of Youth position, the Executive VP will participate in the committee investigation.  If the wrestler’s parent or guardian holds a head coach position, one of the other coaches, as selected by the VP of Youth, will assist with conducting the investigation.  This committee will also be responsible for taking any and all action including applying any consequences.
