OLD BUSINESS

We are renting the Blue Line Arena for the month of April for $5,000.  There seems to be some confusion on what we are charging per hour.  City will provide a worker from 5-10 PM and on weekends when the ice is rented.  We will sign a contract with the city.  Regular price the ice will rent for $100 per hour, paid EGF Blue Line Club members will be charged $75.
Kristen Lind has been interviewed about the Concession Manager job and provided a draft contact to see responsibilities of the position.  She seems interested and still thinking about the position.  Linda also may have an interested party, Lori will follow up that possible too.
We have been informed that the figure skaters will be selling advertising on the VFW Arena Zamboni so we are out there and the proposal by Dave Aker last month for us to fund the Mighty Mite program is now off the table.
Gaming at Whitey’s is losing money.  Some feel the location of the booth is not conducive to gaming business.  Should we go with a machine only or close it down?  Rent is $300 plus labor per month to have a booth and $100 to have a machine.  Possibly move the location from in the game room to a more open central location?
The weight room at the Civic Center is fully installed and in use.  Kids are using it and kids are really enjoying it.  The access issue was again discussed and we are still undecided on what is best for the utilization of the room.  Also asked was the training process for the coaches that are training the student athletes that are using the equipment.  Coaches are trained by personnel from the Hockey Academy at the Ralph Engelstad Arena.

NEW BUSINESS

The board terms for Tony Weber, Troy Weber, and Lori Wolff are expiring.  Tony and Lori said they would like to run again and Troy said he did not.  The floor was opened to nominations.  This year 6 candidates were nominated for the 3 open positions:  Brenda McDonald, Tony Weber, Lori Wolff, Craig Magnell, Abby D'Heilly, and Rob D'Heilly.  In order to vote, you must be a paid member of the Blue Line Club.  The voting will be held at the EGF Legion 5-8 PM on Wednesday, 18 April 2012.
Dave Aker has asked if the Blue Line Club could play $50,000 toward the purchase of a $110,000 set of new boards for the Civic Center.  If the city would forgive the balance of our loan for the Blue Line Arena, we would give $20,000 right now and fundraise the remaining $30,000.  Discussion started with why do the boards when the HS girls don’t have a locker room, apparently that discussion is taking place again but the BLC is not part of the discussion.  Possibility of a USA Hockey grant.  Also discussed was the movement to go to plexiglass instead of tempered glass, cheaper and now thought to be safer for head injuries.

Where should we meet in April, consensus said the EGF American Legion.

Elections will take place from 5 PM to 8 PM at the American Legion, you must be a paid BLC member in order to vote.

The Bantam A coach, Nick Bowen, and the Bantam B coach, Billy Brewitz, were in attendance and talked about their experiences with their teams advancing to the state tournaments.  Both thanked the BLC for the support

Two of the three Senior players from the Green Wave boys hockey team, Tyler Hajicek and Zach Lawdermilt, that were selected to go to the Great 8 Festival in the cities March 29th-April 1st were in attendance to request BLC sponsorship to attend this event.  Motion made by Mark Dragich to fund $250 per player to attend this event.  Second by Denae Swenson, motion carried.  Funds will be paid out of the gaming account.

Mark Dragich had the floor for comments.
Request by the Community Ed program for funding for the After Graduation Party, total request was for $372.  Motion by Tyler Palmiscno, Second by Lori Wolff, motion carried.
