· Coaching Report:  Level 1 and 2 are complete. Had 45 coaches @ level 1 and 19 @ level 2.  Will have a level 1 and 3 coming up in Flagstaff.  Currently there are over 20 signed up for level 1.  This will be the last level 1.  Directors were asked to go back to their association and let them know to sign up
· Officiating Report: Wayne Bonney reported that he has observed 40 games since September.  He is also working with high school officials to improve their positioning during game.  Wayne also reported that he has started a web page where officials can view clips on improving their skills.  Wayne will be concentrating on instate games and Thanksgiving tournament.
Bryan Eisentraut reported that the last level 1 &  3 seminars were held - 55 officials signed up. Last month levels 1 and 4 were held.  There were 26 for level 4.  Participants come out from California, Colorado and Nevada.
An in-depth discussion followed about complaints from officials that they are not being paid for games they refereed as far back as September.  There is also very little communication as to why this is occurring.  It was discussed that there are three organizations handling payments and scheduling which causes a lack of consistency and communication among each of the organizations.  The Board recommended that one system be put in place that will handle scheduling payments and training and development.  The Board directs Bryan Eisentraut (Supervisor of Officials) to form a committee to develop a single officiating organization that will coordinate scheduling and payment for all USA Hockey sanctioned games as well as the training and development of all USA Hockey certified officials. Transition to the newly formed organization will begin during the summer of 2013 and shall be completed in time for the start of the 2013-14 USA Hockey season.
· Registrars Report: Distributed registration data as of Oct. 8th showed at total of 3559 players registered statewide and 749 players stated as unclaimed.
Old Business:
· Review tentative dates and locations for State Tier I and Tier 2 Championships: There were no changes or updates as reported on from last Board Meeting

· Expiring background screenings: Directors will be sent an email with a list of backgrounds that will expire the end of 2012.  Michelle McBay will communicate with Associations presidents for their assistance with identifying anyone from their organization and informing them that screenings must be update by January 1st.  It was reiterated that those not updated will not be allowed to interact or participate in their specific jobs.
· .Update on the status of CAHA application to host a National Tier I tournament in 2014: Joe Petruzzella reported that the application was rejected and we did not get the bid.  We are trying to find out why.  We are still scheduled to host the Tier 1 District Championships in 2014.

· AAHA Administrator Update:  Michelle McBay distributed the minutes from the Executive Committee Meeting which highlighted projects she will be working on.  It was reported that she will be spending time on updates to the website, tracking of expiring background screenings, Commitment Letters and ongoing communication with Associations on pending business items from Board meetings. 
· Request by DYHA to submit more than 1 team for State Playdowns:  The Board discussed whether to allow additional teams in the State Playdowns.  At the July Board meeting is was voted on that only 1 team per division could be submitted.
