ARTICLE I

Name


Section One:
The name of this organization shall be the Big Nine Conference.

ARTICLE II

Purposes


Section One:  The purpose of this Conference shall be



(1) to provide opportunities for competitive and cooperative participation in 




co-curricular activities;

(2)
to facilitate scheduling of inter-scholastic
activities;


(3)
to promote high standards of achievement and ethics in interscholastic and



extra-curricular activities;


(4)
to provide opportunities for the cooperative solution of conference and



professional problems;


(5) 
to promote good relationships between the schools


(6)
to promote good sportsmanship.

ARTICLE III

Membership


Section One:
The Conference shall consist of the following high schools:  Albert Lea, Austin, 



Faribault, Mankato East, Mankato West, Northfield, Owatonna, Red Wing, 



Rochester Century, Rochester John Marshall, Rochester Mayo and Winona.


Section Two:
Each school shall be entitled to one vote in the conduct of Conference business.  



Representatives of each school shall determine who will cast their vote.

Section Three:  Admission to membership in this Conference shall be by unanimous



consent of member schools.


Section Four:
If a member school requests to be dropped from an athletic schedule and



maintains that program/team, it must notify the Conference one year prior to the



completion of the first year of a two-year schedule.  Requests must be approved



by a majority vote of the Executive Committee.


Section Five:  If a member school seeks to be included in an athletic schedule, it shall be



admitted within a two-year period.
ARTICLE IV

Chairperson


Section One:
The Conference shall have a chairperson.  The chairperson rotates following the



Conference “wheel”.

Section Two:  The chairperson shall be chosen from the principals of the member 



schools and shall hold office for one year.

ARTICLE V

Executive Secretary


Section One:
An executive secretary shall be hired annually at the spring meeting.  The 



recommendation shall come from the athletic directors, with final



approval from the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE VI

Executive Committee


Section One:
The Executive Committee shall consist of the superintendents, principals, and



athletic directors of all member schools.

Section Two:
The Executive Committee shall hold three regular meetings each year.  The



site of the meetings shall be in Austin.  Alternative sites may be



approved by The Executive Committee.

Section Three:  Special meetings of the Executive Committee may be called by the



chairperson.

ARTICLE VII

Meetings


Section One:
Regular meetings of the Conference shall be held as specified in the bylaws.

ARTICLE VIII

Dues


Section One:
Dues shall be determined annually by the Executive Committee and shall be



payable to the Executive Secretary on or before August 1 of each year.
ARTICLE IX

Rules


Section One:
Rules governing Conference activities shall be those of the Minnesota State 



High School League (MSHSL) where applicable.  Non-MSHSL activities



shall be governed by rules established by the Conference.
ARTICLE X

Amendments


Section One:
Amendments to this constitution may be made by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of



the voting members present (one vote per school) at any meeting. 



Proposed amendments shall be submitted in writing to the member



schools by the Executive Secretary no later than one meeting prior to the 



vote, for discussion purposes.

ARTICLE I

Duties of Officers


Section One:
As chief executive officer, the chairperson shall preside at all Executive



Committee meetings of the Conference.  The chair shall appoint all



necessary standing and special committees.

Section Two:
The chairperson’s designee shall preside at the Executive Committee 



meetings of the Conference in the absence of the chair.


Section Three:  The Executive Secretary shall:



(1)
keep a written record of the proceedings of the Conference and the




Executive Committee;



(2)
receive and disburse all monies of the Conference;



(3)
keep the accounts in business-like form and submit a report of 




Conference finances to the Conference or to the Executive Committee 




as directed;



(4)
notify member schools of all meetings called by the president and




furnish each member school a copy of the minutes for each executive




member.  Minutes may be sent by email or any other appropriate




means.


(5) 
other duties as assigned by the Executive Committee.


ARTICLE II

Committees


Section One:
The chair shall appoint committees as needed. 

ARTICLE III

Meetings


Section One:
The Executive Committee shall hold three regular meetings --- fall, winter,



and spring.  The annual budget will be approved at the spring meeting.

Section Two:  The chairperson and the Executive Secretary shall establish an



Executive Committee agenda.

ARTICLE IV

Activities


Section One:
The activities of the Conference shall be as follows:

Athletics




The Big Nine Conference sponsors an extensive program of athletics 




for both boys and girls.  All of these activities are conducted under




the rules and regulations of the Minnesota State High School League




and such other rules as may be adopted by the Conference.




The entire program of athletic activities along with prevailing rules




and regulations may be found in the Athletic Handbook.




In the event it becomes necessary, because of an emergency other 




than inclement weather, for a member school to consider not playing




a regularly scheduled contest in any phase of the Big Nine athletic




program, the effected school will contact the other school, and by




mutual consent resolve the schedule.



(2)
Speech




A Conference tournament is conducted in accordance with 




prevailing rules and regulations.



(3)
Music




A one-day festival is conducted in accordance with prevailing rules




and regulations.  The festival is regularly scheduled the first Friday




in May and has precedence over all Big Nine activities.  Site of the




festival rotates among member schools.


Section Two: Registration fees



No entry fees shall be charged to help defray expenses of Conference



sponsored events.

ARTICLE V

Amendments


Section One:
Amendments to these bylaws may be made by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of 



the voting members (one vote per school) present at any meeting.  The 



proposed amendments shall be submitted in writing to the member



schools by the executive Secretary no later than one meeting prior to the 



vote for discussion.

Section Two:  Criteria for adding/dropping a sport:



(1)
it must be Minnesota State High School League sponsored;



(2)
to add, it must be offered by 50% or more of the Conference member




schools;



(3)
to drop, it must be offered by less than 50% of the Conference




member schools.


Section Three:  Strike Policy



In the event that work stoppage or a strike occurs in a Conference 



school, the following guidelines shall be followed:    the only area in



which the Big Nine Conference would play a role would be in regard to



rules regarding forfeits and the resulting Conference standings.



(1)
If a school is “on strike” the game may or may not be canceled according




to individual school district policy and/or directives.



(2)
In the event of a cancellation, the school failing to honor its contract




will forfeit the event.



(3)
In the event that both competing schools are unable to participate




due to a strike, both schools are to forfeit and both will be credited




with a loss for Conference standing purposes.



(4)
A decision regarding the cancellation of a Conference game is to be 




made by the host school no later than 2:00 p.m. the day of the




contest.


Section Four:  Chemical use at Conference Activities:



All Conference activities shall be chemical/alcohol/tobacco free.
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History

BIG NINE - 75th   ANNIVERSARY

2002-03

The BIG NINE CONFERENCE is celebrating its 75th anniversary during the       2002-2003 school year.  Conference schools will display a banner recognizing the seventy five years.


The Conference was organized on April 28, 1928 at a meeting in Owatonna.

Those schools which associated themselves together “to promote athletic interests and good fellowship among the schools” were. . . Albert Lea, Austin, Faribault, Owatonna, Mankato, Red Wing, Rochester and Winona.  It was then called as you might guess, the Big Eight.

Until the year 1931 the Conference concerned itself only with athletics as that was the avowed purpose of its organization.  In 1931 Superintendent Kirk of Faribault questioned the advisability of continuing the Conference, but on the motion of Rochester Superintendent Sanberg, it was decided to go ahead for another year with an expanded program which would include other matters of interest to the high schools than athletics.  One year later the music supervisors and assistant coaches were invited to the meeting.  As a result of this innovation the first Music Festival came into being and was held in the spring of 1933 in Austin.  Since that time the Festival has been an annual affair with the exception of 1943.  The first Speech Festival was held in Rochester in the spring of 1940.

Owatonna, a prime mover in organizing, dropped out in 1934 because it did not choose to abide by round - robin schedules drawn up by the committee.  Northfield filled the vacancy in the Big Eight, but in 1939 Owatonna rejoined the ranks making the Conference the BIG NINE.  At various times both Fairmont and Waseca have sought admission to the Conference, but in each case it was felt the Conference should not be enlarged.


Rochester Mayo became a member in the 1966-67 school year.


Northfield withdrew from membership in 1968-69.

Red Wing resigned as a member of the Conference effective in the fall of 1982.  In 1986 Mankato East and Mankato West dropped out of football competition but rejoined in 1992.

Rochester Century became a member of the Conference in the 1997-98 school year.

BIG NINE CELEBRATES

65th   ANNIVERSARY

1992-93


The  BIG  NINE  CONFERENCE celebrated its  65th anniversary  during  the  1992-93  school  year.  Conference officials unveiled an anniversary logo to help recognize the milestone.


The Conference was organized on April 28, 1928 at a meeting in Owatonna.


Those schools which associated themselves together “to promote athletic interests and good fellowship among the schools” were. . . Albert Lea, Austin, Faribault, Owatonna, Mankato, Red Wing, Rochester and Winona.  It was then called as you might guess, the Big Eight.


Until the year 1931 the Conference concerned itself only with athletics as that was the avowed purpose of its organization.  In 1931 Superintendent Kirk of Faribault questioned the advisability of continuing the Conference, but on the motion of Rochester Superintendent Sanberg, it was decided to go ahead for another year with an expanded program which would include other matters of interest to the high schools than athletics.  One year later the music supervisors and assistant coaches were invited to the meeting.  As a result of this innovation the first Music Festival came into being and was held in the spring of 1933 in Austin. 1943 HISTORY OF THE SOUTHERN MINNESOTA

HIGH SCHOOL CONFERENCE

BIG NINE

In accordance with instructions issued at the Conference meeting on September 23, 1943, your secretary has perused the minutes which were typed and brought up to date by L. Blomquist, retiring secretary, and herewith presents a report which should prove interesting and instructive to all member schools of the Big Nine.

HISTORY - The Conference was organized April 28, 1928 at a meeting in Owatonna.  A constitution was drawn up and the following officers were elected:   

President - - John J. Skinner, Owatonna;  Vice President - - S. T. Neveln, Austin;  and Secretary-Treasurer - - C. Willard Cross, Faribault.  Those schools which associated themselves together “to promote athletic interests and good fellowship among the schools” were:   Albert Lea, Austin, Faribault, Mankato, Owatonna, Red Wing, Rochester and Winona.

From September 28, 1928 until December 8, 1934 the member schools met each year during the first week in December.  In 1934 it was decided to hold one annual meeting which was to be the first Monday in October.  The year 1938 saw a further refinement in that a rotating schedule relating to the place of meeting was adopted;  the schedule followed up until war restrictions on transportation entered into the picture  was  as  follows:       1939  - -  Rochester;   1940  - -  Faribault;   1941  - -  Austin;  

1942  - -  Albert Lea.  The 1942 and 1943 meetings were both held in Owatonna because it was felt to be the place most centrally located for all the schools.  It is interesting to note at this point that at one time Superintendent Sanberg of Rochester proposed that all meetings should be held in that city, but the Conference voted the proposition down.

When the war is over the meetings will no doubt be rotated again so that all schools will have a chance to act as host to the Annual Meeting.

Until the year 1931 the Conference concerned itself only with athletics as that was the avowed purpose of its organization.  At each meeting, where only the superintendents, principals and coaches were in attendance, schedules were drawn up (later this work was turned over to schedule committees); championships were determined; and officials were discussed (and perhaps cussed).

Superintendent Kirk of Faribault, in 1931, questioned the advisability of continuing the Conference, but on Sanberg’s motion it was decided to go ahead for another year with an expanded program which would include other matters of interest to high school than athletics.  Thus was born a new idea in the Conference.  High school publications came in for a hearing at the December meeting of that year in Rochester and it was at that time the practice was begun of dividing up into sections for the discussion of professional problems - - dinner was also served.

One year later on December 3, 1932, the music supervisors and assistant coaches were invited to the meeting.  As a result of this innovation the first Music Festival came into being - - it was held in the spring of 1933 at Austin.  Since that time the Festival has been an annual affair with the exception of 1943.  

The first Speech Festival was held in Rochester in the spring of 1940; it came into the picture as the result of a recommendation of the principals that year.  In 1941 the Speech teachers from the various schools became a part of the group which was in attendance at the annual meeting.  Up until 1943 the Festival was held in the following places:  1940 - - Rochester;  1941 - - Albert Lea;  1942 - - Austin.
Membership in the Conference has been relatively stable over the past fifteen years.  Owatonna, a prime mover in organizing, dropped out in 1934 because it did not choose to abide by round - robin schedule drawn up by the committee.  Northfield filled the vacancy in the Big Eight, but in 1939 Owatonna rejoined the ranks making the Conference the Big Nine.  At various times both Fairmont and Waseca have sought admission to the Conference but in each case it was felt that the Conference should not be enlarged.

Rochester Mayo became a new member in 1966-67.

Northfield withdrew from membership in 1968-69 in all sports and Faribault withdrew from football competition.

Red Wing resigned as a member of the Conference effective the fall of 1982-83.

In 1986, Mankato East and Mankato West dropped out of football competition for a six-year period.

In 1992, Mankato East and Mankato West rejoined the Conference for football competition.

Rochester Century became a new member of the Conference in 1997-98.

Northfield and Red Wing rejoined the conference in 2014-15 bringing the total number of schools to twelve, but representing the nine communities that have historically been associated with the conference.

General Rules

1.
All conference members should be the BEST all-around athletes in the conference.

2.
Coaches will not be permitted to submit a request for additional All-Conference


certificates above the designated guidelines.
3.
An athlete cannot be named to an All-Conference team if he/she misses any part of 


the season due to a suspension for violation of MSHSL chemical, sexual, religious, or


racial harassment rules.  In season is defined from the starting date for that sport until


the team/individual is eliminated from tournament competition.

4.
Violations of student code of conduct or local school behavior rules may eliminate an


athlete for all conference selection.  This will be at the discretion of the high school


administration.

5.
The Big Nine Conference will provide appropriate certificates for All-Conference, All 


Conference Honorable Mention and Big Nine Scholar Athlete.

6.  Number of All-Conference honorees will be equal to 20% of the ‘key performers’ in each sport as determined by the following equation:





Number of schools x Key performers x 0.20


Final values are listed with each sport below.  Number of key performers for each sport is listed in parentheses with the number of All-Conference honorees.  Dance team will be the lone exception to this process.

Meets:


Each Big Nine School will be responsible for their own season schedule.  There will 
be no


required Conference meets during the season.  A Big Nine Conference meet will be held in the


middle of January at a site to be determined by the Athletic Directors of the Conference. 


The site list will be modified as conference schools join Alpine Skiing.

Awards:


The Conference Champion will be based on this meet.  In case of a tie for the
championship, it


shall be declared a co-championship and duplicate trophies will be presented to the schools.


Medals will be awarded to the first seven places in both the girl’s and the boys’ varsity races.

Team Members:


Each varsity team will have 6 skiers.  Top 4 times will be used to determine the conference


champion. 

5.
Officials:


The host school shall arrange for and provide the necessary personnel to conduct the meet.

6. 
Media:


Big Nine schools should make meet information and special information available to 
their local


newspapers and radio.  Each school should promote Alpine Skiing by encouraging their local


media to recognize outstanding team and individual performances of all Big Nine Alpine Ski


teams.

7.  All-Conference Selection- Boys & Girls (6 All-Conference; 6 Key Performers)

For each gender, the top 6 finishers in the Conference meet will be named to the All-Conference team. The 7th through the 12th place skiers will be recognized as honorable mentions.

Ball:


The host school will provide an adequate number of new quality balls for the contest.

3.
Game Regulations:


Conference baseball games will be scheduled to be played no later than 5:00 p.m.  Schools


may mutually agree to a different starting time if circumstances dictate.  Hitting practice


will be allowed by either team as long as NO release time from school is required.

4.
Postponements:


Postponed games will be made up by mutual agreement.  All games that have a bearing on the


Conference championship will be played.  If a game is postponed prior to the completion of 4 and


½ innings, the game must be played in its entirety.  You do not start where you left off.

5.
Officials:


Two (2) registered officials will be hired for Varsity games by the host school.  Two (2)


officials are recommended for B-squad games.

6.
Uniforms:


Each school is to determine style, color and numbering of uniforms.  Varsity coaches should


be dressed in uniforms for all contests.

7.
Media:


Host school is to report game results to local and area newspapers, radio, and television.

8.
Scouting, Filming and Other Aids:


Each school is to handle its own problems in these areas.

9.
Rosters:


As provided by the schools.  Whenever possible, a scoreboard should be available on the field


to show progress of the game.

10.
Competition:


B-squads will be composed of 7th - 10th grade students.  Varsity shall consist of 7th - 12th

grade students.

11.
Awards and Trophies:


A standard Big Nine trophy with appropriate baseball figure shall be awarded annually to the


member school winning the Conference Championship.  In case of ties, a duplicate award will be


made to each school.  The championship will be based on the percentage of wins and losses in


conference games.

12.
Double Headers:


The host team is the home team for both games.

13.  All-Conference Selection - (22 All-Conference; 11 Key Performers)


a.
Coaches nominate players they think should be All-Conference from their team.


b.
Coaches can vote for a maximum of 22 players, but they cannot vote for their own.


c.
The top 22 vote-getters are named All-Conference.

BASKETBALL
1.
Rules:


The National Federation Basketball Rules, plus modifications in the Minnesota State High


School League Handbook, shall govern all games between conference members.

2.
Ball:


The home team will provide an adequate number of balls for warm-up for both teams.

3.
Starting Time:


The basketball floor shall be made available for a full (20) minute warm-up period prior to


any Varsity Conference game.  This provision shall take precedence over the following 


starting times for games.




Varsity:  Starting time of 7:30 or as close to that time as possible.  Time variation

would depend on the length of the JV game. Halves shall be eighteen minutes in length with a ten minute halftime.

Junior Varsity:  Starting time will be 6:00 p.m.  The basketball floor should be made available for a full (10) minute warm-up period prior to the JV game. Halves shall be sixteen minutes in length and played to conclusion.




B-squad:  Time to be determined by the schools involved.  Halves shall be sixteen minutes




in length.

C-squad: Time to be determined by the schools involved. As squad size permits, an “A” game shall be played first, followed by a “B” game. Halves shall be fourteen minutes in length, but may be adjusted as mutually agreed upon to accommodate facility limitations.

4.
Officials:


Registered officials shall be assigned by the conference and hired by the host school.  Two


officials shall be paid by the host at a mutually agreed upon rate.  Schools shall have the


option to hire a separate crew for the B-squad game.

5.
Uniforms:


The home team shall wear dark jerseys in all conference games.  This includes Varsity, B


squad, and Varsity reserve games.

6.
Scoring Table and Media:


When possible, the host team shall provide one space for the visiting scorer at the official


table.




Press and Radio space shall be determined by the host school. It is the




responsibility of the host school to report results to press, radio, and TV stations..

7.
Scouting, Filming and Other Aids:


Scouting an opponent more than once is discouraged.  Filming or taping conference games that a


school participates in at home or away is not restricted.

8.
Rosters:


It shall be the responsibility of each school to post a squad roster on the MSHSL web site for all


other schools to access.  Updating of this roster will be the responsibility of each school.  The


roster shall include Player Name, Number, Position(s), Height, and Year in School.

9.
Programs:


The host school shall provide a game program for Conference games.




10.
Competition:


Varsity:  Varsity squads may consist of students in grades 7 - 12.


Junior Varsity:  Junior Varsity squads may consist of students in grades 7 through 12. 



Varsity starters shall not be used in Junior Varsity games.


B-squad:  B-squads may be composed of students in grades 7 through 10.

C-squad: C-squads may be composed of students in grades 7-9.

11.
Postponements:


Postponed games will be made up by mutual agreement.  All games that have a bearing on


the Conference championship will be played. 

12.
Awards and Trophies:


A Conference championship trophy shall be awarded to the Conference champion.  The


championship will be based on the percentage of wins and losses in Conference


competition.  In case of a tie, duplicate awards will be given.

13.  All-Conference Selection - Boys & Girls (16 All-Conference, 8 Key Performers)


a.
Each coach will nominate his/her own players.


b.
Not all schools need to nominate players or be represented on the All-Conference



team.


c.
Each coach may vote for up to 16 candidates other than his/her own players if there



are sufficient nominations.  Coaches DO NOT vote for their own players.


d.
No more than 16 players will make up the all-conference team.  A player must have



at least 4 votes in order to make the team.


e.
If ties occur in the voting there will be a revote on the ties to fill the remaining



openings up to 16.


f.
The All-Conference team is to be released to the media on the first Monday following



the conclusion of all regular season games.

It is recommended that the make-up of B teams be solely tenth grade participants unless,


because of squad size concerns, it is agreed by both competing schools to allow for a


different composition.

Varsity boys and girls matches will play 18 holes.  An official match is a match in which all


varsity players have completed a minimum of 9 holes.


Inclement Weather and or Darkness:


If play is started and a minimum of nine holes are completed by all competitors when play


must be halted, then the event shall be considered finished and scoring should take place. 


Scoring will be done as follows:



ALL HOLES FINISHED BY ALL MEMBERS OF ALL INVOLVED VARSITY 



SQUADS are counted.  For example, if all members of all involved varsity teams 



finished 15 holes, the match would then be deemed a 15-hole event.    This is one 



reason that varsity players are to start all events on the same hole(no shotgun



starts).


Boys and Girls JV team matches should
be scheduled with all Varsity matches and play


18 holes.

7.
Scoring:


Each varsity and JV team shall consist of six players and count four players’ scores to


determine the team score.


The Big Nine dual meets, sometimes played as a double duals, will count as 1 point for a


win over a Big Nine opponent.  Ties will be broken as in MSHSL tournaments.


For duals and triangulars, scores become official after the coach and individual player


from a team have been able to go over the card together and the score is then recorded


on the coach’s scoring sheet/device. 

      For the Big 9 Tournament, the score becomes official once the scorecard reaches the official


& designated location to be turned in.  The tournament director and official scorer(home 


coach), is responsible for identifying this location.  Once the card has been placed in this


location, it cannot be retrieved by any coach or player.

8.
Big Nine Tournament:

The date of the tournament will be the fourth Thursday or Friday in May. A rain date will be reserved in advance in case the meet is postponed.  The starting time of the tournament

should be 10:00 AM, or as determined by the course.  Eighteen holes will be played.


The tournament team from each school shall be represented by a squad of six players. 


The four lowest scores shall count for the total team score.


Policy for Tie Breakers:



To be used in regular season or Big 9 Tourney:

1. Add the five lowest scores of each of the tied teams, and the team with the lowest

total will be determined the winner.

2. If the score is still tied, add the six scores of each of the players of the tied teams, and the team with the lowest total will be determined the winner.

3. If the score is still tied, add the three lowest scores of each of the players of the tied teams, and the team with the lowest total will be determined the winner.

4. If the score is still tied, add the two lowest scores of each of the players of the tied teams, and the team with the lowest total will be determined the winner.

5. If the score is still tied, compare the lowest score of each of the players of each of the tied teams, and the team with the lowest single score will be determined the winner

6. If the score still remains tied, a sudden death playoff shall be conducted.  The playoff will include the six team members of each of the tied teams.  Scoring shall be four lowest scores and if necessary, criteria 1,2,3,4,5 and 6 in order. 



Individual Competition:  If at the end of regulation play, a tie exists, a duplicate



medal will be
ordered.


The Big Nine Tournament will count toward the determination of the Big Nine


Conference Champion -



Points will be awarded as follows:




10 points for 1st place, 9 points for 2nd place, 8 points for 3rd place, etc.




Ties will be broken as in MSHSL tournaments.

A rules committee shall be assigned and consist of a minimum of four and a maximum of five people including, if possible, the Golf Pro of the host course, and three or four Big Nine golf coaches.

9.
Big Nine Champion:


The Big Nine Champion will be determined by totaling the points from dual/triangular meet


competition with the points scored from the Big Nine Tournament.


Team competition



In the event of a tie in points accumulated, there will be co-champions named.


Any Big Nine dual meets that are not able to be made up before the Big Nine Tournament


will be determined by the placing in that tournament.  The team who finished ahead of the


other team will be considered the winner and be awarded one point.



Awards:



Big Nine championship trophy will be awarded to the champion team.  Medals will



be awarded to the top six individual finishers.
10.
All-Conference - Boys & Girls  (12 All-Conference; 6 Key Performers)


The All-Conference team shall consist of the top season average leaders during Conference


matches.  If the conference tournament medalist is among the top 12 leaders, then the top 12 


leaders will be All-Conference.  If the medalist from the Big Nine Tournament is not one of those 

season
leaders, he/she will be named to the All-Conference team along with the top 11 season 


average leaders.

The National Federation rules shall be the official rules unless modified by the Minnesota


State High School League.

2.
Official:


a.  At least two registered judges must judge Varsity level interscholastic high school meets.  One



judge per JV event is acceptable.


b.  If necessary, a judges meeting will be scheduled before the start of the meet.


c.  Triangular meets need to have 4 officials hired.

3.
Number of Entries:


The varsity team is limited to five competitors per event.  The JV team will be limited to six

competitors per event in dual meets.  If agreeable to judges, two gymnasts can enter the JV meet


as exhibition competitors.  Exhibition gymnasts will be judged, but their score will not count


toward team points.  A gymnast may be allowed to compete on both the JV and varsity team at a


meet, providing she competes in different events for each team.

4.
Scoring:


The open scoring system will be used.  Scores are to be judged independently and flashed


simultaneously by the judges.  If the scores are in range, they should be flashed to the scoring


table and then to the audience.  If the scores are not in range, the judges will confer.  The top four


scores will be totaled to determine the varsity and JV team scores.

5.
Starting and Warm up Time: 


Bar settings and adequate warm up time are to be determined by the host school –this information


is to be sent to the visiting school(s) prior to the day of the meet.  Warm ups are to end 15-20


minutes prior to the start of the meet.  Personal preparation, introductions, and the National


Anthem are to be scheduled in the remaining 15-20 minutes.  It is important that a meet starts on


time or a delay of meet deduction will be assessed.

6.
Team Order/ Order of Events:


Olympic rotation shall be used for both varsity and B-squads.  The home team will compete first


on the vault and beam.  The visiting team will compete first on the bars and floor exercise. Listed                        


below is the meet rotation for a Big 9 Dual Gymnastics Meet. If you are hosting a triangular or                              


quad each school is responsible for sending the information to the visiting school(s) prior to the                            


day of the meet. THERE WILL BE A 3 MINUTE TOUCH WARM UP BETWEEN EVENTS.

There will be no restrictions on video taping a meet.  There will be no flash photography allowed

The order of events for team competition will be determined by a draw prior to the meet.


Number of entries - The number of gymnasts from each team competing will be limited to five.


Awards and Trophies - A Big Nine trophy will be presented to the winning team each year. 


Medals will be awarded for first through third place in each event and for all-around.  Ribbons are


awarded for 4th, 5th, and 6th places. All 6 places will be recognized. We will not honor all places.

Rosters:


It shall be the responsibility of each school to send a squad roster with adequate information


for programs to all opponents.  This should include names of players with numbers,


grades and positions.

Programs:


The host school will provide an adequate game program.

9.
Competition:


The “A” squad may be composed of students in grades 7 - 12, and JV may be composed of


students in grades 7 - 12.

10.
Postponements:


Postponed games will be made up by mutual agreement.  All games that have a bearing on the


Conference championship will be played. 

11.
Awards and Trophies:


A Conference championship trophy will be awarded to the Conference champion.  The


championship will be based on points (2 points=win, 1 point=tie, 0 points=loss).  The


team with the most points at the end of the season will be the Conference champion.  In


the event of a tie, duplicate awards will be given.

      Federation manual for size and weight of ball.  Schools are encouraged to provide ball chasers.

4.   Game Regulations:

      The games will be played at 5:00 and/or 7:00 p.m. unless there are other facility conflicts.  The

      game will be divided into two (2) periods.  Each period will be 40 minutes in length and have a

      10 minute break between periods.  Varsity warm-ups will be a minimum of 20 minutes, which

      begins when both teams are present. Conference games should be played: Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday.  
5.   Tie Games (All Levels):
Regular season games which end tied after regulation time shall be decided by two (2) five minute non-sudden-death periods.  If the game is tied, it shall remain a tie.  Tournament games

must follow the tie breaking procedure outline in the Minnesota State High School League Manual.

      

6.   Field Regulations:

      Schools may choose to play on soccer fields or in stadiums.

      

7.   Official Score/Timer:

      The host school will provide a score and a timer and table for the Varsity game.  The scorer must be located between team benches.  An air horn will be provided by the home team for the varsity game to signal substitutions.  

8.   Team Benches:

Team benches must be on the same side of the field approximately 15 yards apart with score/timer table in between.

9.   Postponements:

      Postponed games will be made up by mutual agreement.  All games that have a bearing on the

      Conference championship will be played. 

10. Officials:

      The host school will schedule officials for all levels of competition.  Varsity will have three (3)

      officials, JV and B-squad will have two (2) officials and 9th grade will have one (1).  This is only 

      a recommendation.

      

11. Uniforms:

      The National Federation Rules and the State High School League will govern the uniform.  Home

      Team wears light and visiting team wears dark.

12. Scouting, Filming and other aids:

There is no filming of games for scouting.  A District may choose to videotape for delayed broadcast.

13. Awards and Trophies:

A Conference championship trophy will be awarded to the Conference champion.  The championship will be based on points (3 points=win, 1 point=tie, 0 points=loss).  The team with the most points at the end of the season will be the Conference champion.  In the event of a tie, duplicate awards will be given.  

14.  Recommended:

      Trainers at games.

15.  All-Conference Selection - Boys & Girls (26 All-Conference; 13 Key Performers)

1. A school can nominate up to seven players to be considered for All-Conference.  The coaches will set up criteria and vote for the 26 players most deserving of All-Conference honors. 

2. The Head Coaches or team designee must attend the All-Conference meeting, which will be held on the same Sunday as the section seeding meeting.

The line-up and batting order


of each team shall be exactly the same as the line-up and batting order at the moment of


suspension.  A completed/regulation games is at least 4½ or 5 innings with each team


having an equal number of completed turns at bat.  Note: Games called are over if they


are regulation, even if less than 7 innings have been completed.

5.
Umpires:


Two (2) registered officials will be hired for Varsity games by the host school. 

6.
Uniforms:


Each school is to determine style, color and numbering of uniforms.  Coaches should be


dressed in team uniforms or appropriate softball coaching attire for all contests.  Only


one high school coach in uniform is permitted to occupy each coaching box.

7.
Media:


The host school is to report game results and scores to local and area newspapers, radio


and TV.  Visiting schools must supply Fax and phone numbers if they want their local


media contacted.

8.
Scouting, Filming and Other Aids:


At the discretion of each school.

9.
Rosters:


As provided by the schools.

10.
Scoreboards:


Scoreboards should be used whenever available.

11.
Competition:


Varsity and JV teams may consist of 7th - 12th grade students.  C-squads may be


composed of 7th-9th grade students.

12.
Awards and Trophies:


A standard Big Nine trophy with appropriate softball figure shall be awarded annually to the


member school winning the Conference Championship.  In case of ties, a duplicate award will be


made to each school.  The championship will be based on the percentage of wins and losses in


conference games.

13.
Double Headers:


The host team is the home team for both games.

14.  All-Conference Selection - (22 All-Conference; 11 Key Performers)


a.
Coaches nominate players they believe should be All-Conference from their own



team, the process starting with the coach of the team which won the championship,



followed by the coach of the second place team, etc.  Statistics and other information



should be made available as necessary.


b.
Coaches can vote for a maximum of 22 players.


c.
The top 22 vote-getters are named to the All-Conference team.

Rules:


The current National Federation Swimming Guide, High School Division, shall


govern all inter-scholastic meets, except where modified by the Minnesota State


High School League handbook.

2.
Schedule and Starting Time:


The meet schedule shall be agreed upon by the Athletic Directors at the Big Nine


scheduling meeting.  Meets held on school days will begin at 6:00 P.M. unless


dictated by facility use.  Meets held on Saturdays will be set to start at a time


mutually agreed upon by the schools involved. 

3.
Facilities:


It is the responsibility of the host school to furnish all equipment necessary for the


meet.  If some part of the facility does not meet Federation requirements it shall be


the responsibility of the host school to notify the visiting school in advance of the


meet.


The home team shall provide a one hour warm-up time in the pool prior to the start


of the meet.


The recommended pool temperature should be between 78 and 82 degrees.

4.
Officials:


It is the responsibility of the host school to furnish officials registered with the 


MSHSL.  It is highly recommended that two (2) officials (starter and referee) be


provided.  Students may be used to time and assist with events if they have been


well trained and instructed prior to the meet.

5.
Competition:


Competition between Big Nine schools is limited to students in grades 7 through 12.


Varsity and JV events will be run alternately unless mutually agreed upon by


participating schools.  It is the responsibility of a team to notify the opposing team if


they are unable to field JV.  Swimmers may compete on both Varsity and JV in the


same meet, but not in the same event.

6.
Order of Events:


The order of events for Big Nine competition will be the same as that set by the


MSHSL for the state tournament.

7.
Diving:


If a team chooses not to dive in a given pool the diving points shall be forfeited.

8.
Scouting, Filming and Other Aids:


Swimming meets may be filmed or televised if such action does not interfere with


the contestants or officials.  No flash photography or flood lights are to be used


during starts or diving events.


There are no restrictions on filming of meets either at home or away.

9.
Postponements:


Postponed meets will be made up by mutual agreement.

10.
Awards:


No awards will be given at dual or triangular meets.


A trophy will be awarded to the Conference championship team.


At the conference championship meet, first through third place winners will receive


medals while fourth through eighth place winners will receive ribbons.  This shall


apply to relay as well as individual events.

11.
Conference Meet:


The conference champion will be the winner of the conference meet.  The site for the


Conference meet shall be rotated on the wheel among all schools with suitable


facilities.  The Conference meet is to be held two (2) weeks prior to the Sectionals.  A


manager is to be selected by the host school.  The host school shall be responsible for


securing all officials necessary for the conduct of the meet.


Schools will be allowed to enter one exhibition entry into each relay event.


Exhibition 
relays will be seeded into separate heats from varsity relays.


One and one-half hour warm-up time shall be provided before the meet.


The order of events for the Conference meet shall be the same as set by the MSHSL


for the state tournament.  Seeding based on best times of the season shall be done by


the tournament manager.  All events shall be timed finals.  The meet shall be scored


to 16 places on a championship basis.  It shall be the responsibility of the meet


manager to compile Big Nine records following the meet and to forward the results


to all participating schools.  Any deficits or profits are the responsibility of the


Conference.

12. All-Conference Selection Boys & Girls (40 All-Conference, 20 Key Performers)
a. The top 35 individual point scorers at the conference meet will be awarded All-Conference.  Each athlete on a relay will receive ¼th of the points.  This will be determined immediately after the meet using the meet software.

b. The top 5 divers will be All-Conference.

1.
Rules:


The U.S. Tennis Association rules shall govern all contests involving schools of the


MSHSL, except as modified by the rules in the MSHSL handbook and these Big Nine


regulations.

2.
Balls:


The official tennis ball shall be any yellow ball sanctioned by the U.S.T.A.

3.
Game Regulations:


All Conference matches shall be started no later than 4:30 p.m.  After the players are


matched up, the warm up period shall be at least fifteen minutes prior to the 4:30 match


start.


All Varsity players must have identical uniforms.  Any player who does not wear the


minimal uniform - an identical team shirt - will forfeit that player’s match.  This applies


to all dual meets and the first round of the Conference tournament.  Also, any part of the


player’s’ uniform that advertises products in violation of the MSHSL rules will also


forfeit that individual match.


Tennis nets must be a regulation height (36” on center) with center straps.  New tennis


balls will be provided upon request by either opponent if the match goes into a third set.


Coaches are expected to enforce the following point penalty system with their own


players.  Rule violations for 



Unsportsmanlike Behavior (swearing, racket abuse, etc.)



          1st violation
- loss of point



           2nd violation
- loss of game



           3rd violation
- loss of set



           4th violation
- loss of match


Coaches should remind players, parents, spectators, to applaud for good shots, rather


than mistakes (i.e. double faults) made by opponents.

4.
Schedule:


Competition among the Big Nine schools will be scheduled on a rotating basis each year


using a format set by the athletic directors on a “home and away” basis.

5.
Postponements and Cancellations:


If a match is postponed because of inclement weather it should be rescheduled on a


mutually agreeable date if possible.  If the match is called because of inclement weather


after the visiting team has traveled to the meet site, the meet may be rescheduled upon


mutual consent by both schools.  


When a match is stopped because of inclement weather after play has begun, play will


resume with the score, set, games, and points in game, as it was before play was


stopped.  If play cannot start one hour after competition was stopped because of


inclement weather, the match shall be canceled unless one team has already won at least


four matches, then that team shall be declared the winner.

6.
Media

The host school is to report game results to local and area newspapers, radio, TV and to


the Tennis Coaches Liaison for Conference standings records and distribution.

7.
Scouting, Filming and Other Aids

Each school may set up its own guidelines in these areas.

8.
Competition

7th and 8th grade students may be allowed to compete on any senior high squad against


any other Big Nine school.

9.
Rules of Conduct

It shall be the responsibility of each coach to read and follow the rules of conduct as


stated in the USTA rule book.  Each coach shall be allowed to confer with his/her player


or players for a period of 90 seconds on changeovers between games and ten minutes


between sets two and three.  A coach shall not communicate with the contestants in any


other manner, except to ask the score of the match, or to give an occasional word of


encouragement, “good point”, etc.

10.
Dual Matches

Teams should arrive at the match site 45 minutes prior to the match start time. All


Conference meets should be scheduled first; non-conference meets later in the season to


allow adequate make-up days.


There will be four singles and three doubles played.  Each coach will play the participant


in the order in which they rank on the team.  This rule applies to double teams as well as


singles.  If the number one singles player is absent, the number two player becomes the


number one, etc.  One point shall be scored for each singles match and one point for each


doubles match.  Each team is limited to 10 players for scoring purposes.  A player may


not play singles and doubles in the same meet.  Play will be two out of three sets (six


games):  using the twelve point tie breaker.  Disagreements during play -- calls, foot


faults, etc. – should be reported by the player to his/her coach.  Both coaches will confer


and take whatever action is agreed upon.

11.
Additional matches

Visiting teams are encouraged to bring additional players.  Those JV players should be


the next 10 players on the team’s ladder which will play matches similar to the varsity


match.  The remaining team members will be considered the B-squad and play doubles


only.  All additional matches shall play an eight game pro set using the 12 point tie


breaker, unless a change is mutually agreed upon by both coaches before the start of the


match.

12.
Conference Tournaments

Each year an annual Big Nine tournament will be held.  The tournament manager


should be someone outside of the Big Nine tennis coaches.  Balls will be provided by the


Conference.  The USTA rules will govern the Conference meet, except as modified by


the rules in the MSHSL handbook and these Big Nine regulations.  Coaching may take


place only between changeovers between games (90 seconds) and second and third sets


(10 minutes) for both Conference and dual meets.


Disagreements during play (calls, foot faults, etc.) should be reported by the players to


the meet manager.  The meet manager will take appropriate action.

13.
Awards

The following trophy and medals shall be issued at the tournament:


A Big Nine championship trophy to the winning team of the dual match champion.



Gold medals for each of the tournament champions (10).



Silver medals for each of the tournament runners-up (10).



Bronze medals for each of the tournament consolation champions (10). 



All medals will be appropriately engraved.

14.
All-Conference team

All coaches will submit those players on their team that they would like to nominate to


the All-Conference team.  Coaches will then select, at the seed meeting, 15 players and a


coach of the year.  In addition, any player(s) not selected by the coaches at the seed


meeting, who become Big Nine champions at their position, will be placed on the


Honorable Mention All-Conference team.  The tournament site and the managers fee


shall be set by the Big Nine athletic directors.  Seeding in the tournament shall be by a


consensus vote of the coach’s entry (example: it is suggested that the #3 singles entry


should actually be entered at #2 singles) after discussion a majority vote of Big Nine


coaches may change the position of an entry.  To get a seed, players: 



(1)  must have played a minimum of  four matches at that spot or above



      (doubles teams must be the same partners);  



(2)  conference record at or above seed position requested will be first 



       determination of seeding;



(3)  will receive 9 points going into seeding and any matches not played



      will result in being awarded 1/2 win and 1/2 loss;



(4)  with most wins will be awarded the higher seed.


Coaches are required to submit the same lineup used in dual meets.  Stacking teams will


be considered unethical behavior and upon a majority vote of coaches at the seed


meeting, a challenged lineup can be corrected.  Conference seeding will be completed


the day of the Big Nine Meet at the coaches meeting.  


Coaches should fax team lineups to the host school or tournament director by noon the


day before the Big Nine Meet.

Meet Format

The format to be used will be 16 position draw.  Byes will be placed in the first round on


lines two, four, seven, ten, thirteen and fifteen.  Four players will be seeded--the number


one seed will be placed on line one, the number two seed placed on line sixteen, number


three seed on line nine, and the number four seed on line eight.  


The consolation bracket will have eight positions.  Byes will be placed in positions two


and seven.  This bracket will have four, five or six entries depending on the loser


position in the draw.


The twelve point tie breaker will be used when matches reach six games all.  In Big Nine


meet, first and second round matches and all consolation round matches will be played


No-Add.

16.
Rules

These rules must be followed and cannot be waived by coaches, tournament manager,


etc.


17.  All-Conference Selection - Boys & Girls (20 All-Conference; 10 Key Performers)


All coaches will submit those players on their team that they would like to nominate



to the All-Conference team.  Coaches will then select the 20 to be named to the team. 



Players that were champions in the Conference tournament would be at least



automatic honorable mentions players.

The meet director, the game committee, and


the referee will have the authority and responsibility to determine whether the meet is to


be delayed or postponed.  Rescheduling will be the responsibility of the meet director


due to his/her need to restructure the official staff to conduct the meet on another date. 

3.
Site Facilities:


The host school will be make available dressing and shower facilities for those teams


desiring them.  Adequate toilet facilities will be at or near the site.

4.
Meet Scoring:


Team points will be kept and awarded as follows:

Awards:


A first place trophy shall be awarded to the winning school.  Medals will be awarded to


all first through third place finishers.  Individual imprinted ribbons will be awarded to


fourth through sixth place finishers, including relay teams.

6. 
Meet Director:


The meet director will supervise the conduct of the meet and perform necessary duties


to guarantee the competition will run smoothly.  The meet director will provide each


member school, on the day of the Conference meet, a printout showing the heats/flights


of each event along with a schedule of events, and a current copy of the Big Nine track


and field records.  Following the meet, the meet director will insure member schools are


provided copies of the meet results.

7.
Officials:


Officials required to conduct this meet should be in accordance with National Federation


guidelines.  Host schools will insure, that at a minimum, this staff should include a


starter, assistant starter, referee, clerk of course, announcer, scorekeeper, head field


judge, head finish judge, and an adequate number of timers and finish judges, hurdle


crew, long jump crew, high jump crew, triple jump crew, pole vault crew, shot put crew,


discus crew, and a finish string crew.


The National Federation of the State High School Association rule book clearly


delineates the officials’ positions.  The meet director should provide each official with


the necessary information in carrying out the charge of the event the official is


responsible for.


Games Committee:   This should be made up of four head coaches as named by the meet


director, the starter, the referee, and the meet director.  This committee shall serve as the


final board of appeals.  If a member of the committee has a participant that is involved in
a question sent to the games committee, he/she will not take part in the decision.

8.
Entries:


Teams will be allowed three (3) entries in individual events and one (1) team in each


relay event.

Automatic Timing System:


The host school will provide an automated timing system at the finish line.  The meet


director will designate one individual who is responsible for reading/interpreting the


results at the conclusion of the race.

10.
Special Consideration:


Announcer will call the events as follows:





1st call
- 15 minutes before event





2nd call
- 10 minutes before event





Final call
-   5 minutes before event


Running events have preference over field events.


All competitors must report to the clerk of Course/Field Event Judge when the first call


for their event is given.  Individuals involved in competition at the time of their first


call may send a teammate to represent them.


Prelims will be conducted only in the boys and girls 100 meter dash, boys and girls 200


meter dash, boys 110 meter high hurdles, and the girls 100 meter high hurdles.  If


automatic timing is used, each heat winner plus the next four (4) fastest times will


advance to the finals.  A minimum of one (1) hour shall separate the conclusion of the


prelims and the start of the finals.


All races not requiring prelims will be run in heats with the slowest seeded heat running


first.


The girls and boys 4 x 800 meter relay, and the boys and girls 3200 meter run will each


be run in one heat.


The long jump, triple jump, shot put and discus will be conducted in three (3) flights


with ten minute warm-ups between flights.  Field events will qualify the same number


to the finals as the running events.  The triple jump will be run into the wind if in


conflict with the long jump.


Prelims and finals in the long jump, triple jump, shot put, and discus will be conducted


in the same procedure applied in the region and state meet.


The “three alive” procedure will be used in conducting the high jump and pole vault.


No practice time will be allowed five (5) minutes prior to the start of each field event to


allow officials to finalize preparations for competition.

11.
Order of Events:


The time schedule is to be determined by the meet manager in accordance with the


criteria above.

12.
Participation:


Any contestant who is “scratched” from one event is scratched from the entire meet.  A


contestant who is ill or injured may be replaced, provided the replacement does not


exceed the participation limit.  Also, no adds can be made in an event if an entry was not


made at the seed meeting.  All event heats and flights established at the seeding meeting


are final.

13.  All-Conference Selection -

2.
Ball:


The game ball used shall be on the list of approved balls in the Federation rule-book. The host school shall provide balls for warm-up.

3.
Schedule:


The schedule of games to be played during the Conference season shall be agreed upon by the Athletic Directors of the Conference.

4.
Starting Time:


B-squad and JV matches will begin at 6:00 p.m. with Varsity starting 25 minutes after the conclusion of the preliminary match, but not before 7:15 p.m.
5.
Pre-match warm-up:


Officials shall go through the ground rules, review the rules, and have the coin toss before the twenty-minute allotted warm-up begins.  The allotted warm-up time of 20 minutes will be divided as follows: Five Minutes shared court time, Six minutes for the visiting team on the net (hitting), Six minutes for the home team on the net (hitting), Three minutes shared serving.
6. 
Team Composition:


Big Nine competition will consist of a Varsity match, a B-squad match, and when scheduled a JV match.  Team composition will be as follows:



Varsity:

grades 7 through 12



JV squad:
grades 7 through 11 and non-starting varsity 12th graders          

                                     (teams may choose not to play seniors on JV squad)



B-squad:
grades 7 through 10

7.
Media:


Each school is responsible for contacting their local newspaper, television, and radio stations with the score and particulars of the match. 

8.
Uniforms:


Uniforms must meet the National Federation Volleyball rule-book requirements for varsity competition.  However, JV, B-squad and C-squad teams should attempt to comply, although exceptions will be allowed.

9.
Officials:


Schools are required to employ two (2) registered officials, a referee and an umpire, for inter-scholastic matches.  For B-squad and JV matches one (1) registered official is acceptable.  The home school is required to secure at least two (2) trained lines persons for the varsity matches--adults are recommended.

10.
Postponements:


Postponed games will be made up by mutual agreement.  All games that have a bearing on the Conference championship will be played.

11.
Awards:


The Big Nine Conference will be determined by percentage of wins and losses in Conference matches on a round-robin basis.  Ties are not played off and a duplicate trophy is provided.  A Big Nine Conference Championship trophy is awarded to the champion team.

12.  All-Conference Selection - (18 All-Conference; 9 Key Performers) 


a.
Each coach will nominate his/her own players.


b.
Not all schools need to nominate players or be represented on the All-Conference



team.


c.
No more than 18 players may be selected and can be less than 18.


d.
Any violations or behavior that would reflect poorly on an individual’s citizenship



(MSHSL infractions or school violations) eliminates a player from consideration.

Every school may have 0, 1 or 2 honorable mention student-athletes.

The official National Federation of State High School Association Wrestling rule book


will govern inter-school meets unless modified by the State High School League


handbook.

2.
Starting Time:


Weigh-in time for both Varsity and B-squads should be completed thirty (30) minutes


prior to the B-squad match.  Weigh-ins should run from 5:00 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. for


matches starting at 6:00 p.m.  B-squad matches should start at 6:00 p.m. with Varsity


starting twenty (20) minutes after the B-squad match, but not before 7:00 p.m.

3.
Competition:


Competition may include students from grades 7 through 12 at Varsity, JV or B-squad


levels.

4.
Weigh-ins:


Only platform scales will be used.  Scales should be certified yearly, before weight


certification time.  Weigh-ins will be held in an orderly manner.  Coaches and an official


will supervise the weigh-in.  In the event of a dispute the meet manager will arbitrate.

5.
Line up:


The home and visiting team coaches must exchange a tentative Varsity and B-squad line


up so names are available for a program.  The information will be a roster with names,


grades and weights.  (It is recommended that this information be at the home school


one day prior to the meet). 

6.
Officials:


The host school for Varsity and B-squad matches shall appoint a registered official with


the Minnesota State High School League.

7.
Media:


The home team will provide one space for the visiting scorer at the official table.

8.
Scouting, Filming and Other Aids:


Scouting an opponent more than once is discouraged.  Schools may pay for one scouting


trip per opponent.  The use of a school car is considered school expense.  Filming or


taping of Conference meets is unrestricted.

9.
Programs:


All host schools will provide an adequate meet program.

10.
Postponements:


Postponed meets will be made up by mutual agreement.  All meets that have a bearing


on the Conference championship will be played.

11.
Awards and Trophies:


A Conference championship trophy will be awarded to the Conference champion.  The


championship will be based on the percentage of wins and losses in Conference


competition.  In case of a tie, duplicate awards will be given.

12.
Ties:


A tie contest in Conference competition will count as one-half (1/2) a win and one-half


(1/2) a loss.

13.
Schedule:


Matches will be held as scheduled by the Big Nine Athletic Directors.  Changes may be


made to accommodate tournaments or other unavoidable conflicts if both schools can


agree on a date. 

16.  All-Conference Selection - (32 All-Conference; 16 Key Performers)

The selection process involves two selections for each of the specified weights from 106 to 285, and four additional selections for athletes not qualifying at any specific weight class.   If less than two wrestlers meet the criteria at a weight class, then one additional at large selection will be added for each such instance.   Wrestlers shall not be designated all-conference at any specific weight or as first or second team.   The final thirty-two all conference picks shall not be publicized as such.   They are listed by weight and "at large" on preliminary drafts for computational purposes only.   All wrestlers selected will be of "equal" all conference standing. 

All-Conference Honorable Mention Selection:
Once the thirty-two wrestlers have been selected for All-Conference, each head coach will have the option of naming one additional wrestler from their school to receive an All-Conference Honorable Mention certificate. 

Exclusions for Consideration
Violations or behaviors that would reflect poorly on an individual's citizenship (MSHSL rules infractions or school violations) eliminates a wrestler from consideration.


Requirements for Selection at a Weight
1. Must have at least five conference wins at the specified weight for which the wrestler is being considered.   In the event that no two wrestlers have five wins at a given weight, then wrestlers with four wins at the weight will be considered. 

2. Must have wrestled at least six conference matches overall and have at least five conference wins.

3. Must have the most or second most conference wins of those being considered at a weight. 

4. If tied in conference wins, the wrestler winning in head to head competition will be the determining factor. 

5. If a tie still remains, then the wrestler with the most team points will be selected. 

6. If a tie still remains, then the wrestler with the most net team points (win team points - loss team points) will be selected. 


At Large Requirements

Wrestlers who do not qualify for consideration at a specific weight will be judged on their overall conference record as described above.   As many of these wrestlers will be selected as is necessary to fill the quota of thirty-two all-conference wrestlers.

 MUSIC FESTIVAL GUIDELINES
(rev. October 2002)

1.
The Big Nine Conference Music Festival will be held each year on the first Friday in


May.


a.  No other extra-curricular competitions are to held by any Big Nine schools.


b.  Rehearsals of select groups are to be held on Wednesday of the week prior to the



Festival.


c.
The site for the select group rehearsal will be held at the host school.



Exception:  When Mankato East, Mankato West, or Winona host the Festival, the



rehearsal site will be at Austin High School.

2.
All participants shall be high school students and members of the various performing


groups.  Exceptions can be made for accompanists.

3.  
Participants from all schools will arrive at the Festival site by 8:00 AM, and then


remain until the entire schedule of individual group performances for all participating


schools has been completed.

4.
Beginning in 2001-02, each member school will be assessed $1,200.00 annually, 


incorporated in the Big Nine budget, to pay Festival costs.  Any costs over the $12,000


budget will be the responsibility of the host school.  The number of banquet guests


will be limited to twenty(20) from each school.  Additional guests may be invited, on a


cost basis, if the banquet site has available space.

5.
Beginning in  2000-01, the host school is to charge the same price for tickets as for


other Big Nine events.  The gate receipts are to go to the Big Nine.

1. The Big 9 music festival will be held the first Friday in May.

2. All of the big 9 schools will participate in the Big 9 music festival with all three groups performing-band, orchestra, and choir.

3. Select Rehearsals will be held at the site that is hosting the Big 9 Music festival for that year. Exceptions: when Mankato East, Mankato West or Winona is hosting the festival, then the select rehearsals will be held at Austin High School.

4. The Fall planning meeting and the spring post-mortem meeting will also be held at the site hosting the festival for that year. Exceptions: when Mankato East, Mankato West or Winona is hosting the festival, the fall and spring meetings will be held in Austin.  The fall meeting will be the last Monday in September and the spring meeting will be the Monday following Big Nine. Both meetings will begin at 5:00 p.m.

5. The performance schedule created in Austin (1999) will remain in effect with each performing group rotating one time slot later. Ex. 1:45 one year, 2:15 the next.

(We will flip-flop the Century and John Marshall choir performance for the 2002

Festival only.)

6. The Select Big 9 Band, Choir and Orchestra members will be chosen by the appropriate director from the host school and are expected to perform in the Finale concert.  

7. Select Rehearsals will be the Wednesday that occurs one and one half weeks before Big 9.

8. Select rehearsals will begin at 3:30 P.M. and conclude at 7:00 P.M.  There will be a small supper break in the middle of the rehearsal.  Students are to bring their own suppers.

9. Each school will pay $1,200 each year to the Big 9 fund to assist in financing the Festival.

10. Select students who do not attend both of the select Big 9 rehearsals will not be allowed to participate in the Finale concert.

11. All schools will require their students to listen to a set number of appropriate musical groups and complete listening forms to be handed in to their director. 

12. Only 10th -12th grade students will be allowed to participate in the select groups.

13.  All schools will arrive at the festival site one half hour before the first performance time.

14.  Groups are expected to perform setup and take down within the time constraints of their assigned time slot.  You will be asked to stop playing if you exceed those time limits.

SPEECH TOURNAMENT
Section 1:  Date, Time, Site of Contest

Conference Contest:  The date of the contest will be determined one year in advance at the Big


Nine Speech Meet.  The site will be determined according to the Big Nine Activity Wheel.  The


contest will be held on a weekday and Round One is to begin no later than 3:30 PM.

Section 2:  Conference Responsibility

A.
Judges:  Judges are to be contacted by the host school’s speech coach.  A list of judges is to



be discussed and recommended by the Conference speech coaches at the Conference Speech



meet.  Thirty judges are needed for the contest.  All judges will be asked to rank their



judging event preferences and should, whenever possible, be so assigned.  Each school must



bring two additional “clean” judges to cover additional rounds.


B.  Awards:  Individual awards sent by the Big Nine Conference will be given to first through



third place winners in each of the thirteen divisions.  All other finalists will receive ribbons.



Certificates will be given to all participants.  A first place team award will also be given.

Section 3:  Host School’s Responsibility

A.  The host school shall be responsible for seeing that schools get entry forms at least four



weeks before the contest date.  The letter of invitation should include date, time, location,



and approximate length of the contest day.


B.
The contest manager shall be responsible for all draw event materials and discussion



tasks.  Drawing will be from MSHSL selections and cutting:




-Storytelling draws will include all MSHSL stories.




-Extemporaneous reading draws will include both prose and poetry.




-Extemporaneous speaking and discussion topics/tasks can be secured from an




 invitational manager from an earlier meet in which no Big Nine schools attended.



INFORMATION CONCERNING ALL DRAWS WILL BE INCLUDED IN THE



GENERAL INFORMATION LETTER SENT TO EACH INVITED SCHOOL.


C.
The contest manager shall send judges confirmation and reminder letters.


D.
The manager shall inform the judges of a meeting with the rules committee one-half hour



before the contest.  Items to be discussed will include:




1.  Students are NOT to receive critique sheets after each round.  This will be




     stressed to judges and students.




2.  Disqualification is never a judge’s decision.  The rules of the MSHSL will be




     followed.  Additionally, any decisions which need to be made will be decided




     by a majority vote of the head coaches.


E.  Concessions will be available for all participants.


F.  The host school needs to secure Big Nine participation certificates for ALL participants in



the contest.  These are secured from the Executive Secretary.


H.  After the contest, the host school shall send bills for postage, judges, and coaches’ meals



to the Big Nine Executive Secretary.


I.  The Big Nine will hire 30 judges for the contest.  Each school will bring an additional two(2)



“clean and qualified” judges to the contest.  The participating schools, not the Big Nine, are



responsible for paying their own judging fees.

Section 4:  Participating School’s Responsibilities

A.  Head coaches do not judge.


B.  Submit all entry materials by the deadline.  Entry deadline shall be determined by the host.


C.  Schools may not make any additional changes after the registration deadline.  Substitutions



will be allowed.


D.  In demonstration of good sportsmanship and interest in speech, students shall remain in the



contest room until each person in the section has finished speaking.


E.  There shall be a maximum of three entries from each school in each of the following



thirteen events:

Storytelling


Serious Drama




Creative Expression
Serious Poetry

Great Speeches




Humorous Interpretation
Original Oratory

Extemporaneous Reading




Extemporaneous Speaking

Section 5:  General Information

A.  Judge’s fees shall be determined by the Big Nine.


B.  All MSHSL rules shall be enforced.


C.  A rules committee shall consist of one coach from each school.


D.  Lunch shall be provided for the judges and coaches.

Section 6:  Organization of Rounds

A.  The Conference Speech Contest shall consist of two rounds and a final.


B.  The host manager is responsible for construction of the speakers’ schedules.  Speaker



pairing and order in the preliminary rounds shall be determined by the following guidelines:



1.  Contestants shall speak in two positions in the preliminary rounds: top half and bottom



     half.  Speaking order in the finals rounds will be by random draw.



2.  In successive rounds of competition, speakers in one section should be separated from



     the previous round of competition as much as possible.



3.  Speakers from the same school should not be placed in contiguous order, unless



     unavoidable.



4.  Speakers from the same school shall not be placed in the same section, unless



     unavoidable.


C.  No section shall have more than seven(7) students.


D.
Each judge shall rank the students one through seven.  For purposes of the printed results,



all 6 and 7 rankings will be changed to a 5.


E.  One judge will be used in each section of a preliminary round, three in the final round.


F.  The winners of the Big Nine Speech Contest will be determined by the rankings of all



three final round judges.  In case of a two-way tie, judges preference in the final round



will be used.  All other ties will be broken based on reciprocals.

Section 7:  Selection of Finalists

A.  The students with the lowest rankings in the preliminary rounds will advance to finals.


B.  The aim is to have seven contestants in the final round.


C.  The recommended MSHSL procedures will be used for tie-breaking for finals:



1.  If there is a two-way tie for 7th, take 8.



2.  If there is a three-way tie for 7th, take 6.



3.  If there is a four-way (or more) tie for 6th, take 5.



4.  If there exists a greater tie than what allows for 5 in the finals, the coaches (one vote



     per school) shall confer and, upon a vote, determine the method for breaking said tie



     in order to arrive at a solution between 5 and 8.



5.  Results sheets.

Section 8:  Tournament Operation

A.  The manager will prepare the following:



1.  Critique sheets for each contestant



2.  Judge ballots



3.  Instructions for each judge



4.  Program for all judges, contestants, and coaches


B.  Personnel



1.  One head coach from each school will be working in the tab room.  Additional coaches



     will be asked to help as needed.  The host school’s head coach is the chairperson for



     the tournament management team.



2.  The host school’s head coach shall, as chairperson for the management team, be given



     the day of the tournament “off” to attend to all details.



3.  Three people will be in charge of drawings, as determined by the host school.  It is



     encouraged that assistant coaches from other schools be used for this purpose.



4.  Four pairs of tabulators will be used.  They should be located in quiet, separated areas.



     In recording, one person reads and the other records.  Reverse this order for checking.



     Results shall be double checked by another pair of tabulators.



5.  All tab room personnel will help with preparing for finals.  This includes making



     drawings, listing speaking order on ballots, pulling critique sheets, and printing tag



     board finalist lists.

Return to Play From Injury Guidelines

In most instances, a Certified Athletic Trainer is available to provide Sports Medicine coverage for Big 9 conference athletics.  When athletes’ become injured, it is a very difficult time for the athlete, parents and coaches. The athlete must have a thorough evaluation made by the Certified Athletic Trainer as soon as possible so that an impression and evaluation of the injury can be made.  Once the extent of the injury has been determined, a plan of action can be established.  Several things must be addressed before a decision can be made.

1. Is the injury an emergency?  If so, the athlete must be immediately taken to the emergency room for proper treatment.

2. Does the injury need further evaluation by a family physician or an orthopedic doctor?

3. Can the injury be treated by the athletic trainer on site at the high school involved? 

The following are responsibilities that each school or Certified Athletic Trainer includes in their event protocol. 

RESPONSIBILITIES:

· A Certified Athletic Trainer will arrive at least 15 minutes prior to the beginning of the event, unless it has been deemed necessary to consult at an earlier time with coach or athlete. 

· The Certified Athletic Trainer will introduce him/herself to coaches, officials and site supervisors.

· The Certified Athletic Trainer, adhering to guidelines set forth by pertinent agencies (i.e. MSHSL concussion protocol), will provide immediate first aid and care of athletes who have sustained an injury during the events, including notification of Emergency Medical Services when necessary.  The Certified Athletic Trainer will also work directly with coaches, athletes, parents, and the EMS (when applicable) to decide whether or not the athlete may return to the event. After discussion with the parties concerned, The Certified Athletic Trainer on site will have final say in the return of the athlete to that competition.  
·  If the injury sustained affects the safe return of the athlete, he or she will be not allowed to return to play that day/evening. The coaching staff of the team concerned will be notified of this decision.  The athlete(s) may need to be re-checked frequently during the contest, as well as at its conclusion.

· The decision to withhold an athlete from competition will be determined solely from a health and/or safety standpoint (on-site clinical evaluation, functional testing of the athlete, etc.) and NOT HOW THE ABSENCE OF THE ATHLETE MAY AFFECT THE OUTCOME OF A CONTEST.
· All contact with the athlete will be documented by the Certified Athletic Trainer and the injured athlete’s school will be notified via phone or e-mail about the incident.
· When possible, an athletic training room will be accessible to obtain ice and use of treatment table if needed.
· Emergency medical supplies will be provided by the on-site Certified Athletic Trainer.
· Upon completion of the event and prior to leaving the site, the Certified Athletic Trainer will re-check any athletes who may have sustained an injury.
· During any event, the Certified Athletic Trainer’s main priorities are the athletes involved in competition.  If there are any injuries or incidences that occur to fans at the site, the Certified Athletic Trainer will attend to them if he or she can be of assistance.  In most cases, if the injury is serious enough, the site supervisor will be instructed by the athletic trainer to call 911 for emergency help.

Over the years the Big Nine and member schools have demonstrated a continuous effort for maintaining high standards and ideals of good sportsmanship in their activity programs.  However, today there are growing numbers of unsportsmanlike incidents.


Usually a small percentage of people are involved in the actions and antics which turn an exciting activity into a display of disrespect and shame for the participants.  When this happens the school and community share the blame.


Sportsmanship is a journey, not a destination.  It is a continuous endeavor.  For these reasons, the Conference is requesting that each member school renew their efforts to provide an effective sportsmanship program.

COMMITMENT TO SPORTSMANSHIP


Responsibility of participating schools:


A copy of the code of conduct has been included in the Participating Schools guidelines.  




Each participating school shall:



a.
give a copy of the code to each person purchasing a ticket.



b.
conduct a meeting with its student body to review the code of conduct prior to





each sport in season.



c.
provide adequate adult supervision for each game.


Supervisor will:



1.
be stationed in highly visible areas throughout the schools cheering sections.



2.
be responsible for the conduct of spectators in your area.



3.
assist security personnel regarding acts of misconduct.


Responsibility of the Conference:



a.
distribute code to each participating school in the guidelines to principals, athletic




directors, coaches, and cheerleader advisor.



b.
distribute code of conduct to other agencies which assist in crowd control.



c.
print code of conduct on the inside cover of each program.



d.
have public address announcer read announcement prior to the start of every game.



e.
recognize each school that demonstrates good sportsmanship.

Show a positive attitude in cheering refraining from intimidation or negative cheering.



Good sportsmanship is cheering your own team “to a victory”.


Acts of Misconduct


1.
Throwing of any object onto the playing surface or in the stands.


2.
Behavior deemed dangerous or behavior which interferes with the rights of others to



observe the game.


3.
Possessing, consuming or being under the influence of chemicals.


4.
Use of obscene, profane or abusive language or gestures, signs, posters or banners which



show disrespect for opponents team, officials, band, or other performing groups.


5.
The use of noise makers.


6.
Entry onto the playing surface at any time.

Sportsmanship Guide

Fundamentals of Sportsmanship:


1.
Show Respect for the Team Opponent at all Times.



The contesting team or team opponents should be: greeted cordially on the playing floor;



and accorded the patience, respect and generosity of all human beings.


2.
Show Respect for the Officials.



The officials should be recognized as impartial arbitrators who are trained to apply the



rules of the game, and who can be expected to do it to the best of their ability.  Good



sportsmanship requires the willingness to accept and abide by the decisions of the officials.


3.
Know, Understand and Appreciate the Rules of the Contest.



A thorough understanding of the current rules of the game and the recognition of their



application for a fair contest is essential.  Good sportsmanship requires that each



participant must conform to the spirit as well as the letter of the rules.


4.
Maintain Self Control at all Times.



A prerequisite of good sportsmanship requires individuals to understand their bias for their



own team and the ability to prevent the desire to win from overcoming rational behavior. 



A proper perspective must be maintained in order that the educational values of athletic



competition can be realized.  Good sportsmanship requires appropriate behavior of all



involved in the game.


Responsibilities of Sportsmanship



Coaches shall:



1.
follow rules of the sport during the progression of the game.



2.
accept the decision of officials without showing inappropriate emotions.



3.
keep players together in entering or leaving the playing area.



4.
avoid public display of criticism in front of players or spectators.



Participants should:



1.
display at all times the qualities of sportsmanship.



2.
display respect for opponents at all times, including injured players.



3.
avoid unsportsmanlike gestures or language.



4.
respect the judgment of game officials.



5.
concentrate on playing the game with as little regard to spectators as possible.



6.
accept both victory and defeat with pride and compassion, never being boastful or




bitter.



Spectators should be expected to:



1.
cooperate with cheerleaders



2.
respect property



3.
respect the judgment of the coach and game official



4.
avoid abusive and vulgar language and obnoxious behavior.



Cheerleaders should be expected to:




1.
cultivate an attitude of good sportsmanship and realize their responsibility as leaders




for promoting sportsmanship among spectators.



2.
lead positive cheers for their own teams.  No negative cheers, disparaging or insulting




comments to opposing teams or fans are to be used or tolerated.



3.
use discretion in selecting type and timing of cheers to stimulate sportsmanlike crowd




response.



4.
give encouragement to injured players and recognize outstanding performance by




either team.



Bands should be expected to:



1.
choose appropriate music and time for performing.



2.
dress appropriately for the events.



3.
display respect toward officials, opponents and spectators.
