MISSOURI USA WRESTLING

 KIDS COACH OF THE YEAR 

CRITERIA

The purpose of this award is to recognize the outstanding accomplishments of youth wrestling coaches across Missouri from each district.  Chartered clubs in Missouri USA Wrestling, in conjunction with the Missouri USA Wrestling’s Tournament Committee, provides nominations for the district coach of the year.  The criteria is as follows:

1. The nominations can be from any chartered Missouri USA Wrestling club in each district; only one coach per club can be nominated. 

2. All nominations must be submitted to the District Host by the district entry deadline.  Coach of the Year nominations may be submitted with the district entries.


3. The nominees should be seen as great role models who are committed to developing solid student-athletes. 

4. The accomplishments of the coach’s team can also play a major role in selecting the eventual winner in each district. 

5. The coach must be an active Missouri USA Wrestling certified member.

6. The winner must be able to attend the awards ceremony, which will be held in conjunction with the Missouri USA Wrestling State Folk style Championships.

7. The nominee must demonstrate a general contribution to the growth and promotion of wrestling.

The complete list of nominees will be handed out at the district seeding meeting by the district tournament host.  Each chartered club will have one vote per club, with the exception that a club cannot vote for a coach on their own team.  In cases of ties, another vote will take place with only the names of the coaches who are tied on the ballot.
