Meeting was called to order at 7:09 p.m. by President Sarah Mason.

I. Review and approval of 11/13/11 minutes

II. Division updates 

A. DIVISION 1: 


     1.   Compliant against Mission filed on behalf of O’Leary Hawks from 11/15/11 game re: 



intentional delay of game.  Board reviewed both complaints, referees statements, and 

rink manager. Board discussed the validity of complaint and came to resolution complaint was without merit and to give each team a warning about curfew awareness, as well as scoresheet notations of start and end times for all games. Sarah Jacobsen contacted all teams to remind them about scoresheet errors. 

     2.   Mission v. Hawks Game 12/4/11- no formal complaint filed by either team, despite an 



altercation that broke out with 1:44 left in game resulting in Mission players jumping 



the boards as well as some leaving the ice prior to the game’s end.   Board member 



Birdie Ball was in attendance and videotaped some of the altercation.  Mission and 



Hawks players were asked to be present tonight to hear the board’s recommendation for 



suspensions issued.  Four Mission players were in attendance (see above).  Mission 



players present players had a chance to review the video and offer an explanation about 



their actions.  Four Mission players and two Hawks players were issues suspensions and



further warnings.  


     3.   A penalty cap was also discussed, in particular with regard to Hawks player Sara Sharp, 

who is leading the division in penalties at 14 minutes, including 1 game misconduct, 1 

body checking, and 1 roughing. Behind her include Jenna Leone (ICES) and Kristina 



Sanfillipo (Honeybaked) also with 10 minutes each. 

B. DIVISION 2:


1.  Overall running smoothly; some scoresheet issues (e.g. being filled out incorrectly)

 2. Board approved Detroit Revolution Nadia Maraachli to be able to sub down to play goalie 



in D3 & D4 games.


C. DIVISION 3:



     1. Black Ice’s roster still not up on website. Birdie is working with their manager to confirm 

roster.  Black Ice goalie is out for season due to a reported concussion and spinal injury.  



They were considering a waiver request for the goalie substitution restriction but may 

have found a permanent goalie.  




      2.  Some concerns about penalties: Goody 2 Shoes has 40 minutes in penalties; Cherie 

Rader from Fusion leading individual penalties with 10 minutes. 


      3. Concern about 12/7/11 game Metro Blades v. Polar Bears over alleged unsportsmanlike



play (e.g. swearing, throwing sticks/gloves), referees not maintaining control, and 


Metro Blades player Darleen Darvill reportedly mishandling the scoresheet after the 


game. Birdie Ball will contact appropriate players to remind them of rules, issue 


warnings, as well as to encourage all teams to contact the referee schedulers to report 


positive as well as negative referee experiences. 


D. DIVISION 4: 

1. No major issues at present time. 

2. Tammy Callahan has been sending Michelle Dastagir scoresheets to be entered on website.

3. Sarah Jacobsen expressed willingness to guide Tammy (and Birdie Ball) in entering data on website.

4. Board approved Lady Wings substitute goalie wavier to be increased to 50% for the season due to the appeal based on their goalie’s ankle injury.
