II. Division Updates


A.  Teams and Divisions


     D1: No major issues; 3 games have been rescheduled; hard copy scoresheets are slow to 



come in.

  
     D2: Only one player has received more than 3 penalties in a game.  Overall, 51 players have 



received penalties. Some issue with scoresheets: missing total scores, time starts not 



there, absent players not being crossed off, coaches not signing, lack of stickers


     D3: Relatively few issues;  Cheri Raider (Fusion) has received 10 penalty minutes;  



Metro Blades had two girls (Melissa Kramer,Valerie Edginton) receive 4 minutes each 



in the very first game of the season;  



     D4:  Storm had an injury (Johnna Rhone) in a game vs. Stingrays which lead to a 10-15 



minute break in action.  A trainer came and 911 was called, but Johnna reportedly 



refused 911 help and drove herself home. 


     D5:  Scoresheets are slow to come in.  Master list is up on website now.  


     D6: Relatively few issues.  Still missing a few scoresheets;  no major penalties. Icebreakers 



vs. Chill (at Onyx) referees did not show up for Game #15 on 11/5/11 so a volunteer 



agreed to ref and both teams agreed to count it as an MSWHL game, albeit unofficial.  

It ended in a tie.

Some teams are requesting to play longer periods;  Rampage in D4 inquired about the 



possibility of playing longer periods (12 minutes) if they have the ice time. If both 



teams, then it shall be allowed.
