II. Review and approval of 8/22/11 minutes
III. Nationals Update (per Carrie Sirola- O’Leary Hawks):
A. Women's 30 & over Nationals will be held along with the 40 & 50 + women's divisions in 
Tampa Florida on April 26-29, 2012.  The other changes to this division are as follows:
1. Anyone can put together a team of players aged 30 & over.   Teams do NOT have to
    meet the same requirements as in past seasons, where teams & players must have 

    played a certain number of games

III. Nationals Update (cont’d) :
A. Women's 30 & over Nationals will be held along with the 40 & 50 + women's divisions in 
Tampa Florida on April 26-29, 2012.  The other changes to this division are as follows:
2. Teams do NOT have to win their State or District championship to enter the 30+ 
over division

3. Nationals- Players/teams cannot participate in more than one National championship 
(i.e. if a player/teams plays in any of the Senior Women's A, B or C Nationals – 

they CANNOT play in any of the over 30, 40, or 50 Nationals).
4. There will be NO division for 30+ over held along with the Senior women's A, B, & 

C divisions
5. There will be an entry fee to enter (~ $800-$900 per team to enter).  The actual 



amount, as well as other tournament details will be posted on USA Hockey's 
website later this season.

B.  Senior women's A, B, & C division nationals will be held in Marlborough, Mass. on March

 30th - Apr. 1st, 2012.  Any questions should be directed to Jean Laxton in lieu of Patty 

Madden due to Patty’s medical leave. 
IV.  Handbook updates


A.  Teams cannot play a sanctioned game with only one referee (e.g. if the second one fails to 

show up).  If an unsanctioned game is agreed upon to be played, then the USA Hockey 

insurance may also not cover any accidents that may occur. It also may affect game 

records for nationals. 


B.  Major Penalty rule 403b mandates a 2-game suspension rather than a 1-game suspension.


C.  Individual Penalty - clarification of how a third penalty should be served if it’s assigned. 

Majority of teams want the penalized player to leave the ice and bench immediately and 

assign a teammate to serve the penalty. It will be revised in the Handbook and re-sent to 

managers.


D.  Rescheduling games- Reminder to all to respect the procedures for rescheduling and 

etiquette of asking first rather than assuming the opponent will automatically be willing 

to reschedule.


E.  Forfeiture rule - discussed who is responsible for picking up the other team’s ice sheet bill.
