SWAC Fall Meeting
January 19, 2005

1. The meeting was called to order by President Tim Miller at 6:40 PM. Those present included: Pat Barry (Swift Current), Colleen Carleton (Cabri), Rea Carlson (Gull Lake), John Cazakoff (Shaunavon), Jamee Coupe (Val Marie), Rob Englot (Vanguard), Stu Esson (St. Angela's), Rosalie Flynn (Swift Current), Jennifer Foley (Shaunavon), Dennis Franz (Fox Valley), Val Gordon (Eastend), Kristen Halfhide (Ponteix), Adam Jackson (Swift Current), Dianne Johnson(Consul), Mike Puszkar (Frontier), Rod Siemens (Swift Current), Blair Simpson (Maple Creek) and Chris Wenner (Swift Current).
2. A proposed agenda was circulated.
MOTION 04/05-005: Wenner/Gordon that the agenda be adopted as presented.

3. The minutes of the September 3, 2003 were previously circulated.
MOTION 04/05-006: Flynn/Franz that the minutes be adopted as circulated.

4. There was no business arising from the minutes.
5. The financial report for the period September 1, 2004 - December 31, 2004 was circulated (attached). Income for the period was $5 661.60, while expenses totaled $1 894.44, leaving a balance of $7 229.35.

6. Chris Wenner presented the Officials Commissioner's Report (attached).
a) There was a very good turnout at the Fall Volleyball Officials' Clinic. Reports were positive about officiating at Districts, Regionals and Provincials in the South West. Thanks to Rea Carlson for organizing the officials.
b) Chris emphasized that we need to find ways to free teachers from their teaching duties so they can act as Officials.
c) Basketball Officials Clinic was held in Swift Current in December with Warren Ponczak as clinician. Attendance was minimal. Tim Miller did a Basketball rules clinic in Frontier for players and beginning referees. This was well attended and well received. Any further requests for such clinics should be made to Tim or Chris. These clinics are a good opportunity to recruit new officials, an idea that schools must promote, since we have lost several qualified officials this year and will be hosting at least three regional tournaments. BSI has been slow in getting information out to schools about officials. Floor testing of officials has been set up for Shaunavon. Contact Chris or Tim if interested.
d) Athletic Directors are asked to please submit a list of Officials for all sports to Chris.
e) Coaches and Schools need to actively and vocally support officials and the rules - respect, language issues, jewelry and proper dress.
f) New dress codes for Curling and Badminton need to be stressed and enforced by Coaches.
g) Suggestions to initiate formal plans for Basketball Officials Clinics were to be made at the Spring Meeting.

7. Tim Miller presented a written report (attached) from the SHSAA District Presidents' Meeting:
a) SHSAA is initiating a zero tolerance policy for foul language and "trash talk". It will be the responsibility of Coaches to reinforce this policy. Coaches are encouraged to apply sanctions to their own players found guilty of such offenses.
b) SHSAA will likely move to delete Sand Gold as an activity effective 2005-06 due to lack of entries and facilities capable of hosting.
c) The awards ceremony at Cross Country Provincials needs to speeded up. Perhaps using tow computers would solve the problem.
d) Sportsmanship banners will be designated for each category on Soccer. Banners in all activities may not be awarded if there is no deserving team. There were problems with the "no jewelry" policy at Provincials, partly because it was not enforced through the season.
e) Discussion is taking place regarding a rule to eliminate cut/chop blocks in football.
f) Concern was raised about the use of cross courts at Provincial Volleyball. Concern about awarding Provincials 4A Girls Volleyball to Laloche were put to rest as a result of the tremendous sporting and cultural success of the championship.
g) Concerns were expressed about the loss of instructional time due to the addition of Regional Volleyball playoffs. This format is to be reviewed.
h) The following 2005-2006 host sites were awarded by the Executive (since there were no bids at the June AGM):
1) Grass Golf - Swift Current
2) Cross Country - Biggar
3) 1A Boys Volleyball - Englefeld
4) 3A Boys Volleyball - Kelvington
5) 3A Girls Volleyball - Wakaw
6) 4A Boys Volleyball - Carnduff
i) The following had no bids received and will not be held unless bids are received by March 30, 2005:

2) 1A Boys Soccer - October 2005
3) 1A Girls Soccer - October 2005
4) 2A Boys Soccer - October 2005
5) 3A Girls Soccer - October 2005
6) Regional Wrestling - March 2006
7) Badminton - May 2006
j) Schools are reminded to promote the sponsors of SHSAA Activities, especially at Regional and Provincial Tournaments. These include Dairy Farmers of Saskatchewan, Credit Unions and SaskTel Mobility.
k) The Canadian School Sport Federation Annual Meeting will be held in Moose Jaw September 29th - 2nd, 2005.
l) FIBA Rules and National Federation mechanics are to be used for all SHSAA basketball.
m) The Basketball controversy regarding 5A schools in Hoopla continues. While they will take part in Hoopla this year under the existing structure, Saskatoon will also host their own 5A championship tournament for Regina and Saskatoon schools, one week before Hoopla. Expect more discussion and resolutions at the 2005 AGM.
n) The dates for the Coach's Symposium have yet to be decided. There is a possibility of tying it to the Canada Games in Regina.
o) Central District will be hosting the June 2005 AGM.
p) Restructuring was discussed. Further proposals will be forthcoming in light of the Division restructuring proposed by Sask Learning.

8. The reports from the Fall Activities were heard:
a) Soccer: Swift Current Boys and Girls failed to advance in the 4A classification.
Shaunavon hosted a very successful Provincial Tournament and earned a Bronze
Medal in 1A Girls.
b) Golf: Swift Current won SWAC and finished in the middle of the pack at Provincials.
Swift Current will be hosting 2005 Provincials at Elmwood.
Commissioners are reminded that each Division can enter up to 8 golfers in the
SWAC championship, 6 of which will be counted for team scoring (at least 2 of
each gender).
c) Cross Country: District Meet had good numbers and competition, especially at the Bantam and
Midget levels. It was recommended that schools be limited to 10 entries in each
category.
Dale Wig of Eastend earned a Gold in Junior Boys at Provincials.
d) Volleyball: 1A Boys: Abbey and Consul both advanced to Provincials. Consul won
Silver and also received the Sportsmanship Banner.
1A Girls: Vanguard captured the SWAC title. Lost out at Regionals.
2A Boys: Fox Valley earned Gold (4th year in a row!)
2A Girls: Fox Valley hosted, but lost out in the preliminary round.
3A Boys: Leader won the Sportsmanship Banner at Provincials.
3A Girls: Leader captured SWAC Title.
4A Boys: Shaunavon captured SWAC title. Both Maple Creek and
Shaunavon lost out at Regionals.
4A Girls: Maple Creek advanced to Provincials in LaLoche. Despite losing
in the Preliminary Round, they felt this was one of the best
Provincials ever held.
5A Boys: Swift Current did not advance past Regionals.
5A Girls: Swift Current did not advance past Regionals.
MOTION 04/05-011 Esson/Franz that Policy I 9a) be revised so that no more than 6 teams may enter
the SWAC playoff in any Volleyball classification.

3A Boys: Shaunavon and Maple Creek; Shaunavon to Host Playoff.
3A Girls: Shaunavon and Maple Creek; Shaunavon to Host Playoff.
5A Small Cities: Swift Current Boys and Girls

b) Curling: District play will be held in either Gull Lake or Hazlet on February 7th and 8th. Bev Dutton in Gull Lake is the Commissioner. Each Division was asked
to forward a list of which categories were being entered ASAP, as well as teams
lists when available.
c) Badminton: Senior Districts will be held Saturday April 30th, 2005 in Swift Current starting at 10 AM. Colleen Carlton (Cabri) will act as Commissioner on behalf of Prairie
West Division, starting a rotation of Commissioners. It was suggestion that a
binder with Commissioner's duties be started and forwarded to the next Division
in the rotation each year.
d) Wrestling: Swift Current Boys and Girls teams would be hosting Regionals on March 4th and
5th, 2005.
e) Athletics: District Meet was set for Wednesday May 25th in Swift Current. Jennifer Foley of
Shaunavon would be the Commissioner. More information would be distributed
at the Spring SWAC meeting. It was recommended more medals were needed
(especially Silver and Bronze) to accommodate ties. Due to the impending
amalgamation of Districts, it was decided not to purchase new Track Singlets at
this time, despite the poor condition of some of the existing singlets.

10. The following items of New Business were discussed:
a) Val Gordon, Rea Carlson or Greg Balas, Colleen Carleton, Cyndi Tasche, Denis Franz, Stu Esson and Tim Miller volunteered to sit on a nominating committee to recommend names from SWAC for the SHSAA Merit Award, Service Award and Coaching Awards. The Committee was to meet over lunch at the Regional Inservice in Swift Current on March 18th, 2005. Each member was to bring suggestions for nominees from their Division for the Award(s).
b) Discussion was held regarding Medals awarded in each activity. No action was taken. Ten-year and 20-year SWAC Coaching/Officiating pins were available for school reps to distribute to the appropriate personnel at their school. These would also be brought to the Spring Meeting.
c) The proposed SWAC Budget (attached) for 2005 was presented.

3) SWAC Award winners for the past several years including Coaching Awards as well as SHSAA Merit and Service Awards.
4) The Website updates were to be included as an agenda item at subsequent SWAC meetings.
Thanks were extended to Marc for his work, both past and anticipated, on the Website.
f) The combined SPEA/CAHPERD Conference was scheduled for Regina on May 4th - 7th, 2005 in Regina. Information and registration was available online at www.speaonline.ca.
