Effective February 3, 2014 a new Division designated as the “Master’s Division” has been added to the League structure.  This division is designed to be a recreational division for players who do not wish to play in the competitive divisions of the league.  The Masters Division will provide an informal playing environment, with modified rules, and will play scheduled pick-up games on designated mornings throughout the season (typically Tuesday and Thursdays).  Membership in the Masters Division will cost $20.00 per year and automatically includes membership in the Cape Cod Senior Softball League with voting rights.  Master Division players who may wish to join the pool or re-join the regular league will be assessed the difference between the $20.00 and the regular playing fee for that participation.
