Referee-in-Chief:   Referee registration is down.  It is getting harder to find refs willing to work the State & 
High School Tournaments.  PLEASE NOTE:  Complaining about the officials at IAHA sponsored 
events will not be tolerated.  It may result in loss of Association’s “Good standing” status.

OLD BUSINESS:


Player Development Camp:   It was felt that the rise in numbers is a direct result of holding the 
camp 

between the State Tournament & High School Tournament.  

         There is still a lot of complaining by parents about preferential treatment.  The discussed ended 

with a strong suggestion that the PDC open with a very strong parent meeting which makes the 

selection process very transparent. 


It was suggested that the PDC be separated from any post season team selections.  S. Heusser

will organize post season teams and will report on progress in the September meeting.

          Player Up/Down Policy:  After a long discussion, the general consensus of the group was:


A)  No mites move up



B)  Limit player in a move up status on a roster



C)  Limit move up to 2nd year players only



D)  Small teams may receive special waivers granted on a case by case basis.



E)  Playing down waiver on a case by case basis, with the knowledge and written consent of 

                   both teams involved.


After continued discussion, it was MOVED by D. Blank and seconded by M. Gunn to table the 

issue.  PASSED.  A committee, comprised of V. Hughes, K. Scoran, M. Gunn, and J. Woolsey, 

was set.  They will present a written proposal at the fall meeting.   


Discussion continued until it was decided to form a committee and it was tabled until the September    
meeting.   MOVED by B. Combo and seconded by S. Benson.  PASSED.


Baseline Testing:  Very few are using the IAHA license, should we continue holding & paying for the 

license?

Pucks.  Blue Pucks are required at the Mite Level and optional but suggested at the Squirt level.  Each 
association is to decide which is best for them.  Discussion followed.  There was no second.  The issue 
was dropped.
