Jen O’Hara spoke to the board regarding the Shannon O’Hara Foundation and the Girls Tournaments her foundation helps run to promote and sell merchandise for the scholarship program.  In 2013 the Foundation awarded two scholarships and in 2014 3 were awarded to area High School students who have participated in RYHA and the Rochester High School program.  Jen also discussed the staffing and scheduling issues they have come up against in regards to the girls’ tournaments.  The Foundation is requesting that the tournaments be combined into two weekends next season, and if possible back to back.  This would help facilitate communication with all the teams and coaches involved and make ordering merchandise and help staff the tournaments more efficiently.  The board stated that RYHA will work with her the best they can to see if there is a possibility to do this and will speak with Doug Zmolek, Dan Christianson, and the RASC regarding her request.  Jen also discussed the vendors that are on sight during these tournaments.  The outside RYHA vendors create a conflict in regards to the merchandise sales for the O’Hara Foundation during these weekends and this is a major fundraiser for the foundation.  RYHA will look at limiting vendors during the girls’ tournament weekends.

SECRETARY’S REPORT – Kathy Heightland-
March 2014 minutes were presented and approved.

Ms, Heightland requested that Janell Rosin and Jim McPeak be removed from the 2014 election ballot due to others being nominated as write in candidates. Gambling February 2014 activity summary, tax return, allowable expenses, and May 2014 budget were presented and approved.

Mr. Hickey reported that due to the resignation of our Olmsted Hockey Gaming Manager, we will combine the Olmsted Hockey Gaming with Rochester Juvenile Hockey Gaming.  Kathy Heightland will fill in on an emergency basis as the Olmsted Manager, until the process can be completed.

MITES/SUPERMITES REPRESENTATIVE – Charlie Paulson

Due to the cessation of Olmsted County Gaming the Mite Board will look at options for the Mite Hockey Association moving forward.  Options include combining with RYHA and registering players in USA, joining the AAU, or continuing as have been.  Mr. Paulson and Mr. Hedin will look further into this and report back.


Mr. Hedin continues to look into the OMC training facility options for the MITE program.  At this time he is trying to not increase the cost of registration for our players and allow them to have training sessions at OMC in conjunction with on ice at the REC Center. 


Mr. Hedin is also working with Pilar Gibson about having 4 Try Hockey Days next season and recruiting each area High School to help at an event.  These events would target schools in the High School area for these days.

OPERATIONS UNIT – Chris Brunholzl
Mr. Brunholzl will begin invoicing RYHA members who have not returned jerseys soon.  It was requested that he supply a list of names of those who have not returned the RYHA jersey, to Kathy Heightland and Kris Dietz to follow up with them at registration.

MAHA – Matt Hanzel
Mr. Christenson, District 9 Director, is looking into adding a 12A league to the District next season.  If the district can have enough teams to do this, the RYHA 12A teams will move to the District 9 league.
