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Athletic teams wear uniforms primarily so all players, officials and spectators can clearly identify which 

team each player is on. Additionally, team uniforms promote unity, pride, and discipline within the 

team. If is with these objectives in mind that the following policies are adopted. It is the responsibility of 

each team’s head coach to ensure compliance with these policies. 

Squirts, Peewees and Bantam requiring jersey will be provided to them through the association. They 

will be provided a home and away jerseys. After three or four seasons with the jerseys, the association 

will purchase new jerseys as they see needed. This will be a budgeted item. 

Each Team Manager will be responsible for the organization of the jerseys for each team at the 

beginning of the year and at the end. 

It is the responsibility of the player to keep the uniform clean and repaired if needed throughout the 

year. 

The Mite program will be offered the Mite jerseys and the association will buy jerseys for them as they 

see needed 

Team colors for AYHA are Red, Black and White. 

The required jersey and legging combinations for AYHA teams are: 

• Home Jersey: Predominately white with red accents with white leggings with black and red 

stripes 

• Away Jerseys: Predominately red with white accents with white leggings with black and red 

stripes 

The color of the helmets is Red. The color of the breezers will be Black. When replacement is necessary 

due to size or condition, please use the colors stated previously. 

The above requirements are for games only. For practices, game jerseys should not be worn. The players 

are responsible for their practice jerseys. 

Each year after the season is done, the player is responsible for cleaning the jerseys and given to the 

Team Manager. It is the Team Managers responsibility to report to the Board any undue damage done 

by the player and the player may be responsible for repairing or purchasing a new jersey.
