Anthony Slack
and Matt Salley teamed up for a pair of double-doubles. Slack had 16 points and 13 rebounds; Salley had 12 and 10.

MIX IT UP: Swarm head coach Chris Daleo has used 11 different starting lineups in 15 games. Mark St. Fort has the most starts on the
team with 14, all but one of the team’s games. LaPhonso Ellis Jr. and Livan Pyfrom are the only two players who have not started.

POSTSEASON: The Swarm'’s win on Mar. 5 secured them a playoff spot. They can do no worse than fourth place in the league. The top
four teams will play in the postseason. Both the semi-finals and the championship series will be a best two-out-of-three format.

3-BALL: After struggling from 3-point range in the first half of the season, the Swarm are tied for the best 3-point percentage in the
league (.332). However, they are tied for the fewest attempts in the league (202). Avery Smith is shooting at a team-best .381 clip (24-
for-63), and Carl Mitchell is at .345. Newcomer LaPhonso Ellis Jr. has gone 5-for-10 in four games.

TOUGH SLEDDING: Tonight is the Swarm'’s third straight game against a team with a winning record. They have two remaining. The
Swarm are 2-4 against those teams (Bloomington, St. Louis) and 9-0 against teams with sub-.500 records. The Swarm also play their final
four games on the road.

NEWBIES: The Swarm are one of five brand new teams in the Midwest Professional Basketball Association, joining the Chicago
Force, Gateway Steam St. Louis RiverSharks and Windy City Groove. The Bloomington Flex have played for three seasons, most
recently in the Premier Basketball League.

CHAMPAIGN HISTORY: The Swarm are the first professional basketball team in Champaign-Urbana, and one of the only
professional sports teams ever in the twin cities. A few minor league baseball teams have called Champaign home in the last
century, but none since 1994. Prior to tipoff on Sunday, Champaign mayor Don Gerard issued an official proclamation declaring
January 11 “Champaign Swarm Day” in the city.

LOCAL CONNECTION: Jordan Walker played at Champaign Central High School before transferring to Seton Academy in
South Holland, Ill.

COACHES CORNER: Chris Daleo is the first head coach in team history. Since 2008, Daleo has served as the Director of Operations for the El Salvador Basketball League
and as a global consultant for the Korea Basketball League. From 2006-2008, he was the head coach and general manager for the Minot (N. Dak.) Skyrockets of the
Continental Basketball Association (CBA), where his .620 winning percentage is the fifth-highest in league history.

Prior to his stint with the Skyrockets, Daleo was the head coach and general manager from 2002-2006 for the Rockford Lightning in the CBA, where he won Coach of the
Year honors in 2003. Under his guidance, the Lightning won conference championships in 2003 and 2005, and his .699 winning percentage is the highest in team history.

While with Rockford, Daleo was selected to coach the conference All-Star Team three times, and was the head coach of a U.S. team that toured China in 2004, 2005 and
2006. Following the 2006 season, Daleo was picked to be one of eight coaches in the Treviso (Italy) Summer League.

Daleo’s first head coaching position was with Barat College, where he worked from 1999-2002. His 2002 team made the NAIA Division 1 Final Four, earning him NAIA
Division 1 Coach of the Year honors.

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GAME CAPSULES

Jan. 11 vs. St. Louis (W, 113-100): In
the team’s debut, the Swarm handed
St. Louis its first loss of the season, 113-
100...A two-point lead at the end of the
first quarter expanded to 17 points at
half time and ballooned to 31 points in
the third quarter..Six players had
double-digit scoring, led by Arnold
Louis' double-double (26 pts., 18
reb.)..The Swarm outrebounded St.
Louis 49-29 and had 12 steals...73 fouls
were called in the game, 42 on the
Swarm.

Jan. 15 vs. Gateway (W, 124-96): The
Swarm used aggressive defense to beat
the Gateway Steam 124-96 and
improve to 2-0 ... The Swarm had 14
steals -- 10 in the first half -- and forced
13 turnovers ... The Swarm held
Gateway to just 36 points in the first
half ... Rashard McGill led Swarm scorers
with 20 points ..The Swarm bench
chipped in 48 points ... Mark St. Fort
registered the only double-double with
17 points and 10 rebounds.

Jan. 25 vs. Windy City (W, 115-89):
Despite10 days off, the Champaign
Swarm rolled to a 115-89 defeat of
Windy City. Aaron Weaver came off the
bench and scored a team-high 24
points. The Swarm held a seven-point
lead after one quarter, which they built
to 16 at halftime. Champaign held
Windy City to just one field goal in the
first six minutes of the third quarter to
help put the game out reach,
expanding a lead to 36 points at one
point. The bench contributed 54
points. Mark St. Fort had his second
straight double-double with 15 points
and 10 rebounds.

Jan. 29 vs. Bloomington (L, 81-102):
The Flex handed the Swarm their first
loss of the season. Bloomington's front
line was dominant; Terrence Green and
Anthony Slack teamed up for 10 of
Bloomington’s 11 blocks. Anthony Slack
poured in 21 points and grabbed 13
rebounds. The Flex defense forced 19
Champaign turnovers and had 14
steals, holding the Swarm to their
lowest scoring output in four games.
The Swarm pulled to within 15 points
early in the fourth quarter but came no
closer. For the second straight game,
Aaron Weaver came off the Swarm
bench to tally his squad’s game-high
with 22 points. Mark St. Fort posted his
third straight double-double with 13
points and 11 rebounds.

Jan. 30 at Windy City (W, 92-84): The
Swarm outlasted Groove in their first
road contest of the season and beat
Windy City for the second time in as
many chances. Champaign'’s biggest
lead was 14 points early in the fourth
quarter, but Windy City pulled to 79-78
with 4:22 left in the game, The Swarm
closed it out by sinking nine free throws
from there, including Matt Neaville's 6-
for-6 performance in the final minutes.
Champaign dominated the glass,
outrebounding Windy City 52-26.
Arnold Louis tallied a double-double
with a team-high 20 points and 13
rebounds while hitting 6 of 8 free
throws. Rashard McGill poured in 19
points on 7-of-10 shooting from the
field.

Feb. 5 at Chicago (W, 130-102):
Arnold Louis scored 43 points as the
Swarm rolled to a victory. The mark was
a new scoring high for both the Swarm
and the league. The Swarm jumped out
to a 10-0 lead and never looked back.
After Champaign built a 65-43 halftime
advantage, Chicago cut the lead to nine
points at 72-63 in the third quarter. But
the Swarm responded with a barrage of
three-pointers. Five other Swarm
players scored in double-digits. Neaville
scored 17 off the bench, Mitchell
dropped 15, and Aaron Weaver and
Jordan Walker each had 13. Rashard
McGill scored 11 before leaving in the
second quarter with a knee injury.

Feb. 8 vs. Windy City (W, 87-80):
Facing the Windy City Groove for the
third time in five games, the Swarm
clawed their way back from a 16-point
deficit in the third quarter and nine-
point gap in the fourth quarter to win.
The Swarm beat the Groove for the
third straight time. Windy City extended
a 10-point halftime lead to 56-40 in the
third quarter, but the Swarm opened
the fourth with a 15-2 run. Rob
Broughton's three-point play put
Champaign ahead of Windy City for
good, 71-69. The Swarm were playing
short-handed as point guard Rashard
McGill sat out with a knee injury. Aaron
Weaver filled in with 18 points,
including key layups in the fourth
quarter, but he also committed eight of
the Swarm’s 22 turnovers.

Feb. 12 at Bloomington (L, 91-96):
Bloomington beat the Champaign
Swarm for the second time this season
and grabbed sole possession of first
place. The Swarm trailed the entire
game and fell behind 21 points in the
third quarter before mounting a furious
comeback that cut the deficit to three
in the final minute. But Bloomington
guard Justin Bocot made a final layup
to seal the victory and cap a 35-point
performance. Swarm newcomer Avery
Smith made a mark in his first start with
30 points, 21 in the second half on 11-
of-24 shooting. Arnold Louis added 21
points and Aaron Weaver came off the
bench to add 19. While the Swarm
tamed the Bloomington Flex big men
who fell into foul trouble, the backcourt
tandem of Bocot and Fabyon Harris
combined for 57 points.

Feb. 15 vs. Gateway (W, 104-90): The
Swarm fell behind by 18 points to the
Gateway Steam on Sunday but used a
bevy of blocks and steals to earn a
victory. Mark St. Fort notched his fourth
double-double with 18 points and a
team-high 14 rebounds. Champaign’s
defense blocked 13 shots and had 17
steals. Aaron Weaver's bucket broke an
81-81 tie with 8:04 left in the fourth
quarter to give the Swarm the lead for
good, and his block with 1:32 left in the
game of Terrell Williams' shot helped
stymy a final comeback attempt for
Gateway. Avery Smith led the Swarm
for the second consecutive game with
22 points. Rashard McGill and Arnold
Louis each added 16 points.

Feb. 19 vs. Chicago (W, 115-112):
Despite playing short-handed and a
furious fourth quarter from Chicago, the
Swarm grabbed a home victory. They
never trailed after Rob Broughton'’s
putback put Champaign ahead 60-58
early in the third quarter. But Chicago
battled back from a 12-point deficit at
the start of the fourth quarter, led by
Tramell Adams’ 20 points in the final
period. The Force came within two with
under three minutes to play, before the
Swarm started to pull away, hitting
seven of their final 11 free throws.
Aaron Weaver came off the Champaign
bench to lead all scorers with 37 points,
a season-high and the second biggest
output of the season for a Swarm
player. He did much of his work on 19-
of-23 free-throw shooting. Swarm
forward Mark St. Fort had the lone
double-double with 15 points and 15
rebounds. Champaign controlled the
boards, outrebounding Chicago 53-32.

Feb. 22 at St. Louis (L, 89-113): The St.
Louis RiverSharks used an explosive
first-quarter to jump out ahead of the
Champaign Swarm and never looked
back on their way to a 113-89 victory.
Brandon Hogg and Keith DeWitt
combined for 24 of 43 St. Louis' first-
quarter points as St. Louis built a 43-16
lead at the end of the period.

The Swarm were unable to catch St.
Louis, despite a game-high 36 points
from guard Avery Smith, who had his
second 30-plus point performance in
three games. Smith shot 12-for-24 and
with five three-pointers while adding 7-
of-8 free-throw shooting.

The Swarm lost for the first time on a
Sunday, during the day, and to a team
other than Bloomington.

Feb. 26 vs. Chicago (W, 110-107):
Champaign beat Chicago for the third
straight time. The Swarm established a
17-point advantage after the first
quarter before Chicago fought back to
close the gap to a one-point deficit at
halftime. Swarm point guard Avery
Smith came off the bench with a team-
high 36 points, including four three-
pointers in the final period. He shot 13-
for-21 from the field, and hit the final
free throw that gave the Swarm their
final margin. Aaron Weaver's layup with
1:30 gave Champaign final lead at 108-
107. Weaver pitched in 24 points in his
second start for the Swarm. Rashard
McGill fell a rebound shy of a double-
double with 10 points. Although
Champaign committed 34 turnovers
compared to 18 for Chicago, the Force
had three critical turnovers in the final

71 seconds of the game.
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Mar. 5 at Windy City (W, 129-121):
The Swarm needed all of their 75 points
racked up in the first half. They built a
31-point lead in the fourth quarter, but
Windy City stormed back to cut the
deficit to six in the final minutes. Swarm
guard Avery Smith led all scorers with
35 points and posted his third straight
30-plus point performance. Carl
Mitchell, Aaron Weaver and LaPhonso
Ellis Jr. also had double-figure scoring.

Mar. 7 vs. St. Louis (W, 109-95): The
Swarm became the first team to 11
wins at 11-3 and halted the RiverSharks'
six-game winning streak. Champaign
also extended a home winning streak
to five games. The Swarm had 11 steals
and forced 20 turnovers, After not
scoring for the first three minutes of the
game and falling behind 9-0,
Champaign surged back and took a 27-
26 lead on Malcolm Griffin's runner late
in the first quarter. Moments later
Jordan Walker had a slam dunk just
prior to quarter's end, and the Swarm
never lost the lead, building a 23-point
advantage in the third quarter.

Every Champaign player scored and
outrebounded St. Louis 57-40, a new
season-high. Mark St. Fort registered his
team-best sixth double-double with 15
points and 10 rebounds, and Rob
Broughton, Griffin and Rashard McGill
joined in with double-digit scoring.

St. Louis made several comeback
attempts, shaving the deficit to eight
points a handful of times in the fourth
quarter.

Mar. 12 at Bloomington (L, 93-103):
The Swarm fell to the Flex for the third
time this season in as many. The loss
snapped a three-game winning streak
for Champaign. Bloomington led for
almost the entire first half but was up
just 44-41 at halftime. The two squads
traded the lead several times in the
second half. Bloomington grabbed their
final lead at 86-85 on Trey Blue's bucket
midway through the fourth quarter. The
Flex closed out the game on a 21-8 run.

Malcolm Griffin was a bright spot for
the Swarm, erupting for 24 points - 18
in the first half — in his third game with
the team. Avery Smith added 21 points,
despite being hampered by an injury.

The difference in the game may have
been at the free throw line. The Swarm
were whistled for 36 fouls compared to
25 for Bloomington. Bloomington
scored 30 of their points at the stripe
despite shooting 58 percent as a team.
Champaign was 20-of-29.

Bloomington guard Justin Bocot led all
scorers with 28 points. Anthony Slack
and Matt Salley teamed up for a pair of
double-doubles.
