Each player shall be required to submit a non-refundable deposit of $200 into his/her player account with 2 months of notification of selection to a travel team.  Failure to remit deposit will result in player being removed from the travel team.  Refunds may be considered for extenuating circumstances such as medical disability/injury or relocation out of QCHA area.  Requests for refunds must be submitted to the Director, Travel in writing.  Approval of refund shall be at the discretion of the Director, Travel
