1.  Call to Order and Quorum – J. DiSanza determined that the group has a quorum

2.  Minutes from previous meeting – not approved.

3.  Association Reports – Most but not all were received, time was granted for any verbal reports.

 4.  President’s Report – J. Heinrich mentioned items for discussion later in the meeting and then called for introductions. 
 
5.  Treasurer’s Report – 
      A. Financials: L. Johnson mentioned receipt of $9,493.00 block grant from USA hockey. It was stated that John H. received 50% of the Rocky Mountain District PDC grant money. Audit of the IAHA budget went well and a lengthy discussion was held on the state referee budget. Bobby N. provided substantial clarification and distinctions between the IAHA vs. District referee budget. B. Noyes will organize a state referee committee with participation from J. Woolsey, S. Ingraham, and K. Barnes. 

6.  Registrar’s Report – J. Heinrich spoke with T. Lampl and the registration software is working well. 
 
7.  SafeSport Report – M. Lehto referred back to the Spring meeting discussion. He indicated that local affiliates are not upholding the policies and procedure. Safesport book is updated and should be ratified soon and provided to everyone. Local associations must have a local coordinator who has the ability to investigate and do so with privacy intact. Mike requested a contact from all associations with their coordinators name and contact information.  
      
 8.  State Schedule Report – S. Benson was not present but John H. mentioned the few conflicts. Idaho Falls eliminated one conflict during the meeting. A brief PDC schedule discussion was held.
       
9.  Webmaster Report – N. Emerizy had nothing new to add to the written report and urged all associations to provide information sooner rather than later so it may be posted.  
      
10.  Disciplinary Report – J. Heinrich requested member participation on a disciplinary committee. J. Woolsey, M. Gunn, and J. Schulz stepped forward. J. Heinrich. requested each association provide additional members and to forward that contact information to him.
      
11.  Girls Hockey Report – M. Lehto provided highlights. Girls have grown successfully and he made a call for teams to travel and to provide multiple camps and festivals.

     
12.  Grant Chairman Report – Minimal discussion held on this item. A. Stahl was not present. J. Heinrich discussed with Amy Stahl and has encouraged everyone to get their grant applications in by January 31, 2016.
      
13.  Risk Management Report – No discussion. B. Andrews was not present.
      
14.  Coach-in-Chief Report – Idaho Ice World held a successful clinic already this season. Cost efficiency is in good order. G. Murdoch sent N. Idaho dates. Level 4 in Jackson Hole is up coming in October 16, 17, &18th. J. Disanza encouraged everyone to use the USA Hockey website to check current coaching clinics schedules. 
     
 15.  Referee-in-Chief Report – B. Noyes discussed on ice safety from the referee standpoint. There are 8 seminars statewide this year. He visited N. Idaho and worked on a coordinated effort with the Spokane referee community. He stated it would be beneficial to have a referee present at coaching clinics and that he would like to see statewide referee participation at state events. He discussed referee costs and cost efficient ideas. He illuminated the need to update the policy and procedures with respect to the 4 man system. MOTION: J. Woolsey made a motion to eliminate the last sentence on pg. 27 section 3.2.14. Seconded by M. Gunn. MOTION PASSED: Unanimous
16. Play Up Requests-Moved to New Business.

17.  Play-up Committee- A discussion was held on play-up policy. MOTION: M. Gunn made a motion for a 5 member panel that is geographically diverse to review all 2 year play-up requests/waivers and that the panel recommendations are forwarded to the board for final approval via e-vote or meeting. Seconded by J. Woolsey. MOTION PASSED: 14 YES, 2 NO, 0 Abstain. See Pg. 16 of updated P&P Manual.
      
18.  Baseline Testing- J. Heinrich mentioned no requests to date for the code. 
      
19.  Old Business
   A.   Player Development Camp – J. Disanza is looking forward to organizing this year 2016 PDC.
   B.   Community Impact Video –J. Disanza. discussed history and capability to visit Salmon, Coeur D’Alene, McCall, and Lewiston. The video would capture all ice usage and highlight economic impact on communities. More information to follow as J. Heinrich requested. J. Disanza will follow up in contacting associations and moving forward with the video.
   C.   Post Season Teams – K. Scoran discussed and all Idaho showcase tournament and perhaps tying it in with PDC. Kory will organize and communicate the details to the executive committee. 
   D.   No Check Hockey – G. Murdoch was not present.
   E.   State Tournament Teams – J. Heinrich wanted to discuss team interests. Girls were discussed first and good numbers and interest was indicated. 
  

20.  New Business 
        A.   By Law Amendment-Electronic Email Vote – J Disanza led a discussion.  MOTION: K. Barnes. made a motion that read as follows: 67% of voting directors email votes must be returned to qualify as a quorum. And 75% of the quorum is required to pass or approve. Seconded by J. Schulz. MOTION PASSED: Unanimous.
        B. High School Commissioner- J. Heinrich discussed the need for a High School Commissioner to organize a statewide league. He encouraged all members to inquire with local High School teams as to their desire to travel.
	 C. Incident Reports- B. Noyes discussed streamlining the reporting policy/procedure. He discussed jurisdiction for 3 vs. 3 league play. Bobby mentioned he would like to see statewide review of match penalties and that all incident reports be given to the state.
	 D. Adult State Tournament- J Heinrich discussed the need to host an adult state tournament. K. Scoran., J. Woosley, and J. Heinrich to head up.
	 E. Play Up Request #1 J Schulz discussed Midget & U-16 numbers in McCall. MOTION:  John S. requested a waiver, as previous to last year, that 4 to 5 1st year Bantams play up in non check league. Seconded by M. Gunn. MOTION PASSED: Unanimous. 
Request #2 M. Gunn held a discussion on a ’08 Mite in his association. K. Scoran spoke to the Mite’s qualifications for a play up request and that the player has no travel options. MOTION: M. Gunn made a motion for the play up request. Seconded by Kevin B. MOTION PASSED: 15 YES, 0 NO, 3 Abstain.
        F. Grow the Game- J. Heinrich discussed some existing details and he urged local associations to utilize Mike Lukken as a resource for all grow the game events. Kevin Latscha will be the new coordinator.
        
       G. Tier 1 Play-In- J. Heinrich highlighted details on U-16 and U-18 play and that the qualifying play was under a best of 3 play.  He talked about the potential of the 1st tournament in Idaho.
