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 Whatis batting in rotation?
- All batters bat in order
- Batting lineup does NOT change
- Injured/absent player skipped over (Out will be recorded for FIRST missed at-bat
only.)
- If a player bats out of order on YOUR team let your Manager know ASAP (preferably
before the first pitch is thrown).
- If you notice the other team batting out of order, let your Manager know ASAP.
« After 3 outs or 5runs, 2inning is over.
- 5 Run Limit DOES NOT apply in Bronco, Pony or Colt

« When a courtesy runner is needed, it is always the last BATTED out. The
Manager will most likely need to confirm with you.

» Don't wait until the end of the game to complete the pitching record

* If you notice your pitcher is nearing their max pitch count (baseball
only), let your Manager know.

 The umpire is a resource! If you're not sure what happened, ask

* You are equally important to the umpire. They'll often ask you what the count
on a batter is, score, inning etc.

« Try and limit distractions (if another parent doesn't want to score keep, guess
who just sighed up to watch your younger children?!)

« If you missed something significant (and you will) go to the other team's
scorekeeper immediately after the half-inning is over for help and reconcile
your books on the spot
