1. All teams email a copy of their team insurance and USA Roster prior to the tournament. Teams need to check in 1 hour before their first game. Check in information area will be the concession stand. Birth certificates must be available upon request. 

2. 	USA rules will apply for all games except for the exceptions below.

3.	Teams can bat all players. Line ups must stay the same. Courtesy runners for the pitcher and catcher can be a player from your bench or the last out if you only have 9 players.

4. 	Should there be inclement weather. The tournament director reserves the right to change the tournament format and guaranteed number of games.

5. 	Teams must be ready to play 15 minutes before game time.

6. 	Home team will be determined by flip of the coin for all games. Teams must have their own official scorer. 

7. 	No infield or batting practice on game infield diamonds. (Inside Bases)

8. 	Games will be 1 hour 20 minutes finish the Batter. 
· 8 runs after 5 innings

9. This is a non-protest tournament. 

10. Team if short players can pick up players from other teams at tournament or pick up guest players for their teams.

14. There is no warmup hitting on the outfield grass. Please hit off warning tracks or on the outside of the fields. No hitting into fences, please help keep games moving by sending players to get foul balls and Homerun Balls. All balls need to be returned to the umps.

15. No parking on the grass. Please follow all parking signs and rules as cars will be ticketed and towed by the county. These are the park rules not Homerun.
16. Coaches please let parents know the park does not allow grilling or portable cooking units at the park. A food truck will be at the park for teams to purchase food and drinks during the days.
