1.  Call to Order and Quorum – J. Heinrich determined that the group has a quorum

2.  Minutes from previous meeting – Motion: Vince Hughes made a motion to approve both the Spring and Fall ’15 minutes. Seconded by Jeff Knudson. Motion Passed: Unanimous
3.  Association Reports – Most but not all were received, time was granted for any verbal reports.

 4.  President’s Report – Written Report submitted by J. Heinrich. 
 5.  Treasurer’s Report – 

      A. Financials: The Board reviewed and discussed overruns on both the PDC and State tournaments. The Board held a lengthy discussion on grant ideas and budget. Motion: John Rifelj made a motion to increase the IAHA matching grant fund to $1800.00. Seconded by Matt Gunn. Motion Passed: Unanimous
      B. Budget: Motion: Joanne Tirocke made a motion to approve the 2016-2017 budget. Seconded by Vince Hughes. Motion Passed: Unanimous
6.  Registrar’s Report – Written report submitted by Tom Lampl. John Heinrich spoke of the report indicating an increase statewide of about 100 players. He indicated that fees should remain the same for the upcoming season. 
7.  SafeSport Report – M. Lehto was not present. John Heinrich spoke about the change taking place nationally, that there will no longer be local SafeSport supervisor positions. State affiliates will be more involved in all investigations. The Board asked several questions regarding the new process and John Heinrich provided clarity on those items.   
 8.  Girls Hockey Report – Mike Lehto will remain on in putting together a select girls team. All girls are encouraged to participate in both U-14 and U-19. CDAHA is hoping to have a girls team. And Sarah Benson encouraged girls growth at the young age group levels.
9.  Webmaster Report – The Board was reminded to have all associations provide Neil with their information for the IAHA website. 
10.  Grant Chairman Report – Amy Stahl is not returning to the position. Jeff Knudson volunteered to fill the position. It was mentioned by John Heinrich that the Polar Bear’s grant request had already been approved.
11.  Risk Management Report – John Heinrich highlighted the need to inquire on increased coverage for lawyer fees and what that would entail. He also spoke about background screenings and cost overrun for that service.
12.  Coach-in-Chief Report – Written report provided by Jim Disanza. Jim indicated the need for more coaches statewide.

13. ADM Report- Kory Scoran discussed his availability for the upcoming season and that  all scheduling is to be done through him directly. He is available mid week during the season. Kory also highlighted the new addition of the new goalie coach for the ADM program as he will also be available next season. 

 14.  Referee-in-Chief Report – B. Noyes provided a written report. He spoke about the focus on referee development. He highlighted the participation of 5 IAHA referees attending the referee clinic in Colorado Springs. Lastly he mentioned the use of the 4 man system this past post season and that there was no negative feedback on its use. MOTION: John Rifelj made a motion to provide each association with a set of quick change goalie gear for the Mite age division. Seconded by B. Noyes. MOTION PASSED: Unanimous
