Article I. Name 
The name of this organization is the Farmington Girls Volleyball Booster Club, referred to as the “Booster Club”

Article II. Purpose 
The Farmington Girls Volleyball Booster Club is a non-profit organization through the Tiger Fan Club formed for the purpose of promoting youth Volleyball at the high school level and supporting the Farmington High School Girls Volleyball Program. Objectives are not limited to, but include the following:

· To promote competitive Volleyball at Farmington High School within the rules and regulations of the Minnesota State High School League.
· To publicize Girls Volleyball in the Farmington High School attendance area. 
· To encourage team sportsmanship, pride and unity within the Farmington Girls Volleyball Program. 
· To cultivate physical fitness, school spirit, academic excellence, and individual character for the members of the Farmington Girls Volleyball Program.
· To provide a means of communication between the Volleyball coaching staff, parents and Farmington High School officials.  
· To make Farmington High School Girls Volleyball a memorable and enjoyable experience 
· To develop, lead, and manage programs that will financially benefit the Farmington Girls Volleyball Program.
· To act within Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as now enacted or hereafter amended with the partnership of the Tiger Fan Club.

Article III. Membership 
The Farmington Girls Volleyball Program membership will be open to any parent/guardian who has a child in, or trying out for, or has been in the Farmington Girls Volleyball Program  in the past 5(five) years.

Each family will have one vote per student athlete participant. As a member of the association upon payment of the annual dues that are determined yearly by the association Board of Directors. Members are encouraged to attend meetings and recommended to vote on all motions brought forward by the Board of Directors.

Board Meetings of the association shall be run by the President and held once a month from September through June. All board meetings are open to the general membership. 
General Membership Meetings will be held annually and called by the Board of Directors.

Annual Meetings shall be held for the purpose of electing board members; for receiving year end reports of officers and committees, and other business that may arise. Electronic voting is Not allowed. The Annual Meeting will take place prior to the Coach led practice.

All meetings, regardless of purpose, are open to all members and will include a review of the minutes of the previous meeting, presentation of a current financial report, reports from active committees, a coaches update when appropriate, and updates on old and new business. 

Special Meetings may be called by the President or a majority vote of the Board of Directors, or by written request by 33% of the members. No business shall be transacted at a special meeting except that of which notice was given. 
A quorum for any board meeting will be two board members and for a general membership meeting, two board members and four at-large members of the association 
Officers are expected to attend all meetings. In case of the President’s absence, the Treasurer will run the meeting.

Article IV. Board of Directors 
The Board of Directors positions are President, Secretary, Treasurer, and two Members at-Large.  They shall be nominated by membership and voted on in the annual meeting. The officers shall be elected by a simple majority of members present at the annual meeting and serve for a two (2) year term, term. The Secretary and Treasurer terms will run for two years, and the election of each will alternate each year.  Members at-Large terms will be one year each. Each term of office will start at the end of one annual meeting to the end of the next annual meeting. No member shall hold more than one office at a time, and a member may be re-nominated to run for successive terms. Any vacancy on the Board of Directors will be filled by an appointment made by the President, with the approval of the majority of the Board Members, for the remaining time in the term of office.

The removal of any officer can be called by the membership via special meeting.

The President will set the agenda and preside over all general and Board of Director meetings. He/she shall also appoint committee chairpersons, act as a liaison between Farmington High School Administration and the Farmington Volleyball Association, and in a situation requiring immediate action between the Farmington Girls High School Volleyball Coach and Farmington Athletic Director, has the authority to make an immediate decision with the approval of the majority of the Board of Directors. In the case of a tie vote among the Board of Directors, the President’s vote will carry.

The Treasurer shall assist the President, and shall preside in the absence of the President. He/she will coordinate the activities of the nomination committee for new board members, and act as the Parliamentarian and Chairperson of any changes to the Bylaws of the Farmington Girls Volleyball Booster Club.  

He/She shall deposit all monies received in the Farmington Volleyball Booster Club's account at Premier Bank and will make payment from the account as approved by the Board of Directors. They shall keep an accurate account of receipts and expenditures; and in accordance with the budget adopted by the Board of Directors, shall make disbursements as authorized by the President, and/or Board of Directors. The treasurer will present a report to the minutes at all meetings of the Girls Volleyball Booster Club. They are responsible for the filing of the necessary forms as stipulated by government regulation, and to prepare an annual budget for presentation and approval of the Board of Directors.

The Secretary shall keep a record of all general membership and Board of Directors meetings. He/she shall present minutes for approval, maintain a copy of the Bylaws, including any amendments, of the Farmington Volleyball Booster Club, and be the point person for all communications coming into and out of the Farmington Volleyball Booster Club Board of Directors. He/She will ensure that all appropriate documents are placed on the website in a timely manner as to ensure membership can view them prior to the next planned board meeting.

Members at-Large will coordinate all fundraising events. Will work with local businesses to try to establish sponsorship opportunities and research and apply for grant opportunities for both individuals and the Booster Club. In addition, the coordinator will work with the Board of Directors, Farmington Girls High School Volleyball Coach, and Farmington Athletic Director to determine fundraising needs for each year.

The Farmington Girls Volleyball Coach and Athletic Director shall be advisory, non-voting, members of the Board of Directors, and act as a liaison between the Minnesota State High School League, Independent School District 192, Farmington High School and the Farmington Volleyball Association 

Article V. Rules 
The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern the organization in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these bylaws and special rules of order the Farmington Volleyball Booster Club may adopt.

Article VI. Amendment of Bylaws 
These bylaws may be amended at any general membership meeting, or special meeting called for the purpose of amendment of the bylaws, by a simple majority vote of the attending membership, providing the amendment was presented in writing at the previous Board Meeting.

Article VII. Dissolution 
The association will use its funds only to accomplish the objectives and purposes specified in these bylaws and no part of said funds shall inure to be distributed to members of the club. Any funds remaining shall be distributed in their entirety to the Farmington High School Athletic Department.

Article VIII.  Off Season Opportunities
Off Season opportunities will be approved by our Head Coach and communicated by email from our Secretary or Head Coach. 

Article XIII.  Fundraising
All fundraisers will be channeled through our Members at-Large and approved by the Booster Club and Varsity Girls Head Coach.

Article IX.  Volunteer Time
Players are expected to assist at all events and their time does not count towards volunteer time. If you do not meet your required time by end of the School Calendar Year your check will be cashed.
