RESOLUTIONS BY THE BOARD 
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jim McPeak-absent
Mr. McPeak reported on the recently held Golf Tournament.  Thank you to all who were a part of planning and running the tournament.  Positive feedback was received by many.  There were 105 golfers.  The Konokowitz family was very pleased by the way the tournament ran and enjoyed the day.


Mr. McPeak discussed setting up and providing Coach Directives for the upcoming seasons regarding Operating Procedures approved uniforms, team names, and apparel for the organization to maintain a cohesive association. FINANCE COMMITTEE – Jason Kanz
Unit budgets need to be received by Mr. Kanz as soon as possible.  A meeting will be scheduled for July and Mr. Kanz will make arrangements.

Gambling April 2016 activity summary, tax return, allowable expenses, and July 2016 budget were presented and approved.

OPERATIONS UNIT – Chris Brunholzl
MAHA – MN Hockey has started a Tier 1 Fall Program.  They are forming a 14-15 year old fall program for boys and girls. They are currently suggesting starting AUG 1 and running to mid-October. Mr. Zmolek expressed concerns with the time frame as well as the cost to participate.  The current suggested fee is $750 for the season and an $85 tryout cost, plus travel expenses.   D9 is seeing if any compromise can be done regarding games played and travel lessened to help the SE teams.  This could be a difficult program to be a part of due to fall sports in school, the increased money and time that would be required for many teams in Southern MN and far Northern MN.


The U-15 pilot program was discussed at a recent D9 meeting.  Although the option for U15 was not widely used the pilot program will continue for one more year.


MN Hockey has sent a directive to all Bantam and U15 teams to call for resurfacing of ice during all games every two periods.  At this time D9 has not required this.

The Girls Tournament will be moved to Mid-November this season.


Mr. Cothern discussed a proposal from Hockey Hub to have us host a HUB tournament- Founders Cup PW AA/A tournament.  The tournament would begin Friday about 11am and run until about 1pm on Sunday. Approximately 52 games with 24 teams participating. HUB runs and takes care of everything. They pay for everything. RYHA would supply the volunteers.  RASC has stated they would go to 12$ a room kickback that weekend. This would replace our  PeeWee tournament.  The entry fee for this tournament would be $1,400.
BOOSTERS – Kara Kleinschmidt

Ms. Kleinschmidt stated she has someone interested in drawing a logo for an RYHA team mascot.  It was discussed that the logo for RYHA is the “R” and the sponsors will be the team name as stated in the Operating Procedures.  This will be brought up to all coaches at team formation.


The Booster Unit will be keeping the Novelties storage room as they are going to once again carry an inventory.  The Novelty committee will begin ordering items and work with Mr. Kanz to establish a budget.


Having pizza information available at registration was discussed and providing an option to do the buy out at the time of registration.  Concerns were raised that this would be difficult to keep track of at pizza time.  Ms. Kleinschmidt stated she would be responsible for matching players to teams if this is an option.  Eliminating Pizza Parents was discussed.  This would require each family to be responsible for and turn in their players sales.  Concern was voiced that this would also make follow up and matching players to teams more difficult.
