New News:  
Most of the meetings guests are here because they are concerned about the fact we do not have a 
dedicated snowbelt peewee goalie.  
Rod notes that the handbook says you can move a goalie up a level if needed.  
Forest can play goalie, and has agreed that he will play goalie if he can move up.  
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Jill B. Says her son is working on the goalie position, Sarah L.’s son, would also like to see a little bit of goalie time.
