1.) Rule Changes for 2017-18 Season
 
a.) Penalty kill Icing Rule: Will no longer be able to ice puck on penalty kill.  Please ask if you do not know the new rule.  Please inform your associations of this new rule.
b.) Coaches MUST have all Safesport and Age Appropriate modules done BEFORE allowed to participate in team activities.   Have coaches get modules done now. Parties who have done Safesport you will want to do same prior to Sept 18th to be able to do the refreshers.  CEP classes are still Dec 31st.
Q: if an event is association sponsored then they should be certified.  A:Coaches moving up by a level need to make this a priority.
Q: Willmar fall stuff is being run by Tier 3 coaches do they need their certification.
A:  yes they need same 
Q: if you have a power skating coach or goalie person do they need to be certified.
A: should be background checked, USA hockey number and safesport to be done.
Q;  Girls and boys high school coaches will be the issue.  They should be USA hockey certified and wear helmets.

c.) New concussion protocol. Coaches will sign form they have taken training. Reporting of concussions will have new form and go to Association President and Director. Will also have new return to play form to be signed by Dr.***********NEW  NEED TO FOLLOW and how to recognize symtoms.  Coaches need to sign the form and then we can add to the website, D5 is waiting on MN Hockey to get this taken care of.  Will most likely will not show up on the roster and will need to be added to the team book.  When you go to tournaments and such they will look for this form.  

2nd form will need to be filled out by the head coach or team manager and then it goes to the parent to be signed by a physicians.  ***if a coach fails to abide by this the first violation is a 1 week suspension/hearing and the 2nd time is 2 week suspension, 3rd time out for a whole calendar year.
