Rules and Regulations of the Little Elm Area Youth Sports Association – Track & Field


             LEAYSA Track & Field will compete during Winter (indoor) and Summer track seasons. The team will run under and operate as Team QUEST WEST, it will be a sister club to Team QUEST Track Club of Allen, TX. Indoor season will consist of roughly 3-5 meets and will run from October to January. These meets are invitational style meets and are not affiliated with Regional, State, or National championships. Summer track will start roughly in mid to late April and run through the TAAF state games and USATF and AAU National championships in July.

1. Track & Field Season – Fall/Winter (Indoor) – Summer 
2. Recommended Playing Seasons
a. Fall/Winter October – January 
b. Summer:  Late April - August

3. Age Requirements
a. All athletes must run in the appropriate age division as defined by USATF,AAU and TAAF Rules.  The age ranges for the divisions shall be as follows and based on the athletes age as of December 31st of the current school year.  
i. 8U  (ages 7-8)
ii. 10U  (ages 9-10)
iii. 12U  (ages 11-12)
iv. 14U  (ages 13-14)
v. 16U  (ages 15-16)
vi. 18U  (ages 17-18)
4. Registration Requirements
a. A properly executed registration for membership (contract) for each athlete must be submitted to the Association along with the proper fee prior to the start of the each Season.
b. The original registration form will be held by the Association and the Registrar.
c. Proof of age is required on each new player at the time of registration. The Executive Committee may require re-examination of proof of age in the event of a dispute.
5. UNIFORMS:

a.  LEAYSA will provide track uniforms for both winter and summer seasons. Additional singlet tops may be provided for relay team participants.
i. An individual player, or their family, will never be required to cover any of the cost (except for replacement necessary because of the athletes use of the uniform, including, but not limited to loss of the uniform.) 
ii. LEAYSA will hold uniform fittings and all athletes are required to attend.  LEAYSA will not be responsible for replacement due to a uniform not fitting if the player did not attend a required jersey fitting.

6. MEET  STRUCTURE
a. Athletes can compete in their chosen events or events recommended by coaches.
b.  Summer (circuit meets) are run and officiated by the “Host club” for each meet, following USATF,AAU or TAAF guidelines.
c.  Association, Regional, State and National meets are officiated and run by USATF, AAU, and TAAF officals. These meets use official Fully Automatic timing (FAT). There may be cases where circuit meets use FAT timing, it is at the total discretion of the host club and meet director. 

d. Athlete event limits: 
i. 8U, 10U, 12U are limited to 3 events in Association, Regional, State, and National meets 
ii. 12U, 14U, 16U, and 18U can compete in 4 events 	

7.   Relay Teams 
a. Athletes for relays will be picked out of a “relay pool” consisting of athletes from Team Quest WEST (LEAYSA) and our sister team, Team Quest (Allen, TX). Relay teams corresponding to age groups. 
· 8U girls / boys
· 10U 
· 12U
· 14U
· 16U
· 18U 
b. A combined practice (both teams) will be scheduled, FAT (fully automatic timing) will be brought in and athletes will participate in official time trials. It is IMPERATIVE that ALL athletes be in attendance at this practice.  (even if they do not wish to participate on a relay team).
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]If there are enough athletes in a particular age group, we will develop multiple relay teams. The top 4 fastest athletes making up the “A” team, then “B” team…….etc. 
d. There MUST be full commitment to the relay team from the athlete and parents once they are put together. This includes attendance at practice and meets
e. Relay alternates will also be named in the case of injury, or when a relay team member cannot not attend a meet.
