Mandatory school waivers no longer need Director signature

Players denied a waiver may appeal to District Director, who will form a committee to determine.

Interlevel play will be permitted in out of state tournaments. Approval is still needed to go out of state.   

Players will receive a game misconduct under USAH Rule 601 e2/e3 for obscene gesture or offensive/hateful/discriminatory language.

Squirt/U10 new game limits and rules.
30 games total not including district playoff, controlled scrimmages still count as part of the 30.

Even playing time for all, at all levels A, B, and C.  Watch this and check your handbook and the way they are reading.

Officials USA Hockey is working on a plan for officials.
Idea is that officials would obtain tenure status. Similar to coaches level 4.
