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Baseball
Who’ll stop the rain or snow?  Its time for some real spring weather and the start of baseball season at the OVYL!!!  As of February 26
th
, we have 157 kids signed up for baseball for 2018!
Smash Ball
:
 This is where it all begins and last year’s success can only mean more fun in 2018!  We have 42 boys and girls signed up for this year, which is a great number and should result in at least 5 teams!  Due to the number of teams, we will be playing all of our smashball games at Oley for this year.
Rookie League
:
 We have 37 kids signed up for rookie ball, which will consist of four teams that will play approximately 12-14 games against Oley, Antietam, Birdsboro, Fleetwood, Kutztown and Brandywine. There will also be tournament opportunities for many of the kids, including the Brandywine machine pitch tournament in mid-May.
Minor League:
 This year we have 46 kids in minors, which will yield four teams playing approximately 14 games against Oley, Brandywine, Kutztown, Birdsboro and Fleetwood; possibly others.  In addition, the minor kids can try out for our Jr. Diamond league team as well as our tournament teams.  We have completed our Cal Ripken charter for 2018 which only adds the potential for District and State playoffs! 
Major League:
 We have 21 kids signed up for majors this year.  We will have two major teams that will play approximately 14 games in the Keystone League against Fleetwood, Brandywine, Muhlenberg and Kutztown. This league will also have a playoff at the end of the season.  Our 12U tournament team will participate in both the Oley and other local tournaments this year.
Senior League:
 We have 11 players signed up for senior ball this year from Oley and Brandywine.  With our organization combining forces with Brandywine for American Legion Sr. & Jr. Legion baseball, players at this level have the option of trying out for the Oley/Topton Patriots Post 217 teams at Sr. Legion (16-18 years old), Jr. Legion (13-15 years old) or Jr. Legion prep (14U).  The OVYL will field a 15U team in the Southern Berks or Jr. Babe Ruth Keystone League where they will play approximately 12-16 games vs. local Berks teams.
