Vintage Sport Camp Code of Conduct

VSC is looking forward to providing your child a fun, memorable, and safe summer camp experience.  Each camper has a responsibility to act in a way that assures a positive experience for all. Camp rules and prohibited behaviors are listed below. It is important that your camper understands and follows these rules. The coaches will go over these rules at the Monday camp meeting.

VSC Camp Rules:

1. Respect All Coaching Staff
2. Respect All Campers
3. Respect the Facility and the Equipment
4. Stay with the Group
5. Participate and have a Positive Attitude

Prohibited Behaviors:

1. Endangering the health and safety of themselves, other campers and/or coaches.
2. Inappropriate physical contact to campers or coaches.
3. Bullying physically or verbally.
4. Continual disruption of programming.
5. Damaging the equipment or facility.
6. Possession of electronics. No electronics are allowed at camp.

Guidelines for failure to follow Camp Rules and Behavior:

1. Coaches will give a verbal warning.
2. If the verbal warning does not change behavior, the coaches will pull the camper aside for a time out/cool down and remind them of the behavior guidelines.
3. If this does not work, the Coaches will prepare an incident report and notify the Director. 
4. Director will then communicate with the camper and possibly contact parents to help with the compliance of the rules and behavior guidelines. 
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]After two incident reports, the camper may be suspended from camp. If a camper’s behavior at any time threatens the immediate safety of themselves, other campers or the coaches, the parent/guardian will be notified and are expected to pick-up the camper immediately. 

VSC is not a daycare. It is a sports camp. We make sure that all campers are safe and involved in active programming. All campers need to participate in the scheduled activities. One camper will not disrupt the programming for other campers.

 No refunds will be offered for suspensions for not following VSC camp rules and behavior guidelines.
